It is more than likely that the gift will
be welcomed as a harmless Christmas
pleasantry, and when the legal formaii-
ties have all been complied with, it
seems a certainty that the present will
have cost the ex-alderman more than he
had counted upon. Mr. Moriarty will

doubtless remember this to the credit of
his predecessor, and in a year from now,
will suitably render his acknowledgments.

The writ was taken out yesterday
morning before Judge Brill, and the su-
preme court, in passing the matter up to
the district court, used the following

legal phraseology:
'•New comes the state of Minnesota

by W. J:'. Douglas, the attorney general
thereof, upon the relation of M. J. 8011,
and informs the court and gives it to un-
derstand, that the city of St. Paul is,
and for many years past has been a mu-
nicipal corporation of the state of Minne-
sota."

sion, ond as formality requires, granted

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COMMISSIONER BEUTNER FILES

HIS BIENNIAL. REPORT WITH
THE GOVERNOR

EOAST FOR SAM FULLERTON

Ex-Commissioner Did Not Keep

Books and Left Office In Bad
Shape—New Fish Site

Necessary.

The biennial report of the state gam?

and fish commissioner has just been hle<l
with Gov. Lind. The report will bo sub-
mitted to the legislature as soon as it
convenes. It is a lengthy document and
contains much detailed information rela-
tive to the workings of the department
and the success it has met with in every
part of the state.

One of the striking features of the re-
port is the roast that is handed to Sam
Fullerton as a Christmas present. The
former executive agent kept no books or
records to show what the commission
had accomplished, and as a result, the
present commission was greatly handi-
capped in the prosecution of its work.
The above is rendered more interesting
when it is known that Fullerton v/anta
to become executive agent for the second
time and hopes to secure something from
Gov.-elect Van Sant.

According to the financial statement,
a balance was received from the preced-
ing board of $238. Th e amount received
from the state treasurer was $16,500, mak-
ing the total $16,728. The disbursements
were $15,663.90 and the balance on hand
Dec. 1, $1,064.10.

It is recommended that the legislature
amend the game laws by adding a sec-tion providing that every non-resident
hunter pay a license of $15 and every
hunter $1, and that such licenses be is-
sued hy the executive agent of the com-
mission alone.

PHILIP'S EPISCOPAL CHURCH,

COLORED, HAS SECURED A COM-

MODIOUS BUILDING

AT MACKUBIN AND AURORA

It Is Expected Tliat the Congrega-

tion Will Grow Rapidly—Lib-

eral Provision for a
Minister.

For the past five years the services of
the St. Philip's Episcopal church, colored,
have been held in a store room on Kfce
street, near Tilton. The members of the-
Episcopal city missionary board have felt
for some time that steps should be taken
to provide more suitable quarters for
this congregatibn. With that end in view,
a committee was appointed last fall to
raise money and find the desired loca-
tion. Those appointed on the committee
were F. O. Osborne and J. F. Williams,
of St. Clement's church; Col. Pond and
Harvey Officer, of St. Paul's, and B. F.
Beardsley, J. FC Langton, Robert Whit-
acre and Mr. ißgalls, of Christ church.

After casting about for a time, it was
decided to purchase the property abandon-
ed two years ago by the Epworth Method-
ist church, at Aurora and Maokubln
streets. The property had gone into tne
hands of the Minnesota Savings bank,
and was purchased from the receiver of
that institution for $1,550.

There is now a membership of 100 at
St. Philip's church, and it is believed
that the work will progress rapidly after
the congregation becomes well settled
in the new quarters. The city missionary
society will make liberal provision for
a minister. The opening services will
be held in the first week in January, and
will be attended by prominent churchmen
from this diocese.

The committee feels that the greater
part of the success of the undertaking
is due to the untiring efforts of Mr.
Osborne.

CHARGE IT TO HARRISON
CHICAGO ANTI-VICE CRUSADERS

BLAME THE MAYOR.

CHICAGO, Dec. 24.—Mayor Harrison
and not Chief of Police Kipley is de-
clared responsible for the present condi-
tions in Chicago by the central commit-
tees of the Mlnisieis' association, which
met today to discuss the anti-vice cru-
sade. The ministers' central committee
appointed a sub-committee, which will
meet Monday and frame a vigilance com-
mittee of representative* laymen for the
purpose of making- personal investiga-
tion into sources of lawlessness and evil
in the city.

A. White.

Chief of Police Joseph Kipley, whose
failure to arrive here from Washington
on the regular Baltimore & Ohio train
gave rise to rumors that he had disap-
peared, was found at his home today.

"1 left the regular train at Garrett, ma.,
last night to escape the reporters who,
I was told, were waiting for me," said
Mr. Kipley. "I caught an oyster train
later and arrived* at 3 a. m. Reporters
chased me all over the South because
of that foolish rumor that I was trying
to evade the grand jury investigation.
I'm ready for the jury if it wants me."

CHARGED WITH MURDER.
Finding: of Woman's Corpse Causes

iJnsiiuvK* Man's Arrest.

SOUTH BERWICK, Maine, Dec. 24.—
Edwin H. Knight was arrested at his
home at South Berwick Junction today
or. a warrant charging- him with the
murder of Mrs. Fannie Sprague, at, South
Berwick, last May. Mr. Knight is forty-
one years of age, a native of South
Berwick, and a successful business man.
The crime for which Mr. Knight was ar-
rested was disclosed by the finding of
the mutilated body of Fanny Sprague
in a heap of rubbish in a barn on the
Knight farm at South Berwick Junction.
An attempt had been made to burn the
body, but the smoke was seen and the
fire extinguished by two men who were
sent to the barn on an errand. After
putting out the fire, the men found the
body.

Knight was arraigned before Trial
Justice Lord, and two doctors told of
the condition of the body and witnesses
gave testimony as to the whereabouts
of Knight on the day in question, the
intention being to show that there was
opportunity for him to have committed
the crime, and, also to show that the
stories told by Knight are contradictory.

Counsel for Mr. Knight announced that
he would offer no defense, and Trial
Justice Lord stated that he considered
the evidence sufficient to warrant his
holding Knight. Accordingly the prison-
er was bound over to the January term
of the supreme court at Sayo and ordered
him confined in the jailat Fred, without
bail.

DEATH OF ALBEKT BRADY.
Was Secretary ef the S. S. McClare

Publishing Company.

NEW YORK; Dec. 24.—Word was re-
ceived today that Albert Brady, secre-
tary of the S. S. McClure company had
died Sunday in Rome, Italy. Mr. Brady
was suffering from heart trouble and for
a year had been unable to attend to
business. He -went to Germany last
spring for treatment, and was was in
Rome with his family on their way to
spend the whiter in Egypt, when he
died. Mr. Brady was born in Wapello,
10., thirty-eigbt years ago. His early

education was in the public schools at
Davenport, 10. He was graduated from
Knox college in the class of '82, being
a classmate of S. S. McClure and John
S. Phillips. The intimate association of
these three which, began in the manage-
ment of a college paper continued until
later they joined hi the founding of Mc-
Clure's magazine..- After graduating, Mr.
Brady entered into partnership with his
brothert Oscar Brady, in the manage-
ment of the Davenport Daily Times. In
1893, he came to New York, and became
secretary of the S. S. McClure company.
He married Harriet Wakefield, of Bloom-
ingtoh, 111., who with two children, sur-
vives him.

Condition of the Sick Men.
H. H. Harris, the editor of the Minneap-

olis Democrat, who has been seriously
ill with peritonitis for over a week, was
slightly better yesterday, and it is now
believed that he will recover.

The condition of Wilson A. Plummer re-
mains unchanged, although the indica-
tions are that he is gradually growing
weaker, and that death is only a matter
of a short time.

Scorched the Dry Kiln.
What might have proven a disastrous

blaze at the Barnard Bros & Cope Furni-
ture Manufacturing establishment, Secondavenue north and Fifth street, was stop-
ped in its incipiency last evening. The
fire started in the dry kiln, but was dis-
covered by the watchman, and the pri-
vate hose of the concern put in operation
before the firt department arrived. The
fire went through the roof of the structure
which connects the two buildings, butwas extinguished with but little damage
done.

FILED ON EVERYTHING.
Mining Men Pat in Claims for Phil-

WASHINGTON, Dec. 24.—Inquiry at
the state department discloses the fact
that no official notice ever was taken by
the department of a statement affecting
in some measure, Oscar F. Williams, who
had been consul to Manila before the
Spanish-American war. Capt. Burritt
was the auihor of this statement, and,
being in charge of the mining bureau in
the Philippines, in the course of his an-
nual report to Gen. MacArthur, com-
menting upon the finding in an irregular
fashion of an enormous number of min-
ing claims, said:

"The record discloses an undefined but
apparently close relation of Hon. Oscar
F. Williams, as United States consul,
with the insoectorate of mines, that is of
such a nature as to seem to require a
statement of the facts appearing in the
records of this bureau."

Capt. Bu.ritt then recites some cases
where the consul has certified to certain
claims sometimes after the claims al-
ready had been allowed by the Spanish
mining officials. The general statement
of the report is that certain mining men,
foreseeing the overthrow of Spanish sov-
ereignty in the Philippines, had filed
claims for everything in sight, in a min-
ing way. But Consul Williams is no
longer Unitel States consul, nor is he an
official of the United States government,
so that it has no longer any authority
to call upon him in connection with this
matter. The mining claims filed in the
irregular fashion referred to are, how-
ever, yet within reach, and it is said at
the war department that the Philippine
commission is about to take them up
with a view of passing upon their valid-
ity. Mr. Williams is now at his home in
Syracuse, N. Y.

NOVA SCOTIAN FORESTS

Will Be Turned Into Pulp l»y an

NORTH SYDNEY, C. 8., Dec.~24.—An
American syndicate known as the North
River •Lumber and Pulp company is
erecting a large pulp mill near the
North river, Saint Anne's district, and a
similar mill on the same river in Vic-
toria county. Large timber tracts have
been acquired and it is thought about
IjQDO men will be employed in both mills.
The product is to be shipped to the
United States.

RELIEF FOR MISS SMITH.

Guest of Minister Conger Can Get
Her Clothes Back.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 24.—Assistant
Secretary Spalding today took favorable
action on the appeal of Miss Condit-Smith
from the action o" fne customs authorities
at New York, in seizing her trunks on
her arrival from China. The basis for the
action is set forth in the following state-
ment made by Mr. Spalding:

"Regulations^provide for free entry of
the personal effects of United States min-
isters and their families returning from
abroad.

"Itappears that Miss Condit-Smith was
at Pekin at the time of the siege, a
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guest of the minister of the Unitsd States.
Her entire wardrobe, with the excep-
tion of the clothes she wore, was eitherdestroyed or used to clothe the others
v/ho had lost everything or torn up for
bandages or otherwise used for the
wounded confined; that the clothes con-
tained in her two trunks brought by her
to New York are duplicates both in num-
ber and value of the clothing purchased
abroad for the necessities of her journey
and to replace that which she lost or
charitably donated during the siege.

"As she was a guest of the minister
and a member of his household during
the siege, the privilege of free entry
of personal effects accorded to the im-
mediate members of the family of a
United States minister is accorded to
her." '

CRITICISM OF THE NOTE.

NoToe Vreniya. Doesn't Like Pekin

ST. PETERSBURG, Dec. 24.—The
Novoe Vremya sharply criticises the joint
note of the powers to China as being too
long to produce effect. It says the ac-
cusations against the emperor and dow-
ager etnpress Jare unfounded, and that
the accusation that Prince Tuan is alone
responsible for the treachery is ridicu-
lousj. The paper 34<?s:

"Rulers sometimes betray their own
country, but treason towards foreign

powers is a new conception. The state-
ment in the ultimatum that the troops

will not .be . withdrawn before the condi-
tions are accepted cannot mean Russia,
who.se.. J;ro.ops .have already vacated Pc-
Chi-Li, whereas Manchurian affairs do
not concern the powers. The note will
not bring peace. The powers possibly
repent not having imitated Russia's ex-
ample.''

The minister of the Interior has started
from St. Petersburg and minister of war
has left Yalta to meet the returning
troops at . T-heodosJa. M. Dewitte, the
minister of finance is expected here
Jan. 16, according to the Rissiya.

A special dispatch to the Novoe
Vremya from Vladivostock says the ex-
ploitation of the principal Manchurian
railroad line and the construction of

branch lines ta Poct^rthur will be turn-

ed over to the government. Russia has
always carefully insisted that the Man-

churian enterprise was purely the affair
of a Russian private corporation. The
news, if true, is of great importance
politically.

The same corespondent wires that the
demobilization is ending everywhere in

Manchuria. Baron Kaulbars is distribut-
ing the railroad propteetive guard along

the road. The Chinese population along
the railroad is suffering from famine.
The Russians up to the present had
plenty of supplies.

Ministers' Work.

MTJEDERED BY BANDITS.

Prominent Texas Farmer Is Tor-

tured by Robbers.
EONHAM, Tex., Dec. 21.—At Gober, a

few miles south of here, J. J. Johnson, a
prominent farmer, was murdered by

robbers. . His body was found in the yard
badly bruised, and the flesh burned from
his breast andarms; It is supposed the
bandits burned their victim in an effort
to force him to' tell where his money
was hidden. Two arrests have been
made.

THEEE BURNED TO DEATH.

Father Locks His Sons in. and They

Piny With Matches.

LITTLE ROCK, Ark., Dec. 24.—Three
sons of Dick Lamberson were burned
to death in their home in North Little
Rock this afternoon. Their father had
locked them in the room of the second
story while he went to the depot. They

started a fire while playjitf? with match-
es and were burned to death before the
firemen could rescue them. Their ages
were nine, seven and five.

ONE DEAD, ONE DYING.

Torpnto.. Ont., Dwelling House Fire

TORONTO, Ont., Dec. 24.—1n a fire
which destroyed the .store and dwelling
of Robert Lithco, on Queen street, today
his son Henry 'was burned to death and
his wife was so severely. injured by
jumping from a window that her life is
despaired of.
