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NORTHERN PACIFIC SENDS WEST A

BODY OF CLERKS WHO CAN
TELEGRAPH

PRECAUTION IS UNNECESSARY

So Declares Press Agent Hampton

for the Committee of the Rail-

way Telegraphers New
Sitting Here.

"No; in my mind there is not the slight-
est indication or danger of a strike on the
Northern Pacific by its operators. I have
never, during our visit to St. Paul, con-
sidered such a termination of our trans-

actions with the company imminent, ar.d
I do not now anticipate it."

Asked if he considered a strike by the
Northern Pacific telegraphers imminent,

Mr. Hampton, press representative of the
committee of telegraphers, made the
above statement to the Globe late
yesterday afternoon. The fact that the
Northern Pacific management had sent
thirty or forty operators to the West
within the past two days gave rise to a
story that the operators contemplated a

strike In the near future, and that the
company, being aware of this had taken
time by the forelock and placed men on
the ground ready to seize the keys when
they were deserted by the old teleg-

raphers. Mr. Hampton desired to be
quoted as saying that he had .not enter-
tained a thought of an impending strike
among his men, nor did he wish to be
understood as condemning the action of
the company in sending these men out.

"These men are sent from the auditor's
office, and many of them are perhaps not
fully equipped for taking up the work
Incumbent en a station operator, but for

the most part they may, if occasion re-
quired, show themselves very competent.
But that is, in my judgment, unneces-
sary to consider, since I do not regard a
strike possible. As for the company's
sending these men out, that is merely a
precautionary act on their part, for
which they are, so far as I can sec, per-

fectly justifiable. I will say, however,
that in the absence of any sign of a
strike it docs appear a little extravagant

to send such a huge army of men so
great a distance for nothing. But if the
company wants its St. Paul employes to
get acquainted with the grizzly West and
wishes to treat them to a vacation out
there where life is always a joy, then
I see wisdom in their course," said Mr.
Hampton.

"Have any of your associates been dis-
charged or informed that they would be
discharged, or have any of thera volun-
tarily given up their positions?" was
asked Mr. Hampton. "No, not one of
them has left his job, so far as my
knowledge extends," he said. He de-
clared that they had received no word
from the committee which would indicate
to them that a readiness upon their
part to vacate is necessary. They have
been, apprised of the move by the com-
pany in sending out this number cf men,
as they have been informed of every
transaction that has taken place slice tha
committee came to St. Paul. Each day

the operators are advised of the exact
state of affairs by wire, so that, wM c
not present themselves, they are kept in
close touch with everything that is going
on. Mr. Hampton said that since the
company had no grounds for believing

that the operators intended to strike,,
they would, in his mind, have occasion to
regret their recent action, which, how-
ever, he said, had not created any ill-
feeling on the part of the operators for
the company.

"We came here," said Mr. Hampton,
"to have a mutual understanding upon
matters, and with not the slightest in-
tention or feeling that we would have
trouble with our employers. We have not
been disappointed or surprised yet, and
do net expect to be. We held a confer-
ence today with the management, and
got through without any unpleasantness.
"We expect to have mere such coherences
and expect the same sort of results. Our
discussions now arc upon the rules which
the company submitted to us a few days
ago. They do not involve wages."

Mr. Hampton stated that he could net
tell exactly how long it would take for
their protracted meetings to come to a
close, but said that he expected to eat
New Year's dinner in St. Paul.

Northern Pacific officia's decline to
state why they sent the company of
telegraphers west, or to enter into a dis-
cussion of any part of the subject.

Judge Mills on Course of New Rail-
road Commission.

Ira B. Mills, who will probab'y be the
next chairman of the stxte railroad and
warehouse commission, was at the com-
mission headquarters yesterday. He said
that he was not prepared to say who
would be chief grain inspector, but stated
that A. C. C'ausen, the former incum-
bent of that position, was not even an
applicant, so far as he knew. "We have
two prominent applicants,** sail Mr.
Mills, 'George Moulton, of Minneapolis,
and Job Lloyd, of Le Sueur."

Mr. Mills declared that no promises of
appointments have been made; that the
three commissioners-elect had never been
together since their election, and wcu'd
probably rot be before Jan. 7, and that
therefore it was impossible to give outany Information as who would be ap-
pointed to fill the various sub-positions.
F. M. Schutte, of this city, he said, had
put In his application for the position
of chief clerk of the grain department.

Mr. Mills was asked what possib'e
course the new commission would take
in the matter of the hearing on the ore
rate cases, should the Missabe and Du-
luth & Iron Range roads apply for a new
hearing. He committed himself to no
policy, but said that he personally would
"hew to the line," regardless of the
course of his predecessors or the rail-
roads.

length of the proposed new line from
Salt Lake to Los Angeles at 1.100 miles,

Acreage of "Winter Wheat Is 30,-
Production of Other

i'7 Croxis for the

Year.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 27— statis-
tician of the department of agriculture,
estimates the United States wheat crop
of 1900- at 522,229,505 bu, the area actually
harvested being 42,495,385 acres, and the
average yield per acre 12.9 bu. The pro.
duction of winter wheat is estimated at
350,205,309 bu and that of spring wheat at
172,204,026 bu, the area actually harvested
being 26,235,897 acres in the former case
and 16,259,488 acres in the latter. Tho
winter wheat acreage totally abandoned
in Ohio, Michigan, Indiana and Illinois
i3finally placed at 3,522,787 acres, and the
spring wheat acreage totally abandoned
in North Dakota and South Dakota at
1,793,567 acre's. The extraordinarily rapid
rate at which the winter wheat acreage
of Nebraska is gaining upon the spring
wheat acreage of that state has necessl.
tated a special investigation of the rela-
tive extent to which the two varieties
were grown during the past year. Tne
result of the investigation is that while
no change is called for in the total wheat
figures of the state, 590,575 acres have
been added to the winter wheat column
at the expense of tne spring variety.

The newly seeded area of winter wheat
Is estimated at 30,282,564 acres. While
this acreage is slightly greater than that
sown in the fall of 1899, as estimated at
the time, it is 600,654 acres less than the
area that was actually sown, the cis-
ci"epancy being due to that remarkably
rapid development of winter wheat grow-
ing in Nebraska with which, as above
stated, the department's reports had
failed to keep pace.

A comparison of the newly seeded acre-
age with that of the fall of 1899, shows
that of the eleven states and territories
that sowed 1,000,000 acres or Upward with
winter wheat, one year ago, Pennsyl-
vania, Missouri, Kansas, California and
Oklahoma report an increase: amounting
to 971,704 acres, and Ohio, Michigan, In-
diana, Illinois, Texas and Tennessee a
decrease of 1,780,191 acres. The average
condition of the growing crop on Dec. 1,
was 97.1 per cent of the normal. There
are many complaints of the Hesrian fly.
but the. low condition figures reported
from Ohio, Michigan, Kentucky and Ten-
nessee, 86, 80, 87 and 84 respectively, are
fully offset by the exceptionally high
condition reported for Kansas, Missouri,
California, Oklahoma and other states, iii
all of which it is above .normal.

The production of corn in 1900 is esti-
mated at 2,105,1-02,510 bu; oats, 809,125,989
bu; barley, 58,925,233 bu; rye, 23,099,870 bu;
buckwheat, 5,966,966 bu; potatoes, 210,^26,-
--897 bu and hay, 50,110,906 tons.

The area from which these crops were
gatnered was as follows, in acres:

Corn, 83,320,572; oats, 27,264,795; barley,
2,594,252; rye. 1,591,326; buckwheat, 637,930;
potatoes, 2,611,054,.and hay, 39.i42.590.

The corn crop of i'oo was one of the
four largest ever gathered, while the oat
crop has only once been exceeded.

On the other hand, the ba.'ley and rye
crops are tne smallest, with one excep-
tion in each case since ISS7, the buck-
wheat crop Is the smallest since 1883, and
the hay crop the smallest with one ex-
ception since 188S.
