"WICHITA, Kans., Dec. SO.—Mrs. Carrie
Kationfe the W. C. T. U. "Joint" wrecker,
has refused bail secured by her co-
workers. She now says that under no
circumstances will she step out of jail
until cleared of the charge against h;r
and the W. C. T. U. committee who had
taken up the matter has practically
abandoned their efforts to secure her re-
lease. Mrs. Nation says:

"As I sit alone in this cell and think
of how many hoys are going to the dogs
because of this vile traffic in liquor I am
willing to endure anything for the cause.
When I leave this prison I will rot be
conquered; I will go on to other cities
and there do just what I have done *n
Wichita. There are thousands of joints
and open saloons taking the money and
manhood from our young men, and of-
ficers stand by and take fines and bribes
to allow such awful work to continue.
Iappeal to the people of the East to step
such abuses of the law. I admit that my
method of wrecking saloons has beenrather out of bounds of the general cus-
tom but something desperate is necessa-
ry.
"If the people of the East who are fortemperance will lend me their moral sup-

port and influence, with the few hard
working temperance women of Kansas,
we wYil be able to get rid of the joints
In Kansas and I don't think they wouldever come back. All I want is people to
help me out of these scrapes when I
wreck saloons. I need money to pay myfines, so I can get out and so at it again,
Instead of lying in jail. I can now get
out on bend and go to smashing up sa-loons again and Imay yet decide to do
such work, but I want to make a cleansweep as I go, and not have fines hanging
over my head.

"Aid is what is needed. Money to pros-
ecute this work must be forthcoming.
X must make the saloonmen sorry and
in three months there will not be onejoint in the state. I point with pride towhat work I have already accomplished
In .Medicine lodge and Kiowa. Bothtowns are devoid of joints because of my
work and no one will deny it."

NEW YORK, Dec. 30.—The biennial
meeting of the Orthodox Hebrew congre
gallons was held today in this city. The
meeting was attended by representatives
from ninety-six orthodox congregations
in the United States and Canada. The
union was organized two and a half
years ago for the purpose of advancing
the interests of positive biblical, rab-
binical and historical Judaism.

President Mendes made the opening ad-
dress, in which he explained what the
union desired to do and said in part:

"We differ from reform Jews in our
insistence of a thorough knowledge of the
teachings of our holy - book, combined
with loyalty to the principles of obedience
to established rulings which shall not
amended except by the best attainable
wisdom of experts. And perhaps we dif-
fer from some upholders of one form of
orthodoxy in cur conception of what con-
stitutes orthodox Judaism, which to us
seems to require a permanent council to
regard the interests of our religion by de-
fining Jewish duty in response to new
conditions, which so frequently arise.

QUEEN MARTS GHOST HEARD IN LONDON,

The ghost of Mary, Queen of Scots,
was heard in the bloody tower of London
Tower on Christmas eve, and this, ac-
cording to • the tradition, means the
death of the queen of England. The
story was circulated Christmas day by a
guard, who claims he heard a long wail,
followed by the sound of footsteps. Three
times was the performance -repeated, and
the guard, who promptly investigated
the matter, could'find no cause for the
sounds. It is said that the spirit of the
Scottish queen has made Itself heard
just before the death of every monarch
of England since the time of Elizabeth.
Every effort is being- made to keep a
knowledge of the rumor from Queen
Victoria. Queen Mary was beheaded on
Feb. 8, 1587. On May 15, 1567. she had
married Bothwell. the murderer of Lord

education in this country only, the
standard ie not so high as it should be.

OPPOSED TO INTERMARRIAGES.

TOBACCO MEN OBJECT TO IT
RECENT SALE OF SUMATRA LEAF

WASHINGTON, Dec. 30.-The publica-
tion of the successful results of "the ex-
periments conducted by the division of
soils of the United States department of
agriculture, intfico-operation with the
Connecticut experiment station, In the
production of Sumatra tobacco, near
Hartford, and the subsequent sale of
the crop to a Kansas' City firm, his
caused widespread interest in the experi-
ments among tobacco men. Numerous
communications on the subject- have
been recited by the department, and two
suggestions made as to the manner In
which the tobacco should have been dis-posed of. The first was that tobacco leaf
grown by the government should not
have been sold, but should have been
distributed in small quantities to deal-
ers in leaf tobacco and other interested
persons. The other was that. if it had
to be sold, it should have been auctioned
off at New York, Philadelphia and other
points, so as to give all leaf dealers an
equal chance.

In reply to these communications and
suggestions, Prof. Milton Whitney, chief
of the division of soils, states that tha
tobacco was grown by and was the prop-
erty of the Connecticut Tobacco Experi-
ment company, which is virtually a stat?experiment station, and was sold by tie
company, the department having no
rights in ' the matter. The crop was
merely grown under the direction of the
department.

Prof. Whitney thinks the proportion to
sell at auction at a number of places
is a good one, and says if the work is
continued next year,, and a larger cr< p
is to be handled, this method of dispos-
ing of it should be adopted, and doubtless
will be, by the Connecticut people.

Growers are again warned against try-
ing to grow this tobacco except when
there is a reasonable chance of success.
So far as known the successful growth
of Sumatra will be confined to Florida
and Connecticut.
