NO NORTHEﬁN LIGHTS SEEN

Local Wenther Observer’'s Elcctrical
Instraments Detected No Such
Manifestations During the
Year Just Closed.

While the recent weather conditions
have seemed to Indicate that St. Paul
was rapidly moving out of the ice pa'ace
helt, it remaired for the popular tradi-
tion to be reinforced by the annual re-
port of P. F. Lyons, the officer in charge
of the local weather bureau, who calls
attention in his annual review of the
weather for 1900, to tlge fact that not
during the whole year was therce a local
manifestation of the.phenomena known
to science as the aurora borealis, and to
peaple generally in colder climes as the
“northern” or ‘‘polar lights.”

In his review Mr. Lyons says:

“Whether in the natural procession of
climatological cycles or otherwise, na-
ture supplemented the year 1809, which
was marked by extremes in temperature,
with anoiher year of extremes that were
less marked in temperature but pro-
nouncedly so in precipitation. The éarly
portion of 180 had much less than aver-
age snow, but the defficiency in moisture

became serlous as the growing seascn
came on, and up to July 1 there was

a deficiency of 6.55 inches, most of which
was due to the falling off in rainfall
since April last. It was then that tbis
section was confronted with what
threatened to be a drought of not only
serious but calamititous tendency; but as
in the instance of deficient tempecrature
in 1899, the law of final average or com-
pe fon was realized because the suc-
ceeding months of July, August, Septem-
ber and October vastly more than com-

pensated for the deficlency, and that
with the almost tropical temperature
that prevailed during the summer
months, and that merged into a remark-
ably mild Antum, so mild that thz
tenderest vegetation in sheltercd locali-

ties in fields and gardens survived up 0

Nov. 7, that beinz the date of the first
general Killing frost. However, light to
heavy frost occurred previous to that
time.

The average annual temperature for
St. Paul and vicinity deduced from the
last thirty years record is 43 degrees, the
averagze for the last year is 46 desgrees,
or a daily excess of 3 dezrees; the high-

| est and Jowest temperature was 95 above

and 8 below zero, registered Aug. 4 and
Jan, 21, and Teb. 9, respectively; the tem-
perature roze above 90 degrees on eigh-
teen days; it went to or below- freezing
point (32 degrees) at some time of the
day or night on 145 davs, and it remained
below that point at all times during the
day and night on 84 days. The last frost
of the spring season was noted May L
and the first killing frost of autumn
came Oct. 8, but as stated heretofore, it
was not generally killing. From these
slatements jt will be seen that an in-
terval of more than six months was had
during which the condit'ons were not
adverse to vegetation at all as regards
temperature, and all products of the field
and garden had-about matured long be-
fore the first killing  frost mentloned

above.
The average precipitation (rain ang
melted snow) determined the same as

temperature, is 27.47 inches;-the total for
the vear 1900 is 34.22 inches, or an excess
of 6.75 inches; one-hundredth of-an inch
or more of rain ,orsmelted snow fell on
102 Gays, 38 of which Snow fo & depth of
one-tenth of an inch or more, ynmelted,
fell, there were 117 clear, 130 partly
cloudy and 98 cloudy days;ana § days on
which there was light to dense fog that
lasted one or more hours; light but not
injurious hail fell on 4 days.

There were 42 thunderstorms, of which
May had 2; Junef; July, §; August, 12;
Sep.ember, 9; October, 5.

Mean barometer corrected to sea-level
30.01, or about mormal. Mecan
humidity, 72.2 per cent.
