PENSION SYSTEM IS STARTED.
Chicago & North-Western Inauguar-
ates a Plan to Aid Its Employes.

The Chicago & North-Western has in-
augurated its pension-system and hence-
forth any employe of the road who has
been working for it for thirty years, and
who is over sixty-five years of age, will
in the event of Lleing disabled, receive
a monthly allowance equivalsnt to one
per cent of his monthly salary.

Any employe. who has reached the age
of seventy years and who has been
thirty years in the employ of the com-
pany will be 1retired upon a pansion of
one per cent per month calculated upon
the monthly rate of wages paid him for
the last ten years. To carry out the
plan the Northwestern has establ shed
a pension board, composed of Wiliizm A.
Gardner, general manager; Edward C.
Gardner, chief engineer; Richard C. Aish-
ton, general superintendent; Robert
Quayle, sperintendent of motive power
and machinery; W. E. Sterritt, auditor
of expenditures.
