Heretofore no
sweeping has "been done on Sunday, but,
with the beginning, of; good, weather, the
plan will be tried of working men at

least three tiours in ttee morning of that
day. For the removal of sweepings,
wagons of special design will be provided
this year, the idea being to load and
dump the sweepings *' with promptness.

In connection with . street sweepings,
Mr. Claussen says, last year .approxi-
mately 50,000-loads of dirt were removed,
it consisting of old paper, cast-off ma-
terial and other waste with a value. At
the two dumps this was sorted and fig-
ures taken with a view of preserving the
same should a -garbage crematory or
plant similar to those now in use In
other cities ever be ~ contemplated. He
thinks there is money in the sweepings
and garbage when properly treated.

Mr. Claussen contends .that the opin-

the papacy, he said, even in Rome. The
English address contained the following

i passage:
"We pray and trust that the new cen-

tury may witness the restoration of the
Roman pontiff to that position of tem-
poral independence which your holiness
declared was necessary for the effective
fulfillment of the duties of your world
wide charge."

The pope's reference to Protestant at-
tacks was contained in the following
section of his reply to the pilgTim's ad-
dress:

"You all deplcre the evils which afflict
us in the painful position to which we
submit rather than renounce the sacred
rights and independence necessary for
the free exercise of our apostolic mis-
sion to the world. In these last days
fresh cause for grief has been added to

] our sorrows. Under our eyes, in this holy
! city, which should be the inviolate center
of Catholicism, it is permitted to associa-
tions for religious propaganda to take
advantage of the sad economic condi-
tions of the country to corrupt the faith
of our children in the name of a specijus
doctrine of judgment, which pretends to
leave to each person the right of inter-
preting in his own fashion the doctrines
of Christ. You are right in protesting-
against this state of things, which en-
ables you to better understand the griev-
ous circumstances in which we have lived
during our pontificate."

The police have been ordered to seize
all copies of the Voce Delia Verlta and
the Ossavatore Romano, which contain
the address of the Duke of Norfolk. Both
the papers are Vatican organs.

The Liberal press continues to express
its indignation at the address of the
Duke of Norfolk to the pope when pre-

senting the Knglish pilgrims to his holi-
ness, taking particular exception to the
duke's declaration of a hope that the
Vatican would one day regain temporal
power.

Interpellations are announced* on the
subject, for the reopening of parliament,
and a hostile demonstration on thede-
parture of the duke is mooted.

CLAIMS OF MISMANAGEMENT
Hon. John Und, the retiring governor

of the .state of Minnesota, called on Mr.
Harry T. Black, the managing editor of
the St. Paul Dispatch,' yesterday after-
noon. He didn't stay long-- A few words,
a few blows, a short scuffle, and the gov-
ernor retired. He was happy.
Mr. Black was amused. Months
ago Gov. Lind concluded the oiuy
salve that wo«ld lieal a wound inflicted
by the Republican organ would be found
in a fist to list or fist to face encounter
with the managing editor of that pa-.jer.
The encounter occurred, the fist and fa: c
exchanged greeting, and the old incident
was again closed.

Readers of the Dispatch will recall tiie
fact that'it intimated Gov. Lind was guil-
ty of treason. The governor felt hurt
because he knew there was nothing i f
the traitor in his makeup, nor was the
charge sufficiently specific to notice le-
gally. So he sent a message by one of the
reporters of the evening paper calling on
Mr. Black, as managing editor, to re-
tract the charge. Mr. Black sent the re-
ply back that the paper was just out of
retractions. The governor then dropped
the matter with the determination, it
seems, to give it his attention as soon as
he had laid aside the dignity - of die
gubernatorial office. This he did at high
noon yesterday, Two hours later found
him riding up in the elevator to News-
paper row. He stepped into Mr. Black's
office, where that gentleman was word-
ing, and recalled the incident of the early
campaign.

"Was your message to me correctly
•stated?" he asked.

"What was the message you received?"
said Mr. Black.

The governor repeated it.
"That is substantially correct," Mr.

Black Is reported to have said.
"What are you going to rio about it?"

inquired the governor, with fire In hi 3
eye.

"We're not going to do anything about
it. It's up to you," was Mr. Black's an-
swer.

The governor felt the same way, for
he let drive, catching Mr. Black full in
the face. His blow wasn't as hard as a
horse would kick, but It stung a bit. An-
other pass was made, and then the news-
poper man closed in on the governor, and
they did a shuffle around the room. In a
few seconds other members of the staff
appeared and the two gentlemen were
separated. Gov. Lind picked up his silk
hat, which had rolled or been knocked
off, adjusted his collar and walked out.

"One day last summer the Dispatch ac-
cused me of treason." he said.

"As soon as I was relieved from office
today I went to Mr. Black's office anO |
told him what I had come about. Then j
I struck him a couple of times.

If I can't
whip him Iwill kill him."

Mr. Black said:
"Mr. Lind came in here, talked a few

minutes and then reached over and
struck me with a ring, I believe. What
could a man do under the circumstances
other than eject the aggressor from his
office?
