Col. Francis Baa sen, of New Ulna, as-
sistant adjutant general, died at 8:30 last
evening at the Soldiers' home hospital

| from .gangrene.
Some weeks ago Col. Baasen \u25a0 was

i aifiicted by a hard corn on the bottom
cf the foot. Bloodf-oisoning set in and it
was found necessary to remove him to

the Soldiers" home hospital where, Dec.
27, an operation for the removal of th-2
middle loe of his rigrnt foot was per-
formed by Dr. A. A. Ames, of Minne-

• apolis, and Surgeon O. S. Pine, of the
Sol-.iiers' home.

For a time there appeared to be an ira.
provement in his condition, but the dis-
ease was of a progressive nature and
would not yield to treatment. Another
operation was impossible, owing to the
weakened condition of the patient and
he grew steadily worse until death came
last night. All through his serious ill-
ness he was attended by his faithful wife
and daughter.

The remains will be removed to New
Ulm for interment.

Col. Francis Baasen, late assistant ad-
jutant general, was one of the old-line
Democrats of this state. He settled in
the Minnesota valley during territorial
days, and in the eighth territorial leg-
islature, held in lSf.7, he was cne of the
members of the house from the then
Tenth district.

Col. Baasen's father was a notary and
\u25a0 a man of some consequence in a town
of Luxemburg, Germany, where Col.
Baasen was born in 5520. He received an
excellent education in the fatherland,
and at the age of nineteen left f-or Amer-
ica, livingin Milwaukee until ISSG, when
he moved to Brown county and finally
located at New Ulm. While in Milwau-
kee he studied law and opened the first
law oSTce in TZew TTlm. He took an ac-
tive part in town affairs and became
colonel of a miiitia regiment.

In 1857 he was elected a delegate to the
convention that framed the state consti-
tution and was active in debate, .particu-
larly as to military affairs. Durlns the
same year he commanded an expedition
of New Ulm volunteers against Inkpa-
dutalv, winning distinction foi personal
bravery.

When the constitutional convention
was held he was a representative from
the same district to the Democratic
wing, and whon the state was organized
after its admission, he became its first
secretary of state, serving until the in-
auguration of the first regularly elected
officials.

At the outbreak of the Civil war.
ytTR&n a few Says, in fact arter Presi-
dent Lincoln's first call for volunteers,
he enlisted as a private In Company H
of the old First Minnesota. He was in
the battles at Bull Run and Ball's bluff,
and Feb. 24, ISC2, was promoted to first
lieutenant. He then went with the regi-
ment up the Potomac to the Shcnsn-
doah valley, through the peninsula,
with Fair Oaks and the seven days' bat-
les. July 10 of that year he was made
quartermaster of the regiment, and
served with it during the rest of its prlori-
ous history at Malvern hill, South Moun-
tain, Antietam, in the Shenandoah
country, Fredericksburg, Chancel'ors-
ville, Gettysburg- and the rest.

May 4, 1864, he was mustered out. the
regiment then being in camp at Fort
Snelling for the drill of the recruits made
necessary by its terrible losses in the
battles of the twelve months previous.

Col. Baasen has been a close friend of
Gov. Lind for many years, and on his
election was appointed assistant adiu-
tant general, the duties of the office
having- almost entirely to do with the
securing of pensions for veterans of the
Civil war or their widows and orphans.

Col. Baasen's enlistment as a private
during the Civil war resulted from a
personal difference with Gov. Alexander
Ramsey. In ISGI he was colonel of a
militia regiment which the governor
did not desire to utilize on the first call,
ana" became impatient to get to the front.
Correspondence was ineffective, and
finally the colonel appeared in the execu-
tive office, his commission as colonel in
his pocket. He requested Gov. Ramsey ]
to send him to the front with his resrl-
ment at once, and was refused. Taklnff
his commission from his poek<?t, he tore
it to shreds before the astonished ew-
ernor's eyes, remarking with emptiasla
at the same time, that if he "could not
go with his regiment he would so alone,
and all couldn't prevent."

The regiment was still delayed, and
Col. Baasen enlisted as a private in the
First Minnesota.

MAYOR AMES* NEW RULING

Broadens the Scope .of the. Inqniry
l to Be Made Into Accusation* -. ' ' ~j- the Police J:e-

Mayor Ames hag ruled tfiat the police
are sole judges as to whether a prisoner
shall be taken before the police court,
unless a warrant has been sworn out.

H. M. Joss, an employe of the R. M.
Barnes Fuel company, was arrested un-
der suspicion of being short in his ac-
counts and locked in a. cell at the central
station. Jo>s" friends were active in his
behalf last evening, with the consent
of his employer, lie was released by
Lieut. Krumweide, in charge of the cen-
tral station. Krumweide __says he as- .
suined the responsibility of releasing the
man. Mr. Barnes, he says, told him he
would prefer no charge, and tiiere was
consequently no authority for holding
him. Joss' name was entered on the
police station tab, and the charge of
embezzlement made against him. He
was locked up in Cell No. i, according to
the same record.

The matter was later made known_to
Judge Holt, of the municipal court, who
declared that In ordering Joss' release,
Lieut. Krumweide not only violated his
duty, but committed a criminal offense.
When a man is arrested and locked up

[ he is officially before the municipal
! court, and the court, is the only author-
ity that has a legel right to release him,
Judge Holt claims, and not since the
days of the previous Ames regime have
the police attempted to exercise judicial
power.

Now comes Mayor Ames and declares
that Lieut. Krumweide's action was
taken under his own direct orders; that
he assumes full responsibility for the
act. Moreover, he announces that there
wiil be many such cases all through his
administration, and that the police de-
partment will maintain its right at all
times to release men arrested under sim-
ilar circumstances. Said Mayor Ames
yesterday morning:

"There seems to be an entire misap-
prehension of the facts of this case.
This man was not legally under arrest.
The officer who made the arrest did so
without a warrant. The man was
brought to the station under suspicion.
The party who caused his arrest re-
fused to prosecute. There was therefore
no case against the man, and nothing to
do but to let him go. 1 apprehend that
there will be many other such cases dur-
ing my administration. A good many
people will be gathered In by the police
as suspicious characters and held at
the central station for investigation. If
they can clear themselves they will be
released without the formality of goiiiET
before the court. X regard such action
as within the province of the police de-
partment. It is a right that belongs to
the department, and £Sue court must re-
spect it."

Thispoiicy cf t^e administration Is not
new to TTTe olu-^ners svno lived under
the previous imea regimes. It was a
frequent occurrence in those days for
men to be arrested and locked up, and
later released on the order of the mayor
or some of his subordinate's. When ii
man was "run In" who had a pull with
an administration alderman, all he had
to do was to get word to him, and an
appeal to the doctor would do the rest.
