SAENGERFEST FOLKS SAY YES

While the I.ayr and Order Cohort*
Say It Is Wicked to Fight

CINCINNATI, Jan. 10.—The J^eies-
Ruhlin tight on Feb. 15 has not been de-
clared off by the Saengerfest Athletic
Association of Cincinnati, notwithstand-
ing reports today to the contrary. But
mare formidable opposition than ever
heretofore developed today against hav-
ing the tight pulled off in Cincinnati.

The directors of the Saengerfest Ath-
letic association were in session-from 10
a. m. until 1 p. m., and after an ad-
journment announced that they had not
considered the question of declaring the
fight off, but that they had been In eon-
Bultation with their attorneys on plans

for redress against those who have cir-
culated false reports about the tight be-
ing declared < -T!. The directors met again
at 4 p. m., with their attorneys, and at
6 p. m. handed out to members of the
press that were awaiting the result of
their action the following statement,
which is said to have been prepared by
legal counsel and unanimously adopted
T>y (he •!.<•. tors,

"In relation to the proposed contest
announced for Feb. 15, the board of di-
rectors authorized the following. state-
mer>*: Af.er a session with their coun-
sel, they nave not changed their posi-
tion one iota, and any announcement that
the contest is eff is in no way author-
ized."

As soon as this statement was given
out the directors adjourfie'd and an-
nounced that there would be no other

meeting tonight, and that the arrange-
ments for the contest next month were
proceeding satisfactorily.

SA~*,*CErtFSST IN FOR it.
Contracts have been let for remodfcline

Saengerfest hall, and the workmen are
now busy at that place. The Saenger-
fest club has an old debt of 506.000, and.
in addition to the $5,000 forfeit, con-
tiacts for over $5,000 in remodeling the
hall, etc.. and it is claimed that they
"Will be involved for about $90,000 unless
the fight is pulled off.

When it was first proposed to have Ihla
contest here for the benefit of the old
Saengerfest board, Mayor Flelschmann
promised that he would issue a license
or a permit for the fight. He *till insists
that he will keep his word, but the permit
has not been as yet Issued. Meantime his
corporation counsel rendered an opinion
that the permit could not be legally is-
sued, and Judge Davis instructed thegrand juryto consider the matter. These
prci*jjf>riine-» gave rise to the report that
t?>e ..gin. Would be declared off.

Mayor Fleischmann passed the whole
matter up to the Saegenfest Athletic as-
sociation, calling attention to the opin-
ion of corporatiin counsel and the in-
structions of Judge Davis to the grand
jury.

Corporation Counsel Wade Ellis held
that the contract would be illegal and
that the mayor therefore would have no
power to issue a permit. It was held
that action in the matter # so far shows
that the event would he a prize fight
and not merely a sparring match and,
therefore, a felony under the Ohio stat-
utes—that even if it was a sparring exhi-
bition, as provided for by the laws of Ohio,
the Saengerfest Athletic club would not
come under the jurisdiction of the Ohio
statutes ar.d the legal formality In or-
ganizing the corporation known as the
Saengerfest /^*:let!c association, was one
for profit, hi/ jig not been in compliance
with the laws of the state for, gymna-
siums, athletic clubs, etc.- The present Saengerfest Athletic Asso-
ciation of Cincinnati was incorporated
after the articles were signed between
Jeffries and Ruhlin, and it is claimed that
it will dissolve after Feb. 15.

The opinion of the corporation counsel
and the action of Judge Davis, together
with th<» persistent rumor today that the
fight would be declared off, have greatly
stimulated the efforts of the ministerial
association, the women's ciuus ani all
other organisations here that have been
opposing the fight. The Evangelical alli-
ance even went so far as to call a special
meeting for a praise service next Mon-
day on the assumption that the fight
would be declared off by that time. This
meeting, however, was called before the
directors met at 4p. in. today. Wlrle
the directors of the Saengerfest Athletic
association and their many friends are
more determined tonight than ever that
the fight shall be pulled off. however, on
Feb. 15, yet it is evident tnat resort will
be made to every possible legal obstruc-
tion and to every other opposition that
can be made against the holding of the
light here n^xt month and the prepon-
derenee of popular sentiment about the
city is that the opponents of the fight
will win in the end.

OPPONENTS UP IN AIIMS.

The following is the Ohio statute under
which Corporation Counsel Watte Ellis
advised Mayor Flelschmann that the fight
was illegal, under which Judge Davis
today Instructed the grand jury and un-
der which the counsel of the Saengerfest
Athletic dub as well as of the ministers
and onixinc nts of the fight have been giv-
ing legal advice:

THE LAW IN THE CASE.
Section 7117. When a sheriff, • \u25a0unstable,

marshal or other police officer has reason
to believe ilv.it any person in his baili-
wick is about to engage as personal
or second in any premeditated fight or
contention, commonly called a prize light,
or is in training or preparation to en-
gage as print ipal in such fight, he shall
lorthwith arrest such person and take
him before a judge of the court of com-
mon pleas or magistrate, named in sec-
tion 7106. and give notice to the prose-
outing attorney who shall immedij#»ly
attend before such officer, anc". upon the
ju-oper affidavit, being tiled, prosecute
the complaint. Such officer shall hear
the wl:nesses produced on oath, and if
he finds the complaint true, order the
accused to enter into a recognizance
with sufficient sureties, in a sum not
less* than $500 nor more than SIO.OCO. that
he will no? engage in any such tight op
contention within one year thereafter in
this state or elsewhere and in default
of such r.-cognizance such officer shall
commit the accused to jail, thore to re-
main until such order is complied with-
but if after tbe expiration of one month

\u25a0•t confinement, tbe accused is unable
to give such recognizance. a*jiidge of
the court of common plens or probate
judge may discharge, him upon his ownrecognizance, in the same amount and
with the like conditions, upon proof by
his own Information.

stronger than ever that the fight will
not come off here and that It may be
declared off within the next twenty-
four hours. While the directors of the
Saengerfest Athletic club are no*- in ses-
sion tonight, some of them are with their
attorneys and their opponents are also
engaged with counsel. Under the Ohio
statutes it is clr.imed that the contest
would be held to be a felony and even
if it was only a sparring mntch that it
could not be given under the auspices
of the Saengerfest Athletic club, which
was organized for the purpose of pulling
off this light only and which is not a
standing organization- for the develop-
ment of athletics, etc. But while coun-
sel for the directors and for the various
organizations opposing them are render-
ing opinions on the statutes and on the
decisions of the supreme court, tho real
element that Is generally considered 33
the one agaiust having" the light here
is politcal and it includes such leaders
as have seldom taken part In such con-
troversies. There is much gossip on the
street tonight about pleadings from these
leaders to Mayor Fleischmann and the
sporting fraternity is offering odds that
the hght wi'.l be declared off and even
that Mayor Fleischmann will not issue his
permit on the ground that he cannc* Te^
gaily do so under the advice of counsel.
The mayor made his promise without
consulting the coloration counsel or
other attorneys.

There is no doubt new but that tho
controversy here will be settled tomor-
row. As the directors of the Saenger-
fest Athletic association are daily in-curring expenses In their preparatory,
they decided tonight that they would
tomorrow make a formal reque:^. ofMayor Fleisehman for the Jeffries-Ruhllr

contest and if the permit is granted
them and they have it in hand, they
will proceed with their arrangement and
pull oil the fight at all hazards. If the
mayor does not give them the permit
they will hold a meeting at once to com-
municate with the managers of the con-
testants with a view to declaring thelight off.

E. G. Cock, who is here as the rep-
resentative of Manager Brady and also
in charge of the arrangements for the
athletic club, is confident since the meet-ing of the directors this evening that the
fight^ will be pulled here as scheduled
en Feb. 15. As yet he sees no reason
for suspending the operations which he
has in progress.

It is stated by some of the members
of the Saengerfest Athletic club and oth-
ers, that politics has entered into the
controversy. It is well known that Sen-
ator Foraker, who is a candidate for re-
election this ysar and Gov. Nash, who
will head the Republican state ticket
lor a second term, are opposed to hav-ing the light here. George B. Cox, who
is at the head of the Republican organi-
sation in this county and in close re-
lation with both of the Ohio senators,
as well as with the governor and oth-ers, has come out openly against thetight on the ground that It will operate;
against the dominant party in other
parts of the state, especially in the rural
districts. Mayor Fleischman is a Re-
publican and in close relations with the
leaders, but he insists that he gave his
word long ago to the Saengerfest Trvrra
to issue a permit and if it is possible
for him legally to do so he will ~iCS"*p
his word.

PRUSSIAN BICENTENARY
Will Be Elaborately Celebrated lv

Berlin Jan. 18.
BERLIN, Jan. 10.—The bicentenary of

the Prussian monarchy, which will b*
celebrated Jan. 18, will be marked by aspecial solemn service ordered by Em-
peror William in the garrison church.
There will be also a special service in
the castle chapel, after which a battery
in the Lust Garten will fire 101 guns.

Among the foreign visitors expected are
Prince Vladimir, of Russia, and Crown
Prince Franz Ferdinand, of Austria. A
decoration of public buildings has been
ordered.

The semi-official Berliner Post com-
ments warmly upon the appointment ofCount Lansdorff as Russian minister of
foreign affairs, which it regards as a
guarantee of the world's peace.

M. Pierre Carp, of Roumania, premier
and minister of finance, is expected to
arrive shortly In Berlin. He will visit
Count yon Bue4ow> but the visit is de-
clared to he not political.

Chicago Kli-\iiinr Men May Not Store
Their 6>vn Grain.

CHICAGO, Jap. 10.—Judge Tuley in tho
circuit court today, delivered an opinion
declaring the unconstitutlonality of the
amended state statute permitting public-
grain warehouse men tc handle their own
grain in their own warehouses. The cas«
was broug-ht as [a t-ast of the law by the
board of trade.

The court holds, that the law is class
legislation and that under its provisions
the warehouse men'had the general pub-
lic and grain producers at their meicy.
The case will be appealed. The suprerr.e
court, however, bas already given evi-
dence that, it coincides with the belief,
of Judge Tuley.

! income of her j share of the estate, was
called in the supreme court today on an
application to continue, pending the trial
of the action a temporary injunction Is-
sued by Justice ; Fitzgerald, preventing
the Goulds from sending any, money to
their sister. By/an agreement by coun-
sel, the Goulds have been , permitted to
send over to the countess $19,800 a month
for the last two months.

Mr. Untermyer, of counsel for Dittmar,
presented an affidavit today from Wert-
heimer giving a detailed . account. of all
the articles sold by him to the Castellane3
and alleging that they were worth all
that was charged for them. Annexed to
his affidavits Mr. "Wertheimer has place!
most cf the correspondence that passed
between himself and Count de Castellane.
In the earlier letters the count acknowl-
edges the receipt of goods ordered by
him and agrees to settle as alleged by
Wertheimer in his affidavit. Interest,
says the count, on all credit purchases is
to be reckoned at 4 per cent per an-
num.

PROMISES IN PLENTY. '
In several letters the count plead 3the

Spanish-American war as an excuse for
not meeting his obligations to .Mr.
Wertheimer. He says that his income
is delayed by the war. In one letter the .
count assures Mr. Wertheimer that his
income will shortly increase and that '.he
recipient knows that as soon as the count
has a "few sous" they will be at. the dis-
posal of the creditor. i

In a letter, dated in London on April
6, 1599, the count writes that he has made

jan arrangement with his brother-in-law,
by which Mr. Wertheimer's bill, which is
due, will be paid in eight days.

In a letter written in January, 1900,
the count asks Wertheimer to discon-
tinue legal proceedings, saying that be
was about to visit America to realise on j

securities for the benefit of his creditors, j
The count offered to sell on his return
from America, a portion of hi 3 furni-
ture, taking in payment the drafts neid

by Wertheimer, signed by the count.
\ Mr. Untermyer argued against the
technical objections raised by the Goulds
and then passed to the merits of the
case. The acceptance given by tine
Count and Countess de Casteilane, he
said, were given for historical brlc-a-brao
and valuable paintings, chiefly obtained
from sales, at Chrystie's in London.

"Some of it," counsel continued, "has
been sold by Count de Castellane and
some of it has been bought by George
Gould, his brother-in-law, and one of tiie
defendants here, at price 3in advance of
those charged to the Count de Castellane.
In face of these facts one of the de-
fendants swear on information and be-
lief that parts of this c'aim are fraud-
ulent. Mr. Wertheimer has to carry
these acceptances at a high rate of in-
terest and when he asks that his indebt-
edness be paid, the Goulds come in and
make this shameless defense."

ATTACKS ON THE RAILROAD

British Positions on -Line Between
Pretoria and Johannesburg

.- Assaulted by the
Boers.

LONDON, Jan. 11, 5 a. m.—The situa-
tion in South Africa grows worse rather
than better. Lord Kitcnener's dispatches
are more laconic than those of Lord
Roberts, and little else authentic is al-
lowed to come through.

The Times in an editorial today finds
comfort in the thought that the ""process
of attrition is doing Us work and must
shortly *cad to the inevitable result."

On the other hand, however, there is
less satisfaction v/ith the situation of
affairs, which has practically necessi-
tated the fortification of C'apc Town.

No steps have been taken to comply
with Lord Kitchener's demands for re-
inforcements. Lord Coleridge, in a let-
ter excusing: his non-attendance at a
political meeting, says:

"I loathe and detest this war. and •Vie
authorities who brought it about, th«
mode in which it Is conducted and the
undignified excitement over the defeat
of a handfull of peasants defending their
country at the hands of ten times their
number of trained soldiers, backed by
the wealth of England."

This morning's dispatches report that
a small party of Boers carried off cat-
tle close to the east fort at Pretoria.
Nine hundred Boers, under Commandant
Keitsinger, are fifteen miles from Rich-
mond, in the direction of Murraysburg.

Rumors are spreading at Cape Town
that the rebels have joined the Boers in
the Valvinia district.

The military commissioner of police at
Jonhannosburg has warned the public
to beware of th*e dangerous dynamite
mines laid In the rar.d to protect the
mines, as the authorities cannot hold
themselves responsible for injuries re-
sulting therefrcm.

Gen. Kitchener sends news of a seri-
ous simultaneous attack on the night of
Jan. 7 by the republicans on the Br'.tish
positions, between points sixty miles
apart, along the lines of the Pretoria,

and Lorenzo Marques railway. The
losses on both sides were he*.vy.

According to report* the Boers were
beaten off after prolonged fighttng.

Following ia the text of the dispatch

from Gen. Kitchener:
"Pretoria, Wednesday, Jan. 9.—On the

night of Jan. 7, the Boers made simul-
taneous and determined attacks on all
of our posfs at Belfast, Wonderfontein.
Nooitgredacht and Wildfonteln. Intense
fog prevailed and taking advantage of
the cover it afforded, the Boers were able
to creep up close to our position. A heavy
fire continued until 3:40 a. m., when the
Boers -were driven off. One officer was
Killed and three were wounded, while
twenty men were killed and fifty-nine
wounded. The loss of the Boers was
heavy, twenty-four dead being counted.

"A convoy taking supplies to Gordon's
brigade, north of Kruge:sdorp, was at-
tacked by Beyer's commando yesterday
(Tuesday). The Boers were driven off,
leaving eleven dead on the field. Our
casualties were four slightly wounded."

TO DEFEND THE MINES.
CAPE TOWN, Jan. 10.—The refugees

are approaching the military authorities
to obtain permission to form a corps for
the protection of Johannesburg and the
mines only, as they wish to be on TFTe
Rand to assist In the defense of tht,ir
own property. The chamber of mines has
adopted a slmlar attitude.
