If men of
wealth have abased their pDsitions In
this iespect In trie past there is no rea-
son why those of them who aspire to ex-
alted public position shou'd not be al-
lowed to enter upon the realization of
their ambitions in that regard without
such a suspicion attaching- to them.

Money is necessarily a factor in all
elections. Jt is regarded as being almost
the only effective factor in senatorial
elections. No such state of things could
exist were the people allowed through
the bnllot box to pass upon the claims of
differ;- nt candidates for senator. It is

possible to corrupt a legislature and
thereby elect the candidate for senator
Who accomplishes the corruption. It is
not possible to corrupt an entire p?ople;
and any candidate for senator under the
popular plan of election who wa's under-

stood as relying on his money would soon
find that his money was a det:lment
rather than an advantage to him.

The early adoption of the necessary
joint resolution by our legislature will
materially speed the time when the pres-
ent Btaln upon the American good name
resulting from the corruption which has
attended the election of rich men as sen-
ators will be wiped out. The Globe
dncerely hopes that Senator Stockwell
Rill do everything in his power, and
:hat r.e will have the co-operation of
of every member of the Ramsey legisla-
tive delegation, to secure the early adop-
tion of the necessary action on his pro-
posal.

Fngland claims the val'ey cf the Yan;?-

tse-Kiang and the country south of it,
coveringl in all about cne-fifth as much
area as the United States and hav'njj a
population of at least 200,000,000. Eng'and

claims this territory mainly on the
strength of her railroad and mining con-
cessions—and a great country it is. The
Yang-tse is one of the largest rivers in
-the world, upon which big ocean steam-
ers can sail as far as from New York
to Chicago, while small steamers go in-
land as far as Salt Lake is distant from
Boston, and the number of navigable

tributaries is numerous.
As an empire, agricultural, mineral, in-

dustrial, this region has few equals. It
Is the garden of the world, devoted to the
culture of tea. silk and rice. It contains
coal fields equal to those of Pennsyl-
vania, and its deposits of iron ore are
among the richest in the -world. It con-
tains any number of cities that count
their population by the hundred thou-
sands, and not a few by the million.

It -will be noticed " that this region

borders upon the great B:itish Indian
empire which, together, would form one
continuous mass of territory, a British
Indo-Chinese empire with some SJO,OCO,COJ
inhabitants.

In course of time all this territory will
be covered with a network of railroads.
To offset the Russian transcontinental
railway in Siberia a Oritish railway has
been proposed from Suez all the way
through Southern Asia to Shanghai.
The proi o.~ed route is (rem Suez through
Northern Arabia to the head of the
Persian Gulf; thence through Southern
Persia to India, where It is to use exist-
ing lines through Northern India to
China down the Yang-tse-Kiang. As this
line would also connect with another rail-
way which German capital is building
through Asia Minor from Constantinople
to the head of (he Persian Gu!f, it would
establish railroad connections between
Western Europe and all of Southern and
Southesstern Asia.
It would irean a -wonderful empire, so

wonderful that the Russian Bear would
spend most of h:s time watch ng it and
licking his chops. Undoubtedly it is In
view of this prospective appetite of the
Bear that England is cultivating her al-
liance with Germany.

AX IXDO-tHIXESE EMPIRE.

The counsel who appeared before the
supreme court of New York in beha'.f of
the provident Mr. Wcrtheimer, of Lon-
don and Paris, must be regarded as an
uncouth specimen of the American ad-
vocate. He Indulged himself in such
language touching the Count Boni de
Castellane. as would bring pain even to
the breast of the least sensitive young
lady of American parentage who might
be contemplating admission into the
ranks of European aristocratic society.

IT .SHOULD HK STOPPED.

Why would such a distinguished repre-
sentative of one of the most exalted
families of Europe, of luxurious tastes
and fiery temper, such as the young
count indisputably is, be subjected to
such vulgar abuse? Supposing he does
choose to blow himself $125,000 for a ward-
robe or $90,000 or even $100,000 for a com-
mode, and then proceeds to stand off his
creditor—that circumstance of Itself
should not be regarded as affording war-
rant for abuse such as might be imposed
on an ordinary American deadbeat, nor
operate to reduce his personal expendi-
ture to the vile level of a common Ameri-
can millionaire.

When an ordinary man, without the so-
cial advantages of a long line of more
or less predatory ancestry, engages him-
self in the dissipation of his wifa s patri-
mony there may be some excuse fcr a
vulgar attorney to refer to him as a
scamp. But if such language i3to be ap-
plied to the representatives of the pa-
trician families of Europe with mar-
riageable sons, all of whom, or the young-
er members of which at any rate, might
be regarded as available to the advances

When this country first announced the

Monroe doctrine, it was really intended
for our own protection more than any-
thing else. The Holy Alliance was pre-
paring to reconquer the. Spanish-Amer-
ican countries, and if that plan had suc-
ceeded, our own freedom would have
been in Immediate danger. But the
Holy Alliance is ancient history and ex-
