NEW TRAP-SHOOTING RULES.

Several Changes Suggested In the
Existing- Code of Regulations.

The new trap-shooting association maymake several changes in the handicap-
ping rules. One scale offered, which, from
expression of opinion, doubtless will fur-nish the framework of the system ofhandicapping adopted by the governing
body, is as follows:

For men at twenty-flve yards- Two
mßses to count as kills, and two misses
to count as no birds, giving the shooters
two extra birds.

For men at twenty- yards—One
misses to count as kills and one miss to
count as no bird, giving the (shooter an
extra bird. -For men at twenty-seven yards—
misses to count' as kills.

For men at twenty-eight yards- One
miss, to count as a kill.

For men at twenty-nine yards— Ono
miss to give the shooters one extra
bird.

For men at thirty yards— back .
It is specifically understood that men

classed now as thirty-yard men shall b»
put back at a distance greater than thir-
ty yards. This scale is on the idea that
the Grand American handicap shall con-
tinue to be a sweepstakes at twenty-five
live birds. The suggestion has been made
that the number of birds shot at be In-
creased, to make the race a longer one,
and, therefore, a better test of the sklil
of the competitors.but that such a change
will be made is improbable.

UNCLE SAM PROTESTS
AGAINST VENEZUELAN ACTION IN

ASPHALT EMBROGLIO.
"WASHINGTON, Jan. 11.—The status of

the Venezuelan controversy has not beenimproved by the latest negotiations be-
tween the United States and Venezuela,
and this government has remonstrated
against the seeming determination of the
Venezuelan authorities to take executive
cognizance of the asphalt troubles, in-
Btead of leaving them to the decision of
the judicial branch. The desire of this
government from the outset has been
that this matter be left to the court,
and it has sought to impress this view
upon the Venezuelan government. But
the latest advices have indicated to offi-
cials that Venezuela inclines to take ex-
executive authority ovlr the subject.
The United States has therefore remon-
strated against such exerctse of execu-
tive authority, and there ia the fullest
belief that Venezuela will not, under
the circumstances, insist upon carrying
out her view of taking the matter out
of the hands of the courts.

WEST POINT, N. V.f Jan. -11.—The
congressional committee investigating the
causes of the deaths of Cadets Booz and
Breth and making inquiries - regarding, the
practice of hazing at the military insti-
tute decided today that every witness
called must answer any questions put to
him. Congressman Driggs, of Brooklyn,
said during the course of the hearing:

"We are here as representatives to get
ail the facts, not only in the cases of
Cadets Booz and Breth, but in every par-
ticular regarding hazing in the mess hall
or any other place in this institute. The
academy is on trial and every one con-
nected with It and we intend to show
the country the truth of the matter and
hazing must go." ..- These are the lines on which the com-
mittee is endeavoring- to pursue . Its in-
vestigation and consequently today's ses-
sions were more than usually interesting.

STANDING FIGHT COMMITTEE.
Cadet George R. Spalding, of Michigan,

who acted as time-keeper at the Keller-
Booz light, was the first witness called
and was examined by Congressman Wan-
ger. He said he was an ex-offlcio mem-
ber of the "scrapping committee," being
vice president of his class. .'.

"Is that a standing committee?" ,-:-
"Yes, sir, but there is not as much use

for it now as there was some time ago."
The testimony then reverted to the

Booz-Keller fight, bringing out nothing
new.

Cadet Spalding said that Heutzler, of
the class of 1902, an unpopular man, had
been "dismissed on ' account of demerits.
Witness admitted 'that officers were in-
clined to ignor delinquencies except in
cases of unpopular men. :

Cadet John K. Herr, of New Jersey,
said he had heard of funny formations in
the hospital, but he knew of no hazing
in the hospital. Witness haze £ when-
ever he got a chance, Cadet Grant being
among his victims. The witness said ho
had been dismissed from the academy
about a year, but had gone to"'Wash-
ington and secured his reinstatement.
His dismissal was connected with hazing
offenses, of which the authorities had be-
come cognizant. i .--

Cadet O. N. . Tyler, of Maryland, testi-
fied he had been eagled 400 times for no
offense at all, made to hang from a
stretcher and made to do other '\u25a0 things.
He came near fairfting. Witness refused
to tell' at first who hazed him, but the
committee decided he must answer, and
he did, saying Cadets Evans, since ex- 1

pelled, and Cadet J. A. Barry, of the'
•present first class, were the hazers.
: "Who hazed McArthur?" . .

"There were two men, of whom Cadet
Dockery was one."

HAZED INTO HYSTERICS.
Tyler told of the hazing of Carpenter,

one 'of his classmen, " and Cadet Meyer,
of the present first class, interrupted the
hazers and made them desist. Carpenter
was put- to bed suffering from muscular
convulsions. He was also hysterical and

"What about McArthur?"
"He was the worst case here. He had
