WASHINGTON, Jan. 11. — Att)rney
General Griggs resumed his argument
before the United States suprerae court
today, continuing his statement of the
pocition of the government as to the rule
of uniformity in tariff and internal rey-
enune taxes. He insisted that the appli-
Cution of the iInternal revenue laws to
Porto Rico would be uawise, and :n
many places unprofitable. A rule of uni-
formity in internral taxes, he s=aid, could
be established when to be appiied to con-
tiguous states, as the states were gov-
erned by similar laws and similar condi-

for the plaintiffs, followed Mr. Griggs.
He began by saying that he would not
discuss questions of policy as they be-
longed to another forum. The questigns
were to be settled only on the constitu-
tion. He raild he had been as unable to
form an opinion as to the exact conten-
tion of the government.

Mr. Carlisle sald that the real question
was not whether the constitution ex-
tended to the Inhablitants of Porio Rico,
but whether it extends over the eccn-
gress, the president and the cab'net.
The contention is that the constitution
protects every person in the land in his
personal and property rights of the citi-
zen. When a government takes from
one man more than it should, it ig not
taxation, but it is taking his property
without due process of law, and giving
him no compensation for it.

Mr. Carlisle argued that the constitu-
tion must be iInterpreted as a whole, and
must enable the government to accom-
plish ail the purposes for which it was
framed. It must be considered there-
fore where the agents of the govern-
ment must look for power. Internation-
al law, he said, could not govern any
agent of this government, but the coun-
try could look to it for definitlon’ what
the constitution means. There had been
two constitutions, he said, in the Intecr-
pretation of the counsel on the other
side, one for the states, defining the pow-
ers and rights of citizens, and cne for
the territories, giving no rights.
