That He 'Would Manage the .

'Minneapolis , Club
This Year..

.SIOUX CITY, 10., Jan. 13.—The report
that Sioux City is out of the Western
Baseball league is confirmed. Manager
Beale says the franchise has been trans-
ferred to Minneapolis and that he wIU
manage the team. He says Sioux City
has a chance of securing Pueblo's fran-
chise, if it puts up a $2,000 bonus.

The above announcement, with the fact
that President T. J. Hickey, of the
Western league, is expected in St. Paul
today to confer with George E. I^ennon
concerning the baseball situation in the
Twin Cities, lends the confirmation to the
promise made in recent dispatches from
St. Joseph, Mo., to the effect that a
meeting of the members of the Western
league would be held either in St. Paul
or Minneapolis during the next few day3.

The hint contained above also suggests

that the leaders in the reorganized
league have cut out pretty definitely
what the circuit will be. Pueblo was too
far removed, on account of the excess of
railroad fares its continuance in the cir-
cuit would entail, and Sioux City can
have the Pueblo club, apparently, if it
will meet the $2,000 bonus which another
city neerer to the center of population
has offered.

HOW M'GRAW WORKED THEM.

NEW YORK. Jan. 13.—Frank De Haas
Robinson, of the St. Louis baseball club,
tonight gave out a statement concerning
the withdrawal of McGraw and Robin-
son from the National Baseball associa-

tion. He says that the same night that
McGraw and Robinson signed contracts
to play with the Hanlon-Vonderhorst
club, in Baltimore, McGraw, with Presi-
dent Peterson, of. the new baseball club
he had organized In Baltimore, started
for Chicago to attend the meeting of the
new association. Hanlon and Vbnder-
horst sent for McGraw and Robinson,
who said they did not want to play in,
or be connected with the new association,
If they could make satisfactory arrange-
ments with Hanlon and Vonderhorst.
Finally they submitted this proposition.
Robinson was to get $3,200 and if he was
released o^r transferred to another club
in the league, $2,500 extra. McGrivv was
to get $5,000 salary, and $3,500 in case of
release or transfer. This proposition was
made to Mr. Hanlon. Mr. Vonderhorst
would not accept the terms, but suggeot-
ed that the National league might be in-
duced to stand by them and share then-
loss. Mr. Robinson says he telegraphed
to the other members of the league and
they t?aid they would stand by trie Balti-
more club contracts as they were then
signed with McGraw and Robinson and
McGraw went to Chicago to break up tha
new league, but failed.

The St. Louis baseball club last summer
purchased the release of McGraw, Robin-
sand and Kelster, paying $16,750 for the
same. In addition to this the St. Louis
club had to pay and did pay McGr.-iw's
salary for the season of 1900, $5,000 and
Robinson's salary of $3,200. The St. Louis
club also had to assume and pay and
did pay to McGraw and Robinson the
$3,500 on account of his release and the
sum of $2,500 to Robinson on account of
his release and the St. Louis club also
paid to Robinson and McGraw the sum
of $500 additional to pay for a man's serv-
ice for running their saloon while they
were away during the baseball season of
1900.

In the above amount of $16,750, Keister's
release was figured at $2,500, so that the
balance of $14,250 was paid for the re-
lease of McGraw and Robinson and" the
sum of $22,750 was paid by the St. Louis
club for the release and salaries of .Uc-
Graw and Robinson.

TION TO SUCCEED DAVIS

OWEN MAY COMPLIMENTED

It its Expected That He "Will Get the
Handrail of Votes Represent-

ing th« a::People»»
Party.

While the Democratic members of the
state legislature havt not gathered, in
force, to declare their preferences on the
question of the succession to the late
Senator Davis, the leaders of the party
have canvassed the situation pretty thor-
oughly and two \u25a0 things seem to repre-
sent accurately the-, sentiment of the
Democratic party. .

One of these is that in this session, the
Democrats should line up by themselves,
permitting the People's party members
and senators to do the same.

And the Democrats have decided,
further, that whatever the Republicans
may conclude to do about honoring a
Minneapolis man, or a man from the out-
iying portions of the state, the Democ-
racy will tender its complimentary vote,
on the first Joint ballot, at least, to a.
representative of the St. Paul Democracy
in the person of Dr. Rudolph Schiltman,
who made a splendid run for mayor of
the city, is at present the head of its
jelnt council, and who was honored by
the last state convention with the place
of honor on the electoral ticket for the
state.

Wha may develop later in the senator-
ial contest, if the deadlock In the Re«
publican ranks is of any duration, will be
left until that time, but the Democratic
legislators are convinced that they h-ive
an opportunity to make themselves felt
in the coming contest, and they propose
to stand together.

What may develop later in the senator-
tation in the legislature will favor is not
determined. Some of them have urged
on the Democrats the advisability of in-
dorsing Charle3 A. Towne, but this has
not met with great favor, and it is prob-
able that the Populists will Indorse Sid-
ney M. Owen, who is perhaps the most
poular, as well as one of the ablest, men
in their ranks.

The Democrats do not feel under spec-
ial obligations to Towne at this time for
a number of reasons? In the first place
he is not a Democrat, and the fact that
he was honored by-, them, or a large
number of them two years ago, with a
similar compliment, was one of the most
forceful arguments urged by his friends
on Gov. Llnd in malting the ad interim
appointment at the 'death of Senator
Davis. Consequently, the Democrats
figure that they hav# done all that can
be consistently expected of them by Mr.
Towne and his friends, especially in view
of the fact thatj.-Ramsey, at the last
election, demonstrated itself to be one
of the banner Democratic counties of the
state, so far as its legislative battalion
is concerned. This fact, with the further
feeling not confined to Democrats, that
St. Paul has some, claim on the senator-
ship, has acted to.inspire the Democrats
with the purpose which is outlined above• *'\u25a0 •

PITIABLE

VERDICT OF CORONER'S JURY

Mother ( laimM She Wu Inder Hyp-
notic Inflneace-Her Father Com-

mitted Suicide in Sweden
While Insane.

"We. the jury, find that Alice IMJiie
Helstrom came to her death, Saturday.
Jan. 2. by a bottle held in the hand or
1.-er mother. Mrs. Mathilda Helstrom."

The above verdict was returned by th«
coroner's jury, which sat at the inquest
of Alice L'.llie Helstrom, who was mur-
dered by her mother, at the Lincoln flats.
Saturday morning. The inquest was con-
ducted by Coroner Williams at the coun-
ty morgue yesterday morning. The wit-
nesses wcro Drs. Oberg and Hvoslef, who
had attended the child before life was
extinct; John Barquist, one of the first
at the scene; Prof. A. N. Ozais, and Louis
Helstrom, the father. Mr. Heistrom was
quite composed, wheja the terrible odeal
through which she has passed is taken
into consideration. He was only called
upon to identify the body.

A post mortem was conducted by Drs.
W. B. Murphy and Wang. They found
that death had been directly caused by
a blow over the right temple, and which
resulted In a fracture at the base of the
brain. The other injuries were a bow
over the left eye, two above the nose,
between the eyes, one over the right eye,
and one behind the r!ght car.

Mrs. Helstrom is at the county 'ail,
and her condition is p.tiable. She sobi
and moans, and ; t times theio are in-
dications that he mental faculties are
about to return. This ;s feared by the
jaJl authorises, and she i-= Jten put un-
der the" Influence of diugs STesterckiy
afternoon, while conversing with Matron
Woodburn, she said that she was undjT
hypnotic control when she killed her
daughter. She siid that this inftifnc\u25a0;
was exercised by some one In the hiii'd-
ing. It is not yet known what vill be
done with Mrs. Helstrom. Sorrfa dispo-
sition is expected today, but as it is
such an apparent case of insanity, t!io
probabilities are that she will be taken
before the judge of probate.

It was learned yesterday that insanity
has prevailed in the family of Mrs. Hol-
strom. Her father was a wealth y mill
owner in a village in Sweden. While his
mind was affected he committed suicbla
in a peculiar manner. He went out hit/*
the woods and chopped ftwn a large
tree and placed himself in such a post
tion that the tree fell on him. An in-
vestigation of the affair at the tlm.»
showed that the tree had beon chopped
down with suicidal intent.

MOST FAMOUS OF SWOEDSMEN.
Romantic Career of an Ageil Visitor

to tlie City of Meilco.

The Mexican Herald.
A celebrated personage in the hist.ry

of Mexico has arrived in this city in lhc=
person of Col. Thomas 11. Monatery,

who has figured in the principle ewm i

that have taken place in this couniry

since as far back as 1J59.
Col. Monstery is an American by birth,

having be^n born in the city of Bal i-
nioro, of Danish and Irish parents. E"e
bcarti the honor of being 'he champion

swordsman of the continent, and v. euro
a medal awarded by the Mexican gov-
ernment on the Ist of March. 1«3, for
having defeated the famous French Cap-

tain Poupard, who was at that time in-
structor In fencing and foiling in the ar-
my of Mexico. On the same day he won
laurels by defeating all the champions

of the army with sabers and bayonets
that at the time were shining lights In
the handling of the above weapons.

Capt. Monstery entertained Gen. Diaz
at the Palmer house some sixteen years
ago in Chicago, the only visit paid by
the president of the republic to the
United States, and when word came that
the colonel was in the city a Herald re-
porter called on him to get a short ac-
count of his experience.

As above stated, he first came to Mex-
ico in 1859, at that time having the com-
mand of the cavaly under Gen. Jose
Maria Mrlo of the Liberal party, at vari-
ance with the Church faction. Engaged
since 3555 in Guatemala and San Salvador
in the mary ups and downs of the stormy
events cf those days he crossed the fron-
tier to the state of Chiapas with Gen.
Melo, and was made commander of the
cavalry of that state. About this time
the state was invaded and ravaged by
the Church party, under Gen. Juan Or-
tega, and on the Ist of June, 1860, M?lo
was taken prisoner and executed by Gen.
Ortega. Col. Monstery escaping over the
border into Guatemala. The latter re-
turned immediately afterward to en-
gage in a lightof revenge and retribution,
hut was badly wounded by a lance thrust
and sword cut, his horse being killed
under him. While lying bleeding on the
ground an attempt was made by one of
the other side to stab him to death,
but he warded the blow off with His
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right hand, which now bears the scar ol
the knife cut at the time.

Col. Monstery Js eighty-seven years
of age; but does not look a day over
fifty, and still wonderfully athletic, and,
with the exception of slightly failing
eyesight is just about as good a swords-
man as he ever was. He is peculiarly
modest about hia achievements. but
when drawn out by congenial company
can relate stories that would form the
basis of volumes of romantic history.

After the Chiapas affair he staited
from the mouth of the Grijalva river in
the schooner Tallahassee, intending t>
sail to Vera Cruz and there join the lib-
eral party of Mexico, but storms that
could upt be successfully contended
against drifted the vessel out of her
course and a landing was madr; on the
coast of Texas, just about the time the
agitation was beginning over the Civil
war question. Monstery had at this time
some $10,000 gold, but all was appropri-
ated by the officials with the ex-option
of $200, under the • then existing l;iws
relating to persons leaving Mexico with-
out the proper kind of papers. However,
he went to New Orleans, but almost im-
mediately drifted down to South Ameri-
ca, and from there, via. Panama, to the
port of Acapulco, where an attempt was
made to reach Mexico City to -join the
Liberal force.-, but the road was blocked
by Gens. Cobos and Regara, all his
horses captured and himself forced to
abandon the trip and go to San Fran-
cisco. He returned to Mexico about th?
time Gen. Diaz was in Pue.bla and receiv-
ed a high post under Juarez," serving in
all the events noted in the history of the
times until 1*67, when he again sailed
from Vera Cruz for the states, being vis-
ited on board the vessel by the now
President Diaz.

Col. Monstery talks of the happenings
in both Europe and America of th? Ws
and CO's as fluently as we are used to
hear the news of the last elections. He
was sword instructor in the Russian ar-
my under Prince Constantlne when only
twenty-three years of age, and served
as a soldier of fortune under five dif-
ferent European flags before his advent
into Mexico. He has fifty-three personal
encounters to his credit, the majority of
which took place in Russia and Ger-
many. The colonel speaks Spanish flu-
ently, and, in fact, nearly every ether
civilized language. This la his iirst trip
to Mexico in over thirty years, and of
coarse his comparisons between the
times of then and now are vividly inter-
esting.
