OPENING OF THE TRIAL. OF THE

NEW YORK, Jan. 14.—The trial of W.
T. McAlister, Andrew Campbell and Wil-
liam A. Death, three m the four men
accused of the death of Jennie Bcs-
schieter. of Paterson, N. J.. under cir-
cumstances revolting in their utter lack
of human considerations, commenced to-
day before Judge Dickson in the Passaic
county court of oyer and terminer.
George J. Kerr, the fourth man under
indictment, was not in court today, as
he has been granted a separate trial on
the ground that he was not present
when the fatal dose was administered
to the girl.

Before the trial was begun it was ex-
pected that at least two days would benecessary to complete the jury, but Judge
Dixoi^carried the proceedings on with
such vigor that wilhin one hour after
the court was called to order he had em-
paneled his twelve jurors and heard theopening lines of the address of the pros-
ecuting attorney. The remainder of the
(lay saw four of the principal witnesses
in the case questioned. Mrs. Nina \
Bossehieter, the mother of tfie unfortu-
nate girl, was one, her daughter Susie
another, Christopher Saal, the proprie-
tor of the saloon where it is alleged thedrug was administered to the girl was
the third and Gus Sohulthoipe, the hack
driver of the horrible midnight ride, wan
the last. Mother and daughter told ofJennie's life at home and at the mill.

HACK DRIVER'S EVIDENCE.
Schulthorpe, in his crude, unvarnishedway. told to the minutest detail the sto-ry of the crime. He graphically de-

scribed the taking of the almost uncon-scious girl from the saloon to his vic-toria and of the ride in the country
and unspeakable crime commiti>d on the
dead, or almost dead, girl. He was theimportant witness of the day Appar-
ently little beside the murder case wason the mtnds of the Paterson people-to-day, and the little court house was sur-rounded an day by a great crowd ofpeople trying to get in.

DEATH OF FRED GREGORY
MINNESOTA BOY WHO MADE A REC-

Fred Gregory, onei.of the most pop-
ular members of the Thirteenth Minne-
sota volunteers, late of the United
States secret service, died Sunday in a
hospital at Manila, according to a tele-
gram received yesterday by his father,
Walter Gregory, of Minneapolis, to
whom the news came as a crushing blow.

Until yesterday he had no idea of his
pon's serious condition. He had learned
then by cable that Fred was very s'ek.
In the absence of worse news, he had
been buoyed up with the hope that his
boy would yet recover.

The exact cause of death is not known.
His friends suppose it to have been the
final culmination of the train of disorders
which he contracted during his eighteen
months' service in the Philippines. His
health had been steadily failing since
last October.

URD IN MS6ON.

Not daring to face another Northern
winter, and believing that Manila's cli-
mate might prove beneficial, he returned
to Luzon last July and went to work on
the Freedom, a paper which he had been
largely instrumental in starting.

Mr. Gregory's insight in educational
facilities in the Philippines, to which he
had devoted considerable study, attract-
ed the attention of the government,when
the Philippine educational commission
was established. He was offered the
position of secretary of the Philippine
board of education, but -failing health
and a desire to continue newspaper work
persuaded him to decline.

Fred Gregory was thirty years of age.
He was born at Lansing, Mich., and
came with his parents to Minneapolis
at an early age. He had a taste for
adventure, and while yet in his teena
started out to see the United States.
He had traveled extensively throughout
this country, and-about eight years ago

\u25a0went to South America, where he identi-
fied himself with th,e fortunes of the
Venezuelan company, under Donaid
Grant, of Faribault. During two years
in the tropics he managed to mix up !n
several revolutions, coming out unhurt.
He also engaged in government explora-
tion work.

He was in Ne,w Orleans when war
with Spain broHe out. He hastened
north to enlist in Minnesota. Two days
after his arrival iii Minneapolis he was
enrolled in Company F, Minnesota volun-
teers.

He came back to -Minneapolis before
the regiment sailed, as one of the detail
to e-seort the 300 reexuits to the Golden
Gate, but returned in time to sail with
the regiment, the recruits following lat-
er.

Ho distinguished himself in the taking
of Manila Aug. IS, '98, and was at the
front m all subsequent engagements in
which his regiment and company partici-
pated.

He was a natural linguist, speaking
half a dozen lanc-uages and several dia-
lects fluently. HI» knowledge of Span-
ish, acquired in South America, made
hhn invaluable as an interpreter, in

which capacity he -was employed under
Capt Frank Corriston, of the Thirteenth,
then police judge.

Within thve.> months \u25a0 after his arrival
ot Manila he could talk Tap-alo like a
native. This knowledge, led the govern-
ment to enlist h'm In the secret serv'oeHe secured information whi^h led to the
arrest of the notorious "white company"
of Filipino assassins: He mingled with
them, learned their secrets and exnosedtheir plot for a wholesale assassinationof the foreirn population. There were
lifty-thrce Filipinos in the "round-un."
and they were Riven sentences of fromone to fifty years.
