Reports of the growth of the work of
the Minnesota Historical society wero
made last evening at the meeting of :he
executive council held in the society's
rooms in the state capitol.

Librarian D. L. Kings-
bury stated that there were ten times
as many readers who frequented ths
rooms today as there were eight years
ago. There were only ninety-eight cases
in use eight years ago; today there are
316, and these are tilled to overflowing.
Prof. Cheney reported that the news-
papers taken by the society, and which
it is the society's desire to preserve, have
accumulated so rapidly that it was im-
possible to find a place for them. The
fireproof room reserved for them at the
capitol is filled to overflowing. The mat-
ter was referred to the library committee.
The following report was given by the
secretary. Warren Upham:

receives an average of 100 newspapers
daily for the society. Aside from this
collection, many of the early newspapers
of Minnesota have been lost, and much
valuable matter, both of a historical and
local character, would be impossible to t>3
obtained without .these files. The num,
ber of Minnesota newspapers, daily,
weekly and monthly, now being reeu ar-
ly received it 431, these being donated
by the editors and publishers, who ap-
preciate the importance of having them
placed where they will be preserved for
all coming time. These newspapers are
all bound by the society, and are kept
in an extensive fireproof vault, which la
part of. the library in the capitol. Tt Is
accessible to all who wish to consult It,
and is s-o arranged that any paper of
any town in. Minnesota and of any date
can be readily found. During the last
two years 027 bound volumes of news-
papers have been added, the whole num-
ber of these volumes on Jan. 1, IPOI, being
4.516. .

Among these files of newspapers are
three from Canada and twenty-eight from
cities and towns in the United States
outside of Minnesota, mnking a total of
462 newspapers now coming to this life«
rary.

GENEALOGIES NEAR THE TOP.
Because of the increasing interest for

research in colonial, revolutionary and
subsequent history, and in genealogies,
this society's very extensive collection of
these works, ranking third or fourth jn
the United States in size, attracts a
large number of people who are tracing
their ancestral history. This collection
of American genealogies contains 1,214
books and 531 pamphlets, under about
3.250 titles.

It is the aim of the library committee
to make these departments as complete
as possible, by securing, through pur-
chase or donation, all books and pam-
phlets published in the United States and
Canada on American genealogy and
strictly local history.

Another department which is much
consulted is the complete series of re-
ports of the United States patent of-
fice.

The number of individual portraits dis-
played in the rooms of the society is 134,
besides twenty-two group pictures, which
comprise 1.035 portraits. Nearly all are
of pioneers and founders of Minnesota,
or of citizens who in more recent years
have had a prominent part in the his-
tory and development of the state. There
are also 102 other pictures, as §f ancient
buildings, monuments, paintings of his-
toric scenes, etc., and twenty-eight
framed documents, including a letter of
George Washington, written in 1754.

THE MUSEUM.
Five large cases are filled with histor-

ical relics, illustrative of the conditions
of the pioneer settlement of Minnesota,
of the Sioux war, and the civil war, of
the aboriginal people who built the
thousands of prehistoric mounds ia this
state, and of the Sioux and Ojibvvays,
who were livinghere when the first whitemen reached this region.

It is expected that, when more, space
shall be piovided for this library airl
museum, and for the display of portraits,
in the new capitol building, all the&e col-
lections will be greatly increased. This
will be especially true of the museum in
its department of aeh.aeol.Qgy, for which
Hon. J. V. Brower during the past fiveyears has collected many thousand stoneimplements and weapons, and bone and
copper ornaments.

During the two years which mu«t in-
tervene before the removal into the n^w
capitol, the society anticipates that Its
numbers and friends will donate, but
reserve at their homes, many portraits,
historical pictures and articles for *hemuseum. These departments, which are
of chief attraction and instructlveness to
visitors, even with their present inade-
quate space, will then have 'inple exhi-
bition in a fireproof building.

Col. Charles P. Maginnis, of Duluth,
was elected to life membership in the
society. The report of the committee on
obituaries recorded the deaths of three
members within the last few months,
Gen. William S. Stryker, Trenton, N. J.;
Hon. William Wirt Henry, Richmond,
Va., and William M. Bushnell, Monterey,
Mex.

Secretary Upham reported that Col.
G. D. Rogers, of Minneapolis, had pre-
pared a paper on the "Flour Industry,"
which will b3 read by Mr. Stacy, of Min-
neapolis, at the annual meeting of the
society to be held next Monday evening.
This will close the series of papers on
the great Industries of Minnesota that
have been read at successive annual
meetings of the Bociety.

Coroner Miller yesterday decided that
the death of George Lewis Oakes, who
fell down stairs at his home, 872 Ashland
avenue, as related in the G1 ob eof yes-
terday, was purely accidental.

Mr.Oakes was fifty-six years of age and
is survived by a wife and several chil-
dren, among whom are Elmer G. Oakes,
a clerk in the Union bank, and Gertrude
M. Oakes, a teacher in the Kice school;
Arthur M., a salesman for Finch, Van
Slych, Young & Co., and Paul and
George, who are attending school.

Mr. Oakes, in seeking the bathroom,
stepped in the dark to the entrance to
the rear stairway Immediately adjoining
the bathroom door and fell headlong to
the bottom.

DEFENDA2TT TOLD HIS STORY

He Had Been Familiar With Hla
Help, bnt Hud Xoi Abased

His Wife, He
Snid.

Judge Jaggard yesterday took under
advisement the Spencer "divorce case,
which has been on trial before him for
three days.

Mrs. Spencer first testified that her
restaurant still owed about $250 and $600
of borrowed money.

Miss Trockie, of Minneapolis, a sister
of Mrs. Spencer, was called. She is a
partner with Mrs. Spencer in the res-
taurant business on Wabasha street. She
came over from Minneapolis to the Val-
entine block to nurse her sister, who sent
for her, and when she had been there
three or four days Spencer invited her
to leave. There was some trouble over
a girl's wages, and when Spencer told
his wife he would throw her out of the
window, witness had said then he must
throw her out. Spencer had put witness'
clothes out in the hall. On Christmasday, in Minneapolis, witness had noticed
the bruises on Mrs. Spencer's forehead.
Mrs. Spencer cried and told witness it
came from a blow by her husband.

"Didn't he come to the restaurant and
ask for Mrs. Spencer to get a reconcilia-
tion, and didn't you cry and tell him
you did not know where she was?"

"Yes, I did cry, for I felt sorry for
them, and Mrs. Spencer had told me to
tell him that I did not know where she
was."

Mr. Doty—Was she not in constant
fear of him, and did she not wish to
have him arrested and bound over to
keep the peace, and did I not advise thatthat was not necessary?

"Yes."
Mr. Allen—Did he not ask you to let

him see her?
"Yes; I went up and told Mrs. Spencer

and she said she did not care to see
him."

"Didn't he say, 'For God's sake, let me
jsee her' ?"

"Yes, sir. I told him I would tele-
I phone."

The witness was asked about a certain
advertisement in the papers to the effect
that she and her sister had no connection
with the Fifth street restaurant, and ex-
plained that, when they opened their res-
taurant, there was no restaurant by the
name of Spencer. Mr. Spencer had not
consulted them when he earned his new
restaurant the Spencer branch. "He
threatened to burn my eyes out with car-
bolic acid," said the witness.

For the defense Miss Belle Homuth was
first called. She went Into the
dates of her employment with Mr.
Spencer. Mr. Spencer had • not
called on her two or three times a
week as Mrs. Pringle testified. It was
another man who strongly resembled Mr.
Spencer. Dark, just like Spencer. Th's
other man had called two or three times
a week and remained about the length
of time stated by Mrs. Pringle. Spencer
had called once on business. As to the
Incident related by Mrs. Pringle, Miss
Belle said that she was wearing her night
dress when Mrs. Pringle came up ana
said Spencer wished to see her and had
told Mrs. Pringle she would see him a
minute at her door. Spencer had come
up and pushed the door open and entered,
but by that time she had slipped on her
black working gown and Spencer had
not remained there more than two min-
utes.

Mr. Doty asked her why she had lett
the restaurant run by Spencer, and wit-
ness replied because Mr. Spencer accused
her of things she could not stand.

Mr. Doty fished a letter from the large
envelope and asked her if that was not
Spencer's writing.
"I don't know."
"Did not a boy bring a letter to you

the day before you left?"
"No, sir."
"And did not you tear it up?"
"I always tear all my notes up."
Mrs. Spencer had come to see her and

get her to come back to work.
"Do you not remember that while Mrs.

Spencer was there that some one brought
you a note of four pages, purporting to
be from Mr. Harry Spencer, and did not
you and Mrs. Spencer discuss it there?"

Witness could not remember.
Several employes of the Spencers could

not remember seeing the bruise.
The defendant testified that he was

thirty-three years old; was born in Ger-
many, and had lived in Minnesota seven
years. He said:

"J. met my wife six years ago when she
had just come from her country home.
We worked together. We had lovers'
Quarrels and were jealous of each other.
They were momentary quarrels. Our
relations before marriage were generally
happy. We went Into business together
four years ago. I have been in the busi-
ness for twenty years, but only recently
on my own account. I have never he'd
aloof as I should have done from my
help. I have thought my help as good
as I was, and have been on familiar
terms with girls in my employ. I have
put my arm around girls, but before
other people, and have not tried to con-
ceal it."

Witness said that his wife's health be-
gan to fail before they married. On one
occasion witness had gone to get Ida
Pease to come back, and h'.s wife had
followed him, and the door being unlock-
ed she had come in and called the girl
seme names. He had not called his wife
vile names, and had never called her
chastity into question, nor did he ques-
tion her character now.

SERVICE ON LAFAYETTE LINE

Many Citizens Appeared to Request
More Cars and Quicker Service

—Deferred \u25a0'for Two
"Weeks.

The meeting of the committee on
streets of the assembly came to a rather
abrupt close about twenty minutes of six
yesterday afternoon for want of light.
The committee was considering Aid.
Holt's ordinance calling for a five and
eight-minute service on the Lafayette
avenue car line, and had almost conclud-
ed to lay It over for two weeks, when
suddenly all of the lights went out and
there was total darkness all over the
court house. They waited In vain for a
few moments for the light to return and
adjourned, and those attending the meet-
Ing groped their way out as best they
could.

A committee from the Bast Side Busi-
ness Men's club, with Dr. Whitney as
chairman, argued in favor of passing the
ordinance.

Will STATE BOARD APPROVE?

That Seems to Be the Only Question
In the Way of the Location

of v. Temporary

Jail.

At last the county commissioners havecome to a conclusion in regard as to
where they would locate the prisoners
while the new jail Is being built and the
vexing question which has been puzzl-
ing them for the past few week, is set-
tled, for a time at least.

According to the resolution passed by
the board yesterday afternoon, the old
library rooms on the top floor of the
court house will be transformed Into a
temporary jail. This resolution was
passed Immediately on the committee re-
porting that the joint city hall and court
house commission had at its meeting held
a few minutes before, granted the request
of the county commissioners for the' use
of the old library rooms on the west
end of the top floor of the court house,
for a temporary Jail. There was no dis-
cussion whatever about the matter and
It passed off very smoothly. The resolu-
tion for placing the temporary jail In the
court house also contained a clause re-
ferring the matter to the committee on
buildings, to lay the matter before the
state board of corrections and charities,
with power to act.

George C. Garrow, representing the
Diebold Safe & Lock company, appeared
before the board and asked that he be
allowed to figure on the cells to be rent-
ed, which was granted. Mr. Garrow ad-
vanced the theory that perhaps some ar-
rangements could be made whereby the
iron work of the cells, at present In the
old jail, could be used to good advantage
and save the cost of buying new doors
for the cells and iron grateing for a cor-
ridor. The Pauley Jail company has been
telegraphed for prices and until thest
reach here, which is expected to be
soon, nothing more can be done in the
matter.

The special committee appointed to
look Into the advisability of purchasing
a time lock for the safe In the county
treasurer's office, reported favorably. Ths
report was adopted and a resolution
passed to have the lock put in at a
cost not to exceed $150.

commission held a short meeting yester-
day afternoon and granted the request of
the county commissioners for the use
of the old library rooms in the west end
of the top floor of the court house to be
used for a temporary jail.
