Permanent Organization Is Effected
and a Circuit of Four Eastern

and Four Western Cities
Formed.

NEW YORK, Jan. IS.— promoters
of the new American Baseball associa-
tion met the national board of arbitra-
tion of the National league a£ the Fifth
Avenue hotel today. As a result of the
advice given to the new magnates by
the solcns of the national pastime, thenew organization men at the Marlborough
hotel made a few changes in their pro-
gramme, and began work on the organi-
zation. There will .be two complete
changes made in the prospectus offered
a few days ago. Ajs a result the new
association • will not have a team in
Chicago. The magnates of the new as-
sociation determined to take in Detroit
instead of Chicago. The other change
was in regard to the management of thePhiladelphia team. H. K. Niles will be
the controlling power in the Quaker city,
Instead of H. J. Koch, the man original-
ly selected by the association magnates.
Mr, Koch Is to have the Detroit fran-
chise. In the change of management atPhiladelphia, the big league administeredIts first rebuke to the new organization
and for a time it looked as if there would
be serious trouble over the matter. While
the magnates refused to discuss the mat-
ter tonight, it is understood they went
before the national board wUh the firm
Insistence that Mr. Koch > should have
the Philadelphia management. At thevery outset John I. Rogers said he would
not have an association team in hisbaliwlcfc unless they would play on hisgrounds and have H. K. Niks 'as -.aan-agor. It was long after noon when the
American association committee met thenaLional board at the Fifth Avenue hotel
Only two of the national board, MessrsBoiler, and Hart, were present. Col.Rogers was not present. His absencewas significant. Word was sent by him
that he would permit the new associa-
tion team to play on his grounds, and
that Mr. Niles should be roanasrer. Forover two. hours the magnates talkod the
matter over. Strong words, it Is said,
were used in the discussion. The pro-
moters wanted to play on their own
grounds In the Quaker City. When th«
conference was over at the Fifth Avenue
hotel the.promoters went to the Marl-
borough hotel and hastily called a meet-Ing of their own. At 10 o'clock tonight
the following notice was given out:

McAlister seemed more excited than
any of the others. He sat biting: his lips
while waiting. Campbell thrust liis nanda
into his trousers pockets and clinched

his fists in them. Death looked anxiously
about the court room for a moment, and
then assumed the same attitude as Camp-
bell. When the verdict was announced
the prisoners evinced neither elation nor
relief.

Judge Dlxon thanked the jury, and said
he believed the verdict a just one. He
then dismissed the Jurors until Monday
morning. The court then adjourned, and
the prisoners were taken back to the
jail.

It was just three months ago today
that the girl met the men in Saal's Fa-
loon and started for the carriage ride
which was to end in her death.

January at Niagara Falls.
