2. Consumption is a curable disease Jf
attended to in its early stages, and at
the same time, it is very contagious.
Among trft poor, it Is now Uiuaily fatal,
because during1 the time when it shoul.l
be treated, if it is to be cured, its vic-
tims continue th?lr regular avocations.

This initial neglect defeats the advan-
tages of subsequent attention. The pres-
ence of consumptives at large in the com-
munity also creates centers of further
contagion. A state hospital would al-
ford a refuge Where the pick could be
cured, and where they could be segre-
gated while their condition makes ihem
sources of danger.

Similar institutions have proved vtry
successful a\>Toa4, especially in Germany.
One has bagn \u25a0 established in Massachu-
setts, and another is in process of. con-
struction in New York.

COUNTY COMMISSIONERS FORMALLY. SELECT THE ROOMS OF THE

OLD LIBRARY

COST WILL BE ABOUT 8,000

Acuordlng to the lo*tlii«^t<-.H Yester-
day Presented—Jail Problem

Settled for the
Present.

The board of county commissioner.^
finally reached a conclusion in the mat-
ter of housing the prisoners in a tem-
porary jailon the top floor of the court
house at their meeting yesterday by
awarding the bids for the renting of cells,
plumbing,, electrical work and the alter-
ing of the building.

The bids were not awarded, however,
until the old proposition of sending them
to an adjoining county had b??n sprung
again. Commissioners Webster, White-
house and Powers voted against award-
ing the bids on the ground that they
thought it would be considerable cheaper
to send them to Minneapolis.

The third proposition of the Roberta
-Architectural Iron Works, who offered toput in the cells at a rental of $310 per
month, in the event that they could use
the old iron from the present jail, wasaccepted and the contract awarded to
them at the above price.

The contract for altering and ft*ing up
the place in shape for a temporary jail
was awarded to J. H. Donohue for $2,470.

The Dwycr Heating and Plumbing com-
pany was awarded the contract for the
plumbing, gas-fitting and ventilating, In-
cluding a ventilation fan, for ?1.576.

C. F. Mcßride secured the contract for
doing the electrical work for $133.

According to the above figures, figuring
the rent of cells for twelve months, it
will cost just $7,901 to prepare a tern,
poraiy home for the prisoners while the
new jail is being built.

County Architect Donohue was in-
structed to communicate with the Pauly
Jail company to determine the relative
prices of round and flat iron for cells.

The county attorney was instructed by
resolution to see if the time could not
be extended on present contracts for tha
r.«w jail, and also to draw up an agree-
ment between all of the contractors to
grant further time.

A resolution by Commissioner Powers
to hh-e a special attorney to coliect the
delinquent taxes at a commission of 25
per cent was referred to the committee
on taxes and the county attorney.

County Surveyor Irvine was authorized
to continue the establishment of govern-
ment corners.

The board adjourned to meet again to-
morrow afternoon at 5 o'clock.

In the report of ,the board of water
commissioners, filed yesterday, are in-
cluded a number of recommendations by
Supt. Lindquist. One is that to improve
tire protection the district bounded by
Broadway, Kittsori, Seventh and Fourth
streets be relald. A twelve-inch main
ought to be laid on Hampden avenue,
from University to the Territorial road.

The superintendent recommends that a
sixteen-inch main be laid on Maryland
street, from Courtland to Geranium, and
a twelve-Inch main on McMenemy street,
from Maryland to Geranium. This is to
supply the Arlington hill district, which
is entirely dependent on a sixteen-inch
main laid on Grove and Seventh streets.
The faiiure of this main would mean an
absence of water In the Arlington hill
district.

The report points out that the new
charter permits the laying of a new main
without a petition of property owners.

Secretary Caulfleld'a report includes an
itemized statement of the year's financial
operations and a summary of all receipts
and disbui cements from the time of the
purchase of the works. In ISB2, to date.

The cost of the works to date, including
the original cost, is f4,015.25X.17. This
amount has been paid for thus:

Bonds, 12.450.C00; surplus earnings of t-ie
works, j1,555,255.17. The sinking fund dur-
ing the past year has been increased
$34,563.08. In addition to this $14,000 worth
of bonds were purchased during th? year.
The total amount of the sinking fund Is
now 1634,793.90.

The meter accounts now number 4.81:2,
an Increase of 749 since the last report.
The total number of services is 17,04)3, an
increase of 653. During the year 17,727.5
feet of mains were laid; 2,469 feet were
relaid. There are at present 247 miles
and 4,980 feet of water mains, ranging
from 4 to 36 inches in diameter; 2,321 liiv
hydrants, 326 street sprinkling hydrants
and 2,188 valves.

Revenue during the year amounted to
$240,156.60.

Disbursements amounted to $23^,671.77,
leaving a balance of $11,iKM.76.

Water receipts aggregated $180.81 ft. 1!»: an
increase over last year of $13.4<26.3& The
increase for meter consumers was $11,-

was paid. The maintenance of the Ore
pumping stations and the Dale street res-
ervoir cost $10,352.25!.

The pay roll of all officers an* em-
ployes for the year amounted to $87,9i9.%i,
The average number of employes was
ninety-seven.

The daily pumping: rapacity of 71,000,-
--000 gallons will be sufficient for years to
come.

The secretary takes up the subject of
