HOUSE MONOTONY RELIEVED

Only Incident of Yesterday That
Gave the Members a Respite

From the Dreariest of
Routine.

In his invocation yesterday Chaplain
Knowles, of the house of representa-
tives, alluded briefly to the critical con-
dition of Queen Victoria and alluded to
the international grief her imminent
death would produce. The house was
in session but fourteen minutes, adjou n-
ing at :0:27. During the first two week-=,
according to the statement of an old
member, the sessions have be.-n shorter
than any of an equal period in the h.s-
tory of the legislature.

The house will convene this morning
as usual at 10 o'clock, but nothing of
importance will transpire uittil an hour
later, when the election of two United
States senators, cne to suc.eed the late
Senator Davis and the other to succeed
Senator Nelson, will come up as the spe-
cial order.

READ LAW TO JACOBSON.
At the meeeting of the house yester-

day Representative Roberts introduced
a resolution making this the special or-
der and fixing the time at II o'clock.
There appeared no occasion for discus-
sion, but nevertheless Mr. Jacob^e.n man-
aged to find fault with with the hout
designated and began an argument to
fix 12 as the hour, mainta'ning that the
law required that this be the hour for
such proceedings, and that a precedent
had been formed in the past confirming
it. It took Mr. Rob:rts only a short time
to read the law on the subject, which
provided no fixed time for the hou3e
election, but ordered that 12 o'c'oik bs
recognized as the time for the joint
action of the two houses on the day fol-
lowing- the elections in the housi s sep-
arately. Mr. Roberts' resolution pre-
vailed.

Representative J. A. Pe:erson intro-
duced a bill, which is the same as that
introduced in the senate last week by
Senator Schaller, relating 1 to contagious
and infectious diseases among domestic
animals, in which is provided a means
of awarding damages to the owners of
a'l cattle condemned and killed for C.i.i-
ease.

A bill of some importance is that in-
troduced by P. M. Hendricks yesterday.
It contemplates a transfer of $100,000 of
the taxes collected from the railroads
under the gross earnings bill, from the
general revenue fund to the internal
improvement fund, commonly known as
the fund for roads and bridges, and the
transfer of a like amount biennially.
The bill provides that the money thus
transferred \u25a0shall be used exclusively
for the building and repair of roads and
bridges. At the present time the rcada
and-iridge fund is exhausted.

The bill will bring about an active di-
vision among the members, but the
country delegations are lined up pretty
solidly in its favor. There a.ie good pros-
pects of Its passage.

BISMARCK, N. D., Jan. 21.—(Special.)
—Sharpes' apportionment bill was the
most important one before the legislature
at today's session and the first cne to be
presented. Itprovides for a considerable
increase in representation and adds eight
senatorial districts. The bill will be vig-
orously pushed by a number of senators
and finds considerable favor. Other
measures presented today were: Provid-
ing for the sale of real estate by the ex-
ecutors when it is deemed for the best in-
terest of the estate; amending the lav/
governing justice court practice and com-
mencement of civil actions; -making vet-
erinarian districts county charge in-t.ad
of state charges; permitting non-res'.-
dents who own land in the stae to hunt
under a game license, and repealing the
law giving old soldiers preference in em-
ployment on public works.

Little's bill, prohibiting the cutslde In-
surance of property in the state except
with the consent of the local agents, was
recommended to pass by the senate to-

PIERRE, S. D., Jan. 21.—Special.—To-
morrow being the second Tuesday of the
session, both nouses of the legislature
will meet In their respective chambers
to select a United States senator tor
South Dakota. On Wednesday both
houses will meet in joint session, the
journal of Tuesday's proceedings will be
read and it will be found that Mr. R. J.
Gamble has received a majority in each
of the two bodies. That is the way it Is
slated and sure to go through.

S. C. Hartrauft, superintendent of
schools of Brown county, has drafted a
bill to establish township school libraries.
The bill seems quite feasible and might
accomplish a great deal of good. It pro-
vides that the county treasurers shall
transfer from the general .school luna
of the county to each school district an-
nually an amount equal to 10 cents for
each person of school age, residing in the
district. This money is to be used for
purchasing library books, the clerk of
the school board and the teachers em-
ployed In the district are to constitute.
a library committee, the books are to be
selected under the direction of the coun-
ty superintendent and are to circulate
from one district to the other throughout
the county. In this manner the bill
would supply the people with an abund-ance of reading material at a trifling cost.

The benefits of this measure would be
felt especially in the rural districts,
where there are no libraries and rending
matter is scarce.

The state owes $SO,OOO on funding war-
rants borrowed some time ago and this

session's ' expenses will amount to 170.-
--000. The money must be raised some-
where and hence it is easy to see the
importance of Mr. Little's bill, providing

for the issue of $150,000 funding war-
rants.

Mr. "Wolbert's bill. providing for the
discovery of property withheld from
taxation is of considerable interest. It

reads as follows:

Section 1. Contract—The board of coun-
ty commissioners may contract in writ-
ing with any person to assist the proper
officers "in the discovery of property not
listed and assessed as required by law.

Section 2. Compensation—The total
charges, fees and expenses authorized
under section one (1) of this act shall
not exceed 15 per cent of the taxes
paid into the county treasury upon prop-
erty discovered, listed and assessed un-
der the provision of this act. —Section 3 provides for the bonds of the
person employed, and section 4 that the
taxes when collected shall be distributed
in the proper ratio among the various
funds of the county.

The bill Is based on the Towa law, as
it is known. A few days ago a similar
bill was introduced in the Minnesota leg-
islature. •• • -

The Valley City normal school asks
$63,000 for running expenses and improve-
ments.

The Department of Agriculture Has

Plains to Baffle the Droughts

Which May Prove Ac-
ceptable.

CRICAGO, Jan. 21.—A Washington spe-
cial to the Record says: The introduc-
tion into this country of now hardy win-
ter wheats and macaroni varieties means,
according to experts, an increase of at
least 60,000,000 bushels in the yield of the
wheat-growing sections of the great
plains. It means by the introduction of
these drought-resistant cereals the West-
ern and Northern states will produce
great crops.

Heretofore the general wheat. crops of
the plain states have been attended with
a greater or lesser degree of speculation
owing to the constantly recurring
droughts. The United States department

Of agriculture has accordingly made this
matter a serious study and- is now pre-
pared to lend a helping hand. Prof. M.
A. Carleton, the department's wheat ex-
pert, and the most eminent cereal author-
ity in the world, has recently returned
from Europe, where he made an ex-
tensive investigation into the various

' wheats, their cultivation, conditions of
I climate and soil.

In an interview regarding the Introduc-
! tion of new wheats into this country
Prof. Carleton said: "It is clear that one
of the possibilities of expansion -in our
cereal industry lies in the direction of se-

j curing new drought-resistant varieties,
i with which to extend the cereal-produc-

! ing area farther into the semi-arid region

! and to insure crops of larger productions.

HAS DOZEN VARIETIES.

"In my trips through Europe I found
a dozen varieties of red winter and maca-
roni wheats that will be of special bene-
fit to the great plains. Tho macaroni
wheats will be of value to the spring-
wheat growers as well as the winter
wheat, because they can bo grown in
states from North Dakota to Texas, in-
clusive. The idea of increasing the area
of winter wheats is of special value
to lowa and Nebraska. It will enabla
the farmers there to grow winter wheats
In sections where heretofore they could
sucessfully grow only spring varieties.

"The macaroni wheats can also be
gTown in such sections as Arizona, Idaho
and the driest portions of Washington

and Oregon. One important feature
about these wheats is that although they
need some moisture to bring them up
and then one rain later on, afterward
the drier it is it seems the better" for
them at this stage. They do well in re-
gions where the rainfall is from ten to
fifteen inches. Experiments of the de-
partment during the last season In the
West show in some extreme dry locali-
ties where the ordinary wheats only
yield from three to four bushels tho ma-
caroni varieties made an ayemge of fif-
teen to the acre.

WINTER WHEAT FURTHER NORTH.

"The red hard-grained winter wheats
Introduced from Russia by the aep;ut-
ment are for bread Hour. The distinct
purpose of securing these wheats is to
give the people of latitudes such as lowa,

Nebraska, Wisconsin, Minnesota afld
South Dakota a chance to grow winter
wheats. The varieties have been imported

from regions in Russia of piercmg cold

winter winds and will easily resist the
dry cold climate of the states just men-
tioned. In our Northern states, wh^re
winter wheat-growing has seemed im-
possible, the ground is generally very
dry and the winds drive dust away from
the roots of the plants, thereby fcfllmg

them. These varieties introduced will
withstand and flourish under such condi-
tions in these localities.

"These red winter wheats are vjry
hard-grained and are absolutely the very
best bread grains in the world. Unfortu-
nately they are all of the bearded vari-
ety but so long as they are the bsst the
farmers of this country must get used to
them. They are a hardy grower, and as
a rule resistant to rust, although not so
mu-oh so as the macaroni wheat.3. The?e
winter wheats come from Crimea and
North Caucasas, and the very hardiest
and best of all from the province of
Kharkov. I have b-;en in Europe twice,

and spent nearly a year in Russia, where
I carefully studied these wheats ana
know exactly what part of this country
they are most adapted to as concerns cli-
mate and soil.

KANSAS TURKEY WHEAT.
"For about twenty years or more Kan-

*»*.« has been growing a variety called
Turkey wheat. The name is very mis-
leading-, when in reality it is a Crimean
•wheat. Many of the varieties bein* Im-
ported from that country are better than
that they call Turkey wluat in Kansas
That is, they are harder-grained, will
probably make better flour and will Ftand
much harder winters. Because the Kan-
sas faimers have been recently thinking

of sending to Crimea for more of that
wheat do«s not by any means sigmij

that the wheats they have bsen growing

out there are running out or deteriorat-
ing in any way. A number of the scien-
tists have been working on this matter
of the relation of plants to soil and c.i-
iriate, end say it is always a good thing
to bring the seed of the same variety

from another soil and climate every two

or three years. E\vn though you br'ns
wheat from, an Inferior soil and different
climate a change in itself is very good.
There ought to be constant exchanges cf
seed.

"Therefore the fart that these ±s.ansas
fanners aro sending to Crimea, for a '.ot
more of wheat doesn't mean that they
cannot raise good wheat there. They
don't have to do that any more than any
other state, but simply realize the ad-
vantage of Importing fresh seed. They
arc probably getting their seed from the
central part of Crimea, where the climate
is different from the section where their
former supply was secured. Another
thing, the wheat they are getting will
ripen earlier, coming from a latitude
farther south.

"In the course of several years the
yield of the red winter wheats introduced
will, like the genuine Turkey wheats, be
larger to the acre than any other v.-inter
\u25a0wheat. There may be occasionally years
wlien same of the ordinary wheats will

yield more than these, but on the aver-
age, considering the different conditions
of the weather, they will yield most on
account of their hardiness.
EXPERIMENTS IN CROSS-BREED-

ING.
"The department is carrying on numer-

ous experiments of wheat varieties by
cross-breeding and selection. Also a
study of the most important diseases of
wheats are being made with interesting
results. During these experiments thero
have been tested over 1,000 distinct *a-
rietits of wheats gathered from all the
wheat countries of the world. Far future
work perhaps more than 2V) nfnpr varie-
ties will be employed. The object of the
cross-breeding experiments is to produce
for certain localities new varieties that
are either earlier ripening, hardier, more
prolific or more rust resistant than these
now grown; besides such varieties, too,
that cannot be obtained in any other
way.

"in conclusion it may be well to say
that the farmers can only obtain therenew imported wheats in very small quan-
tities through the experiment stations in
the states, as the department will dis-
tribute them through this source."

Prof. Carleton, having spent severalyears in Europe, where these wheats areextensively grown, and investigated the
detailed methods of growing such crops,
will be able to assist the farmers of thiscountry to successful experiments. He
says the people of the old country have
battled with bad conditions of climate
for so many years that now they have
a complete system of agriculture of their
own. They have for centuries been try-
ing to grow wheats in that sort of clim-
ate, and now know best methodi? for
getting best results out of bad conditions.
