coal deposits are also, for the most part,

: heavily interested in the gold districts in

British Columbia, and if they would they

have it in their power to render of little
value, for a time as least, several •ex-
pensive spur lines built for the purpose
of tapping the richest gold regions. "<

Angered by the refusal of the Canadian
Pacific railroad to consider their repre-
sentations, the most influential of the
capital :sts have commenced to treat with
American railroads, and, as they wield

] a tremendous power over th 2govern-
ment, they could easily secure charters
for any road with which an agreement
\u25a0was entered into. Deprived of its pres-
ent monopoly In transportation facilities,

the Canadian Pacfic railroad would sim-

ply be forced to make any concessions
which their antagonists might bs inclined
to extort. Its record in the past proves

to the Canadian Pacific to be an exceed-
ingly stubborn customer, and, as in the
rate war of a few years ago. it might

not yield until too late to secure any
favors.

For many years the road has had the
settlers in the northwest of Canada at
its mercy, and all over the district from
Winnipeg to the coast the present trouble
is being regarded with undisguised de-
light, as a possibe chance for relief, long
delayed, seems to be in sight.

PDGGT SOUND TO MANILA.

A Commercial Line of Steamers to
Be Pat On.

TACOMA, "Wash., Jan. 21.—A commer-
cial line of steamers between Puget Sound
ports and Manila is assured, and a sec-
ond is in immediate prospect. The gov-
ernment is also purchasing immense
freight ships for a regular transport serv-
ice between Tacoma and the Philippines.

The Colonial Steamship Company of
New York announces the establishment
of a monthly steamer service between
Puget Sound and Manila, with the first

J sailing some time in April. The China
Mutual Steamship company, it is said,
Is figuring upon a similar enterprise, and
a definite announcement of another Ori-
ental line from the city is expected in the
near future.

The steamers of the Colonial Steamship
company will compose the first commer-
cial line to be established between the
Pacific coast and Manila, all present lines
being operated by the war department.

• The deal for this line has just been closed
\u25a0with C. T. Bcweringr & Co., Limited, of
London ana New York, by F. W. Smythe,
the government contractor who has sup-
plied thousands of tons of hay an.l grain
to the quartermaster's department Curing
the past two years. Mr. Smythe is a
former well known South Dakotan, hav-
ing for years been engaged in the v-hole-
Bsle grocery business at Bismarck with
th .- late Justus Bragg.

The first steamship to sail will be the
Strathgyle. The transcontinental rail-
roads have arranged to carry freight
from the Atlantic seaboard and the Twin
Cities, and it will be billed through to thePhilippines.

There will be plenty of outgoing cargo,
but coming this way the principal car-goes will be hemp, at least at first. ItIs not expected the steamships will havefull cargoes coming west, at any rate,not until peace has been permanently

This mistake
has occurred on several railroads during
the past year.

THE WOEIDS WARS.
Britain Has Had One for Each Year

of Victoria's Reisn.
London Express.

Few persons wall be surprised to learn
that Great Britain has been a long way
ahead of other European nations in the
great game of war during the present
reign.

The wars, great and small, which tbjs
country has been engaged in number in
the neighborhood of sixty—or almost one
for every year of the queen's reign.

They include big wars such as that on
which we are still engaged—the Crimean
war, the Indian mutiny, the campaigns
of Zulularjd, Afghanistan, Ashantee,
Egypt, the Soudan, China and Eurma,
besides such miscellaneous items as op-
erations in Chitral, the Black mountain,
Tochi and the Mirazal valley. There
have been wars during the present reign
which few persons ever think of. Who
now remembers that we once had a war
with Persia? And yet it is, comparative-
ly, not so long ago. There have been
four Ashantee and three Chinese wars.
These are startling facts, and bring home
to all of us the warlike character of the
Indian race.
It is hardly an exaggeration to say that

British guns have hardly ceased to thun-
der and British bayonets to strike terror
into the enemy in all the sixty-three
years of the reign—sometimes In the
fetid, miasmic swamps of West Africa,
sometimes on the Icy plains of the
Crimea, sometimes on the sandy wastes
of the Soudan, but in whatever quarter
of the globe, with honor.

France and Ru.?sia each have ten cam-
raigns to their credit. The former has
crossed swords with Germany, Austria,
and Russia (the last in alliance with
England and Turkey) in her time, and
has carried the tricolor into Dahomey,
Morocco, China, Mexico, Slam and Mad-agascar, with more or less success.

Russia's luck in war his not been start-
ling. She had to bend the knee in the
Crimea to a combined army of English,
French, Turks and Sardinians, though
she was, however, suc/cessful in the con-
flict with Turkey in 1577. Her Afghan
and Central Asian campaigns have given
her a vast amount of trouble, notably theunpleasantnesses in Khckand in 1875* and
1878.

The Turk is a first-class fighting man,
and the crescent has been almost uni-
formly successful when it has flown in
battle. The first Greek campaign (dur-
ing this region) took place in 1553 and the
last in 1897. but Hellas was humbled
every time. The ottoman empire has also
had troub'.e in Montenegro and Servia,
and has come out on top; and, though
defeated by Russia in 1577, the plucky
fight put up by the Turk will always
be remembered with admiration. It was
an honorable defeat. Spain comes next,
with six foreign wars, the first In Mo-
rocco, in 1859, and the last with the Unit-
ed States, in IS9B.

Austria, Greece and Italy have four
campaigns each; Germany has the same
number, in each of which she was suc-
cessful; and little Denmark brings up the
rear with two. Both conflicts were with
Russia, and in both the bigger nation
won.

The map of the world has been great-
ly altered since the queen ascended the
throne; and, on the whole, Britain has no
reason to regret those changes, for they
have almost Invariably meant expansion
of empire for us. The price of empire
has often been dear, but our gallant
sailors and soldiers, have never grudged
paying in full.
