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J. R. HASTINGS PURCHASES THE
SOUTH ST. PAUL
LINE

A GOOD PRICE WAS PAID

Detalls of the Sale Are Not Made
Public, but Some Extensivs
Additions Are Contem-
plated.

The South St. Paul Belt rallroad has
been sold to Mr. John R. Hastings, of St,
Paul,

For some time past secret negotiations
between Gen. Flower, representing the
Belt railroad owners, and Mr. Hastings
have been in progress, but not until yes-
terday was the deal concluded by the de-
positing of a fat sum of money on the
part of Mr. Hastings to bind the bar-
gain.

It is not known what sum of money
was pald for the property, but it is the
general opinion that the price was a good
one, and that strong parties are associat-
ed with Mr. Hastings wno intend to ex-
tend and develop the property, and that
it means better facilities for the handling
of llve stock and other freights, and per-
haps a general belt system connecting
all of the railway lines.

Mr. Hastings stated last night that for
a time at least the road would be con-
tinued under its present management.

PAN-AMERICAN RATES.

Trunk Line Committee and Central
Trafic Representatives Meet.
NEW YORK, Jan. 23.—The répresenta-
tives of the Central Traffic association
met with the representatives of the
Trunk Line committee here today, and
discussed rates to the pan-American ex-
osition. It is understood that the Cen-
Brul assoclation people came with cer-
fain rates which they hoped to make ef-
fective, but these were opposed by the
Trunk Line agents and others were of-

fered in their place.

The entire day was spent In discussing
the different propositions. An agreement
was finally reached, but the representa-
tives of the Central association stated
that their action would have to be ratl-
fied by the full association before the
rates could become effective.

In the absence of this ratification It
was sald no information would be given
out. The two associations represent all
the lines between this city and Chicago.
The Trunk Line assocliation will hold a
meeting tomorrow, when the report of
the committee will be received and acted
upon. An agreement is believed to have
been reached concerning rates of fares
for soldiers returning from Manila by
way of the Pacific coast, but it was not
made public.

MILLER DOES NOT KNOW

Anything of Reported Lense of the
St. Prul Reosad.

NEW YORK, Jan, 23.—It having been
reported that a lease of the Chicago, Mil-
waukee & St. Paul rallway to the North-
ern Pacific and Great Northern railwass
could be expected at a special meeting
of the St. Paul's directory, Chairman
Roswell Miller, of the St. Paul board,
was asked for the facts. He sald:

“It looks to me like a jobbing yarn. It
comes from a suspicious center. I have
no notice that a spec’al meeting of the
board has been called.”

Bridgicg the Red River.
WINNIPEG, Man., Jan. 23.—Two new

bridges of very substantial character
will at once be built over the Red river,
one by the Canadian Pacific railroad,

and the other by the Canadian Northern
Railway company. The latter company
will also build a railway station in the
center of the city, it is believed. on prop-
erty the company owns near the general
postofiice,

William McKenzie, of McKenzie &
Mann, owners of the Canadian Northern
raflway, was in the city yestc#ay. In
in interview he stated that the Canadian
Northern was now within 140 miles of
Winnipeg, and the line would be com-
Rleted with all speed. Then Manitoha
vill have another competing line to the
great lakes, His company will build
pne of the largest elevators on the Amer-
lcan continent, at Port Arthur, Ont., dur-
ng the comin The cowvtract
has been awarded to J. A. Jameson, of
Montreal. The building will be of 1,500,-
000 bushels capacity, and when completed
will cost $350,000. September is fixed as
the time for completion, so that the
building will be ready for next years
crop.

M. & St. L. Taxes.

PIERRE, S. D., Jan. 23—The Minneap-
olis & St. Louis road has begun suit
against Codington county to prevent the
collection of taxes levied against that
road under the equalization of the state
board last year. Among the allegations
of the road is that the state board gdid
not mcet for the assessment of railroads
on the third Monddy in July, as roguired
by law, but made such assessment at the
meeting in August, when all other prop-
erty was assessed, and further that in

the assessment of railroads, all other
property was equalized first, and rail-
roads nssessed on a basis of equality

with all other property, instead of belng
assessed alone, as required. The matter
of day of assessment is one which will
be watcheG with interest. as it hus been
the general custom to adjourn the scpa-
rate meetings provided for until the Au-
gu,stl ineeting, and do the work all at one
session.

VANCOUVER, B. C., Jan. 23—An ap-
