MPSKOGEE, I. T., Jan. 24.-The Creeii
uprising is growing to dangerous pro-
portions.

Marshall Bennett has just received a
telegram from Bristow announcing ihat
600 armed Creeks stationed two mis
from there are preparing to at ack the
t<wn and pleading for protection from
the marshal. Marshal Bennett and Agent
Shoenfelt are swearing in large numbers

of deputies whom they aie forwarding
to the scene of trouble. It ls no*
feared they will reach the town too late
and the mayor of Bristow has been in-
structed to swear in all the men neces-
sary to protect the town. Sol_ie:s are
being hurried from Foit Reno to the
seat of trouble, but they will not rea: h
Bristow before tomorrow night, as they
will arrive at Henrietta first and go
overland. Indian Agent Shoenfelt will
ark for more help, and it is found that en-
company of cavalry cannot handle the
situation, for the Indians are dividing up
inio bands of 100. Marshal Bennett, with
six deputies is about to leave for Eu-
faula, where Crazy Snake was seen toc"ay
and will attempt his capture. The Snake
band is within three miles of Bristow
and is reported to have whpp»d fvo

\u25a0white men. The Dawes commission ls
fearful for the safety of their party of
appraisers, headed by Representitive
Hackbust, of Leavenworth, Kan., who
are in the "Watumpka district. Nothing
has been heard from them for two days.

CHOCTAWS IN WITH IT.
SOUTH MACALESTER, I. T., Jan. 24.

—Yesterday's reports of an armed uor^s-
lng 'of disaffected Choctaws was fully
confirmed this morning by runners sent
out last night to discover what the In-
dians were up to. The men report a
number of Creek Indians with the Cho -
taws. The Choctaw rebels electel Daniel
Bell as chief, this being part of a pre-
concerted plan made with the Creeks last
fall.

The Creeks who call themselves Snakes
acknowledge the leadership of Crazy
Snake, of the Creeks. They have an or-
ganization perfected in every county of
the nation and claim to have 2,600 mem-
bers enrolled. They have adoptei the
same resolutions as the Creoks, notify-
ing Indians not to rent land to white
men or employ them and have swern to
punish those who violate their law by
giving- fifty lashes on the b:tre back for
the first offense, ears cut oft for the sec-
ond and death for the third. They ride
about in small s-iua!s, wll arrccd. TIC/
wlll not talk to whites or others whom
they suspect of being a°ainst them. The
leaders have picked their men and have
been secretly arming' for some fine. It
is reported that there is to be a big con-
ference Saturday, but the place is be-
ing kept secret. The Choctaws are en-
camped eisht miles northeast of this city,

where they have been in continuous con-
sultation for the past two days.

DESPERATE PRISONERS.
OVERCOME GUARDS IN MEXICAN

PRISON AXD ESCAPE.
MEXICO CITY, Jan. News has

been received from Acapulco of a partly
successful attempt made by desperate
prisoners confined in Castle Sandk;go to
effect their escape. Recently the guard
was replaced by a detachment of a-tl-
lerymen under Lieut. Trujlllo and t'rse
prisoners noted that the force had been
somewhat diminished. A few of the
bolder spirits suggested that th;y at-
tempt to overpower the guards at an hour
jvhen the gates were all open and the
;ilot was carried into effect by a simul-
taneous rush on the sentinels who, taken
by surprise, were unable to prevent the
exit of the prisoners who poured into the
streets. A sentinel stationed en the
poof of the castle, with a repeating rifle,
Wiled several of the escaping prisoners
and wounded others. Panic spread
through the city as the prisoners fled In
every direction, but most of them were
captured and several returned volun-
tnrily. Seven are known to have fled
to the country.

TOPEKA. Kan., Jan. 24.—Mrs. Carrie
Nation left Enterprise tonight lor Hope,
Kan., wrure she will hold a meeting of
the temperance women tomorrow after-
noon. From there she will go to Kansas
City, Kan., Saturday, and will begin the
usual operations there. There axe two
saloons in Hope, which is a small vil-
lage twenty-two miles pouth of Enter-
prise, and the liquor people there are ter»
ror stricken at the knowledge of her
coming.

A special dispatch from Enterprise,
Kan., tonigr/t, says the wrecking of the
saloon is complete, not a whole bottle
remaining in the place.

Mrs. Nation has had Mrs. Schilling1.
the saloonkeeper's wife, who assaulted
her today, arrested on a county warrant.
She told Mrs. Schilling she would forgive
her if she b?gged her pardon. The
saloonkeeper's wife refused, whereupon
Mrs. Nation said she would send her
to the penitentiary. Mrs. Nation has
sent for County Attorney Smith to bring
criminal proceedings against Mrs. Schill-
ing and says fhe will prosecute her to
the utmost.

ENTERPRISE, Kan., Jan. 24.—A street
fight occurred here today betwoen
women, led, on one side by Mrs. Carrla
Nation, the saloon wrecker, and on the
other by Mrs. John Schilling, wife ot
the manager of the saloon wrecked yes-
terday. Mrs. Schilling was backed by a
dozen female friends.

BEAR AND LION
BAY FALL OUT

TWO BRITISH BATTLESHIPS SAID
TO BE IT«D<ER ORDERS

FOR CHINA.
PORTSMOUTH, Eng., Jan. 24.—1t is

asserted here that the British first-class
battleships,'Ocean and Canopus, have
been ordered to hurry to Chinese waters
from the Mediterranean in connection
with the dispute with Russia over the
Elliott and Blonde islands.

BERLIN, Jan. 24.-The German for-
eign office confirms the reports that 20.0C0
Chinese troops have appeared near the
French sphere, but it is asserted tb.it
thus far they have shown no signs of
hostility.

The call made by the German minister
to China, Dr. Munn von Schwerzensteia,
upon Prince Chun, is exp:air.ed to have
been a mere act of courtesy.

Six thousand leather cushions are go-
ingl to the German troops in China to be
affixed to knapsacks with a view of
preventing soreness during marches.

Count von Waldcrsee, in a dispatch to
the war department from Pekin, dated
Jan. 21, rays:

"There are many bands of robbers in
the province of Chi Li. The British lost
two men white engaging the robbers near
San Ilalkwan."

He alludes to three German columns
moving through the province.

TIEN TSIN, Jan 23.—Preparations are
being made in Tien Tsin to make it thtf
military basis for the coming spring anl
summer, when it Is believed a majority
of the troops in Peklu will encamp m
this neighborhood, preparatory to grad-
ual debarkation.

Great quantities of ice are being stored
and options are being obtained upon a
majority of the large buildings in the
foreign concessions.

RICHARDSON MURDER.
MILLIONAIRE'S"WIDOW REFISES TO

SIGN HER PREVIOVS TESTIMONY.
SAVANNAH, Mo., Jan. 24.—A startling

revelation in the Richardson murder case
came to light last night, when Prosecut-
ing Attorney Boher took the evidence
given before the coroner's jury by Mrs.
Addie Richardson, widow of Frank Rich-
ardson, the millionaire merchant, to the
Richardson home to have her swear to
it. He was met with a flat refusal on
the part of the defendant. "Iwill neither
swear to or sign that statement," she
said, when the typewritten copy was
handed to her. The statement was not
given her to be sworn to before on ac-
count of her illness, and the attorneys
had her statement typewritten before
submitting it to her. The attorneys for
both sides of the Richardson case, which
will come up for a hearing before Justice
J. B. Magors tomorrow, claim to have
startling evidence to produce at»the pre-
liminary hearing. A petition of more than
3,000 names will be presented to the coun-
ty court Feb. 3 asking it to offer a re-
ward of $500 for the arrest of the mu>
derer.

PETTIGREW SAYS THE DAWES

COMMISSION IS CORRUPT AND
EXTRAVAGANT

SHARP TILT IN THE HOUSE

WHEELER HAS A SHADE OVER
FOSS REGARDING BRYAN

AND HANNA

NEW WAR REVENUE MEASURE

Senate Finance Committee Reports
a Complete Substitute fop the

Bill iim It Came Over From

the lIoiiNC.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 24.—The senate
today devoted the day to the Indian ap.
propriation bill and made only fa'.r prog,
ress. The chief feature of the debatewas a sharp attack by Mr. PeUigiew
on the Dawes commission, which he :-aid
was extravagant and was accomplUhi.ig
little in the way of results. An inter-
esting announcement made by him was
that he did not purpose to filibuster
against any bill. The shipping bU was
not taken up, but tomorrow will witn:ss
a speech on it by Mr. Depew. It th'ea
will give way to appropriation bills, Mr.P'rye saying today he did not wish iodelay them. At the opening today the
senate adopted the Pettigrew resolucion
concerning the reported deportation oi A.
Mabini, a citizen of the Philippines, to
Guam.

During the consideration of the appro-
priation for Indian schools, Mr. Butler
said he had visited such schools ana ob-
served that there were present taking ad-
vantage of the bensfits children who we.-e
not Indians and he asked what propor-
tion of Indian blood was necessary to
secure admission to such school;.

Mr. Pettigrew (S. D.) expressed f:e
opinion that the whole Indian school sys-
tem ought to be overhauled. He was
inclined to believe that many Indian
schools in the East might fce.ter te abol-
ished, and in this connection he referred
to the Carlisle (Pa.) school.

"CORRUPT AND EXTRAVAGANT."
Mr. Pettigrew made a vigorous attack

upon the Dawes Indian commission, as-
serting that there was no more cor.upt
or extravagant body in the s :rvice of
the United States than that commission.
He attacked particularly the increase
from $30,000 to $300,<XX) of the appropria-
tion for the commission. He believed
the work done by the apprai-ers of the
Indian lands could be done lor 10 per
cent of what the government was pay-
ing for it.

Mr. Pettigrew offered an amendment
providing that the Dawes commission
shall file an itemized statement o:' i-s
expenditures to Jan. 1, 1901, and annuilly
thereafter. The amendment was ac-
cepted, and an amendment making the
total appropriation for the commission
$324,000 was adopted.

Mr. Wellington then at 5:30 p. m. forced
an adjournment by raising a point of no
quorum.

TALKED NAVA"L BILL.
The house today considered the naval

appropriation bill all day and completed
it with the exception of one paragraph.
The item for increase of the navy will
remain as reported, namely, two battle-
ships and two cruisers. Some oppcsN
tion was manifested to any injreate of
the navy and Mr. Cannon (111.) sounded
a note of warning as to the s^ze of our
annual appropriations and a:l«"e.l lh..t
with the present appropriation 53200 0,000
would have been spent on our new navy
and we should stop.

Mr. Rlxey said that, if the tu ldin?
of the navy was rushed along at an in-
ordinate rate, in a few years new in-
ventions might make many of our new-
ships obsolete. He was in favor of ko-

ing slower.
Mr. Wheeler (Dem., Ky.), replying to

Mr. Rixey, contended that the Demo-
cratic party always had been in iavor
of a strong navy.

"Is the gentleman aware," interposed

Mr. Foss, "that William J. Bryan, en the
floor of this house, in 1880, opposed Ihe
further construction of ships?"

ROLAND FOR HIS OLIVER.

"William J. Bryan," retorted Mr.
Wheeler, "is a great, pure and able
Democrat, but he is not the Democratic
party." (Republican laughter and cries
of, "We thought he was.")

"That statement exciter merriment on
the Republican side of the house," ex-
claimed Mr. Whee:er, "bacau?e men who
recognize as their party shibboleth ami
main spring of action the will of one
Marcus Aurelius Hanna cannot under-
stand how Democrats can recognize a
great and distinguished citizen and lead-
er and at the same time differ with him
on questions of policy."

Mr. Cannon, Chairman of the appropria-
tions committee, said he was for a suf-
ficient navy, but when it was sufficient
he was in favor of stopping. Since 18S3,
when the new navy began to be built,
$227,000,000 had been appropriated for
ships (including the provisions in the

bill) but not including $83,000,000 still dU3
on contracts.

NO PROFANITY.
To Mr. Wheeler, who interrupted him

to inquire to whom the credit for the in-
auguration- of the new navy was due,
Mr. Cannon replied, rather 'impatiently
that the country at large did not caro
"three hurrahs in a hot place" to whom
the creait belonged. He was interestedin results. (Laughter and applause.)

Mr. Cannon said he Old not think con-
gress had appropriated too much for the
navy, but he did not think the United
States needed the largest navy in the
world. We would not be called upon to
fight England. Her American possessions
.along our northern border constituted a
bond of r.eace. But we needed a strorg
navy. We have the Philippines and we
are going: to keep them. We could notget rid ot them if we desired to. But we
did not want a larger navy than was
needed and after the ships now author-
ized and- to be authori?ed by this bill
had been completed, he thought the timeto stop would have arrived.

"W'ith .m53,000,00T of appropriations, in-
cluding provision for the sinking fund,
now in sight, for the coming fiscal year,"
said he, in conclusion, 'ar.d as we are to
reduce taxation, we should inquire dili-
pently into all these matters and not go
beyond that which is necessary for the
protection, giory and honor of the coun-try." (Applause.)

Mr. Fo<T3, chairman of the naval com-
mittee, defended the act of the com-
mittee. The naval construction bureau
had estimated for the authorization otthirty-two ships and the secretary of
the navy eleven. ' He admitted the
action of the committee in recominenuncr
the authorization of four vessels was
both moderate and just.

After completing the bill with the ex-ception of a single paragraph, the houseat 5:30 p. m. adjourned.

REDUCTION OF $40,000,000.
Senator Aldrich, chairman of the sen-

ate committee on finance's, today report-
ed the war revenuo reduction bill back
to the senate. The committee reports a
complete substitute for the bill as it pass-
ed the house. Senator. Aldrich made a
statement explaining the changes, whichare as follows:

Stamp taxes repealed: Promissory
notes, mortgages, bills o£ Irding for ex-port, power of attorney, protest charterparty certificates of all kinds, le.ises,
warehouse receipts, telegraphic dispatch-es, telephonic messages, passage ticketscosting less than $30; t-Xpress receipts.
freight receipts, bonds, except bonds cfindemnity; legacies to religious, charit-
able, litorary or educational institutions.bpecial taxes repealed: Commercial
Drokers.

Taxes reduced: Conveyances insur-ance, bankers, capital, proprietary medi-
cines, cigars, tobacco and beer.

The statement says that having al-ways In view the revenue requirements
of the government the purpose of the
committee has been to repeal such of the
taxes Imposed by the war revenue act
of 1898 as are most annoying and bur-
densome to taxpayers, to retain such cj3
would be kept as a permanent part ofour revenue system, or, at least, retaineduntil all war taxes can be repealed, and
to reduce others as fairiv and equitab'y
as possible by some general plan of reduc-
tion.

Taking the statement of the treasury
as a basis the reduction of revenue ef-
fected l>y the bill will oe nearly SM.OCO,-
--000, a reduction somewhat less than wns
produced by tha bill as ic passed the
house of representatives.

The committee's substitute provisions
in regard to cigars, tobacco, beer, etc.,
are as follows:

That on and afteft- July 1, 1901, there-
shall be allowed a discount of 25 per
centum on all sales by- collectors to brew-
ers and manufacturers or tobacco and
snuff upon the stamps provided tor thepayment of internal revenue tax andupon beer and manufactured tobacco and
snuff. Provided, that the discount al-
lowed to brewers upon beer stamps shall
be in lieu of discount of 7% per centum
allowed hy the act Of -June 33, ISiIS.

The effect is to reduce the beer tax
to $1.50 per barrel, and on snuff 9 cents
a pound.

There is a general reduction of the tax
on insurance policies and renewals.

The rate on conveyances, including'
deeds to land, is materially reduced.

The tax on bankers is fixed at the rate
of $1 on each 1,000 of capital and surplus
used by them.

Section 20 of the existing law pertain-
ing to proprietary articles, including-
drugs, perfumeries, etc., is practically
rewritten.

Most of the articles upon which the
existing tax is repealed were included in
the house list, the difference being that
the senate committee's list is not so long
or numerous as that of the house. Among
the taxes the house removed entirely, but
upon which the senate committee did not
act, and which therefore remain, are the
following: Custom house brokers, prop-
rietors of theaters, circuses and other
places of - amusement, bank checks,
drafts or bills of exchange, both inland
and foreign money orders, brokers' con-
tracts and manifests for custom house
entry. All these taxes are left as in the
existing law.

THE NEW ARMY BILL.
Chairman Hull, of the house military

affair's committee, thus sums up the es-
sential points of the army reorganization
bill upon which an agreement was reach-
ed yesterday by the conferees of the
two houses: <

The artillery organization is adopted,
with a chief of artiilery, who will servo
on the staff of the general commanding
the army; the battery becomes the unit
of artillery organization.

COWES, Tsle of Wight, Jan. 25, 1:25 a.
m.—So hampered have been the rrange-
ments at Osborne that the body of QueenVictoria still lies in the bedroom where
she died. The elaborate decorations
necessary in turning the dining room at
Osborne house into a chapel ardente oc-
cupied so much.time that although viva
royal household waited hour after hour
for the first private service it was foundimpossible to hold this yesterday. All
being well, however, the functions will
"be performed this (Friday) morning by
the bishop of Winchester in the presence
of King Edward, Emperor William aivl
almost every member of the royal fami'y.
The coffin was broughtVto Osborne last
evening and was taken through the
queen's private gate, which had not been
previously used since her death. Em-
peror William was the first person to see
it. The coffined body will be transferred
this morning to the dining room, now
hung with deep purple. The dais is
wreathed with the royal standard and
on each side are great candles. Madon-nas by famous painters hang on the
draped walls. On every corner wreaths
from all parts of the world crush' the
blossom one against the other. The most
beautiful of these are from Empsror
Wi'.liam and Fmpress Augusta Victoiia.
Around the coffin chairs are arranged
for the royal mourners. Lord Pelham
Clinton authorizes the statement that
there willbe no lyingin state. However
there is good reason to believe that many
persons will ba afforded the privilege ofpeeing their dead queen as siie lies iiv
the gorgeously transformed dining room,
where she will remain until Feb. 1. In
the hope that this may be the case the
people are already pouring- into Cowes.
Tf they are disappointed in this respect
they will at any event be rewarded by
witnessing a great naval display.

THOUSANDS OF TELEGRAMS.
Yesterday King Edward replied to

thousands of messages he has received
To those from rulers and great person-
ages he replied in person. To those from
minor dignitaries he commanded hisequerry to return thanks. A particularly
grateful message went to President Me-
Kinley.

The new queen moved ceaselessly
around yesterday, seeing that everything
-was being done in order. She refused to
allow herself to be called queen. "Yourmajesty," said one of her entourage.
"Your royal highness, you mean," was
the immediate interruption. It was ehisf-
ly due to Queen Alexandra's desire todesign carefully the minutest details of
the mourning chapel that services were
not held yesterday.

The German imperial yacht Hohen-
zollern is expected to arrive at 4 this
cfternoon with Emperor William's suite.

In. response to an inquiry by the cor-
respondent of the Associated Press, Lord
Pelham'Clinton denied the truth of thereported intention of Emperor William
to return to Germany today.

The Duke of Chartres arrived this
evening from Paris and will remain to
attend the funeral.

EDWARD GOES TO OSBORNE.

Clieers for Hie Majesty as He Pamed
Throngli London.

LONDON, Jan. 24.—King Edward, es-
corted by a squadron of the horse guards
and accompanied by the Duke of York,
Prince Christian of Schleawig-Holstsiri,'
the Duke of Saxe-Coburg and Gotha ani
others, left Marlborough hou~e at 11
o'clock to take the train for Osborne.

A royal salute, in celebration of his
majesty's accession, was fired at noon in
St. James' park.

The crowds still thronged th3 str.e.
through which his majesty passed and
the great cheering was in strong contr.iS r.
with the silence which greeted his ma-
jesty's arrival in London.

Orders have been issued to the chan
nel squadron and all other available
ships to assemble at Spithead Feb. 1, th s
date of the removal of Queen "Victoria's
body from Osborne. It is understood
that the warships will form a double In.'
through which the royal yacht bearing
the body will pass.

\amed Prince of Wales.
LONDON, Jan. 24.—An extraordinary

Gazette publishes an order in council
"that it is expected that all persons upon
the present occasion, the death of her late
majesty of blessed and glorious lr.em-
ory, will put themselves into deepes:
mourning."

Another order in council substitutes
"king" for "quee/i"' and "Edwa d ' for
"Victoria." It also inserts "our gracious
queen, Alexandra, George, Duke of Corn-
wall and York, and the Duchess of Corn-
wall and York."

The fact that the court goas Into
mourning for a year and the further
fact that the public is enjoined to S3
into the "deepest'.' mourning lead to the
supposition that the coronation will not
occur until 1902.

The instruction that the Duke of York
is to be named in the prayer book "Du'<e
of Cornwall" seems to throw light upon
the much debated question of tha heir ap-
parent's title. It was supposed that the
title "Prince of Wales," Which belongs
only to a son born of the king- wojll

be conferred upon the Duke of York by
royal patent; but the Gazette announce-
ment seems to indlcats that ths will
not be done and that the Duke of York
will henceforth be known as the Duke
of Cornwall.

King Edward VII. has been proclaim-

COWES, Jan. 24.—An expectant crowd
lined Trinity pier as the royal >aeht Al-
berta, with King Edward on board, turn-
ed the point and the first gun of the royal
salute thundered from the British war-
ship Australia. All the fl2gs hither.o
half-masted were hauled down, marking
the suspension of mourning until the
king had landed. The depressing su.-
roundings were somewhat lightened by
the presence of the naval ani military
staffs in brilliant uniforms.

The king landed at 2:45 p. m. In ac-
knowledgment of the silent greetings ot
the people he frequently raised his hat.
He came ashore with the Duke of Con-
naught and drove to Osborne house,
where Emperor William met him at the
gates and warmly greeted him.

Immediately after the king landed the
flags were again half-masted.

His majesty was somewhat careworn,
but otherwise appeared to be in excellent
health. During the crossing he was
bu3ily engaged with state dispatches and

..telegrams of sympathy and indicating re-
plies.

Emperor "William's movements are not
settled. He will attend the funeral, but
perhaps will first return to Germany.

The imperial yacht Hohenzollern, with
the crown of Germany, Frederick Wil-
liam, on board, arrives here tomorrow.

FUNERAL, OF THE QLEEN.

Will Be an Imposing Pageant From
Windsor Oa*tle, Feb. 2.

COWES, Isle of Wight, Jan. 24.—1t has
been decided that the funeral of the
queen will take place at Windsor castle
Feb. 2. The body of the 'late queen will
be removed from Osborne house Feb. 1.
It was the expressed desire of the queen
that the funeral should ba military in
character. Several officials arrived from
Windsor this morning; bringing the state
rcs/Uia. It was carried in a bag. A naval
salute of twenty-one guns was fired here
at noon today in honor of King Richard
VII.

LONDON, Jan. 25.—1t Is understood
that the passing of the body of the late
Queen Victoria through London will be
an imposing pageant, and tfiat members
of the houses of lords and commons will
be invited to follow the body. At the
same time there seems to be some appre-
hension lest a change of directions should
omit London entirely from the pro-
gramme.

The Daily Telegraph claims for London
a right to share in the obsequies, and de-
clares that nothing but the deceased's
own wishes should prevent this.

The funeral has been delayed to ena-
ble all the several representatives to
arrive at "Windsor in time. It Is an-
nounced that Grand Duke Serglus and
the grand duchess will come from Russia
to be present at the ceremony.

MANILA,Jan. 24.-Gen. MacArthur hasordered the deportation to the United"
States of George T. Rice, editor of theDaily Bulletin, a marine Journal. liiewwill sail on the Pennsylvania next Mon-day. The order characterizes him as a"dangerous incendiary and a menace to
the military situation."

Rice's offense was the publication of al-legations that Lieutenant Commander
William Braunersereuther, captain of theport, had charged excessive pilotage andmoorage fees, a percentage of which he
had kept for himself.

The report of Maj. Mills, Inspector gen-
eral, who investigated the allegations
completely exonerated the captain o' theport and indicted the sailors an 1 mer.
chants who had given him information,
who had been misled in figuring the ratesupon the net instead of the gross ton-nage, the latter being specified under theSpanish laws.

Rice was summoned to the oftic> of thegovernor general's military secretary und
was called upon to promise that he would
publish no more such articles, lie cle-
clined to give such a pledge, but insisted
that the article was truthful, and took
up a defiant attitude when threatened
with deportation.

The deportation order was then issued
and Rice is now awaiting the departure
of the Pennsylvania. When seen In jail
today he reiterated his statement that
the charges were true, and declared that
in any event the severity of the case was
unmerited.

Rice came originally from Red Wing,
Minn., and was formerly a member cf the
Minnesota volunteers.

George T. Rice was a member of Com-
pany G, Thirteenth Minnesota. He is
about twenty-one, as he enlisted when
eighteen years of ape. An effort wan
made to secure some information about
him at Red Wing last night Without suc-
cess.

A member of Company D was seen last
nisrht who knew young Price. He saya
the Red Winpr boy was a bright and :
ular fellow. "When the regiment returned
ta the United States. Price remained in
Manila and entered into partnership
with another American" named Ney toengage in a newspaper enterprise. The
Company D man was not surprised that
the charges which Price made in his pa-
per found their way Jnto print, because
even when the Thirteenth regiment waa
In Manila there were reports of this kind
in circulation. Hs doubts the Justice
which is sending Price back to the Unit-
ed States.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 24.—A cablegram
received today by the naval department
from Admiral Remey, at Remey, an-
nounces the departure of the hospital
ship Solace for Guam, with ten Filipino
political prisoners, deported by order of:
