Excellent work has been
dene on the case by Chief O’Connor and
Capt. Clark with able assistance from the
Minneapolis officials, it being one of the
most important as well as difficult arrests
that has been made by local cfficials for
many years,

THEIR PLANS WORKED WELL.

The plans that were so secretly laid
by the two criminals under the very eyes
of the jail attendants were perfectly car-
ried out.

The brother Harold, who 1Is
also implicated in the latest act, {3 but
ninetecn years cld. Jensen is at central
police station, and a confederate, whose
name has not been given out, is under
police surveiilance.
