RECORD OF THE WEEK'S PLAY

Dunbar Was Chiefly Imstrumental
in Keeping the Trophies in
St. Paul — Points
Today.

Looking over the week of the honsplel,
the first thing that attracts attenticn is
the wonderful showing made by the rink
skipped by Beb Dunbar, the famous ex-
Winnipegger. Counting byes, this rink
won sixtecn games, lost one and default-
ed one. This is a surprising record, and
has only been equaied by the same skip,
who has duplicated the performancs= in
‘Winnipeg and Pert Arthur bonspiels. He
scored almost {wice as many points as
the rinks opposed to him, and only twice
were double figures registered against
him.

Huffman, of the Thistles of Winnipeg,
was the next best skip, losing but three
games and winning ecight. In two of
these he was Beaten by Dunbar, and in
the prelimipary of the Pfister he lost to
Ripley by This defeat can be ex-
plained in part by the fact that the Win-
nipeggers went from the depot to the
rink after an eighteen-hour journey, in
\\:hich no sleep was secured by the trav-
elers.

of rote that all the for-

eigners were knocked out before the
finals were reached. 1In this Dunbar and
the Soo »inks; were principally instru-
mental. The 0 men made a most me-
teoric start, and during the first two
days of . the ‘spiel knocked out crack
rinks with unfailing regularity. The

fast pace told, however, and toward the
last they fell on almost every game. Next
vear thesc plavers will make it hot for
the best them, and may easily win
one or more of the trophies.

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AMERICAN BASEBALL LEAGUE
5 WHICH IS AT WAR WITH

THE NATIONAL

DUFFY TO MANAGE BREWERS

His Services Are Claimed by Beoston,
but He Says He Has Consulted
an Atterney and Will
Stay in Milwaukee. -

CHICAGO, Jan. 21.—On the eve of
the American league meeting to perfect
its organization for the coming basebali
season, to formally complete the signing
of the ten-year agreement, and to turn
over in trust to President Johnson the
ground leases and 51 per cent of the stock
of the eight clubs in the league, the
American league magnates made a publc
statement today. It deals with the
causes and conditions which led to the
present strained relations between the
American league and the National league.

President Ban Johnson stated. tonight
that he had written N. E. Young, of the
National league, telling him why the
American league must ask modifications
in the national agreement, and gave
out a letter sent to the latter, enumerai-
ing these reasons. He stated that Presi-
dent Hart. of the Chicago club, had
agreed to present the arguments ef the
American league at the National league
meeting in December. At first it was
thought Mr. Hart had not done so. Mr.
Johnson asserted that later he found that
Mr. Hart has keph his promise, but that
the National league had absclutely re-
fused to consider any proposition fer a
friendly conference.

PROPOSED A CONFERENCE.

The following is a copy of the letter
sent by Ban Johnson to Nick Young Oct. .
31, when President Young telegraphed
for the annual payment for protection
under the national agreement:

“Your telegram was received.
in reply that I should write you con-
cerning the matter. The plan of the
American league to occupy Eastern ter-
ritory has been well defined, and I think
the men of the Naticnal league thorough-
ly understand our position in the mat-
ter.

“For two yvears we have been menaced
by the possible formation of a league
hostile to our interests, and a detriment
in many ways to organized baseball. This
annual agitation iz hurtful, and we pro-

I wired

, bose to so shape our organization as to

checkmate it in the future.

“In extending c¢ur circuit to the far
East, it is unreascnable to assume we
could continue along the old lines pre-
scribed by the national agreement, New
corditions must aiter in part our rela-
tions with the National leaguc. This is a
matter T have discussed informally w.th
some of your members.

“It was suggested by Mr. Hart that a
committee from the American league
confer with a committee from the Na-
tional league relative to the purchase of
the baseball plants at Washington and
Baltimore. Other matters can be con-
sidered and adjusted at that meeting.
The club members of the American
league are unalterably opposed to a con-
tinuation of the drafting system. We
cannot renew our obligations under the
present agreement. Should complications
arise, they will be of National league
making. If fairness and common sense
prevail, there can never be any friction
between the National and American

league."

DUFFY TO MANAGE MILWAUKEE.

Hugh Duffy, captain of the Boston Na-
tional league club last season, arrived
here Saturday night. He will leave the
National league to 2ssume the manage-
ment of the Milwaukee American league
team, replacing Connie Mack, who is
slated for the managership at Philadel-
phia this season. The Cleveland, Mil-
waukee, FPhiladelphia, Washington and
Raltimore representatives arrived tonignt,
making a full cemplement, except for
Boston, represented by proxy, the names
of its backers being withheld for the

present. In speaking of his switch to
the American league, Manager Duffy
said:

“I had my first interview with Matt
Killilea tonight, and I go to Milwaukee
to manage a winning team if possible.
Mr. Soden asserts that the Boston club
has an option on my services for this
season. I just finished a two years' con-
tract at Boston. The option is the cus-
tomary National league reservation
clause, and I receivtd no bonus except
$600 for captaining the Boston team last
season. I consulted a lawyer and was
told to go ahead and better myself if
possible, That, 1 think, I am doing,
Boston is ripe for a second team, and I
predict sugcess for the club there.”

Chicago—The first contributions toward
a fund for the pe:manent memorial in
Chicago to Queen Victoria were made
tonight at the services held in the Irinity
Episcopal church. A large sum was
realized, which will be held by the treas-
ucer of Trinity church until the character
and the form of the memo:ial is decided
upon.

New York—The new American freight
steamer Hawaiian, of the new American-
Hawaiian Steamship company, sailed on
Ler maiden trip from this port yester-
day fer San Francisco and Honoiulu.
The Hawaiian is in command of Capt.
Ranefield, and is the second of the line’s
new vessels to leave this pert. Monthly
sailings will follow with the new steam-
ers Oregon:an, Californian, American,
Alaskan and Arizonan.

San Francisco—A committee appointed
by the alumni of Stanford uriversity to
ascertain the confidential and other rea-
scns for the enforced resignation of Dr.
Fdward Ross, head of the department
of soclal science last November, has
completed its labor. The report sums
up the controversy with the conclusion
that the action of Mrs. Stanford in ask-
ing the dismissal of Dr. Ross involved
no infringement of the right of free
speech.

FOREIGN NEWS NOCTES.

Hull, England—Another death from the
plague has occurred among the members
of the crew of the British steamer Fri-
ary, which left Alexandria, Deec. i8, via
Alglers, Dec. 21, for this port.

Paris—The French minister of marine,
M. de Lanessan, has ordered the armored
cruiser Dupuy de Lome to represent
I'rance at the naval assemblage off Spit-
head, on the occasion of the removal of
Gueen Victoria’s bedy from Osborne to
Portsmouth next Friday.

Paris—Recently Le Petit Sou, a Social-
ist journal, announced that it was pre-
pared to sell guns to its subscribers at a
very moderate figure, being persuaded
that an armed nation was indispensable
to the welfare of the republic and the
country. The government watched the
proceeding for a week, and finally de-
cided that a depot of arms was not safe
in the hands of those who are only too
willing to attempt a coup d’etat, and
seized the entire lot.

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WU TING -FANG SUGGESTS THAT
CLERGY DO NOT PRACTICE
THEIR PREACHING

FORMER MINNEAPOLIS DIVINE

Taken to Task by.the Chinese Min-
ister for a Recent Sermen
- Criticising the Am-
bassador,

PHILADELPHIA, | Jan. 27.--Wu Ting
T'ang, China's minister plenipotentiary to
the United States, replied to his ecrities
today in the course of milecture on “‘Con-
fucius and Mencius,” .delivered hzfere
the Soctety of Ethical Culture, at Agri-
cultural hall. Evefy #vallable inch of
both seating and standing room was oc-
cupled by an audieneg attracted by the
protest and criticisms raised by Minister
YWu's recent utterances in New York
city on the subject of Christianity, lsten-
¢ i with much interest to the speaker.
" ie Chirese minieter's statements were,
rowever, extremely conservative. 8.
Purns Weston, director of the society,
‘ntreduced Mindster Wu, who said:

* Twenty-four centuries have rolled hy
: 21 ce Confucius walked this earth. F's
i: iuence is as great today among his
countrymen as it ever was before. Never
was his name held in greater venervation
than it is now. Throughout the length
and hreadth of the Chinese empire every-
where are temples erected in his mem-
ory. Eevery school boy acknowledges
him as the supreme teacher of the Ch'-
nese race. His spirit pervades a naticn
of 400,000,000, and his word is recognized
as law to the most august emperor on
the throne, as well as to the meanest
peasant at the plow. Thus is Confucius
enthroned in the hearts of his country-
men.

‘“I'te address on Confucius I delivered
last month in Carneg’~ “all, New York,
has aroused a grcat ! of comment.
It is a source of gratii. ..ilon to me that
remarks made on th:t occasion have
elicited comments from the American
prese, which have beca generally very
favorable, and also expressions of opin-
ion from persons in different parts of the
country. But, on the other hand, I have
seen ‘n the newspapers some adverse
criticisms on my address from a number
of clergymen. But lest a false impres-
sion may have gone forth in regard to
my address, I take. this opportunity to
say a few werds abeut; it by way of ex-
planation.” 1ot
TAKES UP/DR. HOYT.

Minister Wu then quoted an extract
from the sermon of the Rev. Dr. Way-
land Hoyt, of this city,.in which the lat-
ter spoke of Li Hu Chang's high
tribute to the work ‘of Christian ms-
slonaries in China and asked what reply
the Chinese minister could make.

“Dr. Hoyt has do e me, though doubt-
lessly unwittingly, .a great injustice,”
continued Wu Ting Fang. “Since he
wants a reply I have .no hesitation in
giving him one. I’Vim}’orse every word
that Earl Li has sald on the subject of
foreign missionaries, as cited by the doc-
tor. To prove that I am sincere in what
I say, I beg to refer;the doctor to the ad-
dress I delivered in Dgcember last be-
fore the American Academy of Political
Science in Philadelphia, on the ‘Causes
of the Unpopularity of Foreigners in
China.” I suppose the doctor had not
read this address, or, if he had read it,
he had forgotten it. In any case I would
not believe that an eminent divine could
be capable of purpesely misrepresenting
us.

“Again Dr. Hoyt and some other
clergymen from their acddresses seemed
to think that I charged all missionaries
with crying out for vengeance. Let me
read the exact words I used. ‘Love your
enemy is Christ’s command, but at this
moment some Chrislian missipnaries
are crying ocut for veygeance and blocd-
shed.” Note that I used the word ‘some.’

*“1 am ineclined to th.nk that the reasen
why some clergymen, and I am glad. to
say there are not many, took cffense at
what I said in my address on Con.ucism
in that I took the liberty of instituting a
comparison between Confucism and
Christianity which they supposed wus
done to the disparagement of the latter.
There was certanly ng intention on my
part to make an attack upon Christian-
ity. Surely, it is no diseredit to say that
Christianity is too high and elevated for
frail humanity, and that all Christlans
are not acting up to its tenets, just as it
is no éisgrace to acknowledge that the
Confucicnists in China do not live up to
the teackings of Confuclus.

ARRANGED BY LATE QUEEN.

Detailed Arrangements for Her Own
Funeral Planned.

COWES, 1sle of Wight, Jan. 28.—The
preparation for the naval display oif
Spithead has not yet been prepared, but
it is nmow understood that the Brftish

‘ﬂeet will extend in a single line, following

the northside of the navigable channel
from Cowes to Spithead, and thence off
Portemouth, while the foreign warships
will follow a corresponding line on the
south side. It is believed that the body
of Queen Victoria will be removed from
Osborne at 3 o'clock Friday afternoon
and will be conveyed on" board the Al-
berta, escorted by eight torpedo boats,
and followed by all the royal yachts, and
probably the Hohenzollern. The body
will remain on the Aiberta for the night
and be taken to London Saturday morn-
ing. It is understood that the queen left
the most detalled instructions regarding
the disposal of her body and the attend-
ant ceremonies. She is said to have ex-
pressed a wish that Popin's and Men-
delssohn’s funeral  marches should be
performed in place of the “Dead March
in Saul.”

Sultan Remembered Him, Too.

CONSTANTINOPE, Jan. 27.—The spe-
cial service held at the German church
in Constantinople today on the anni-
versary of the birth of Emperor William
was followed by the inauguration in Hyp-
podrome sqguare of the fountain presented
by the kaiser, the ceremony taking place
in the presence of the members of the
German embassy and many high officials,
as well as deputations from the German
training ships Moltke and Lorely, for-
merly the Mohican.

Turkish troops were massed around the
square and there was a large concourse
of spectators. The ceremony was im-
posing.

Abdul Hamid sent two silver ewers to
be filled with water and sealed, one for
Ellx}peror ‘William and the other for hira-
self.

London Papers Are Pleased.

LONDON, Jan. 28.—All the morning pa-
pers comment with keen  satisfaction

en the exchange of courtesies between
King Edward and Emperor William and
the telegraphic correspondence between
the kaiser and Lord Salisbury and Lord
Roberts, pointing out that all this will
bind more firmly the Anglo-Germar
friendship.

The excitement and ex-
ertion necessary to boxing was stated to
be the cause of death. The police on
hearing the report of the medical exam=-
iner decided to take no further action.

Grateful to England’s Queen.

BERLIN, Jan. 27.—Most of the Berlin
papers, as well as those throughout the
empire, utter a few Words of elogquent
eulogy of Emperor William on the occa-
sion of his birthday. On many build-
ings, however, the flags are at half-mast
in tribute to Queen Victoria.

The Berliner Post, in remarking upon
