and other ties uniting the two countries,
Germany and Great Britain.
It is said that Emperor William will

bestow the order of the Red Eagle on
Prince Arthur of Connaught (the son of
the Duke of Connaught).

The grand court marshal of Prussian.
Count yon Eulenberg, is on his way here
to jointhe suite of the emperor. The latter
accompanied the crowir prince on a long
ramble through the Osborne house
grounds today.

SUPREME COURT OVERRULES CHI-

CAGO'S DBMI RRER TO ST.
LOUIS' SUIT

THE WINDY CITY'S BIG DITCH

Whether or Hot It Pollute)* the
MoimiU City's Water Supply Will

Sow Be Arsned as Ques-
tion of Fact.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 28.—The United
States supreme court today rendered an
opinion in the case of the Chicago drain-
age canal, overruling the demurrers filed
in the case by the state of Illinois and
the Chicago sanitary district board. The
proceeding was brought by the state of
Missouri against the.state of Illinois and
the. drainage board, the end sought being
to prevent the use of the canal because
of its supposed pollution of the drinking
water of St. Louis. The effect of the de-
cision is to sustain the contention of the
state of Missouri. -The opnion was hand-
ed down by Justice Shiras, the chief jus-
tice, and Justices Ilarlan and White unit-
ed in a dissenting opinion.

ANSWER FILED AT ONCE.
Attorney William M. Springer, repre-

senting the state of Illinois, and the sani-
tary district of Chicago was present in
the supreme court today when the court's
decision in those cases was rendered. He
asked leave to file an answer to the bill,
and this being granted he immediately
filed the answer which was already pre-
pared. In his amwer he says that it is
a matter for proof whether the people of
Missouri are compelled to use the waters
of the Mississippi, as is also the fact as
to whether the waters of the Mississippi
are injured by the drainage canal. He
contends that the adaptibility of the wa-
ters of the Mississippi for domestic pur-
poses would be in no wise impaired by
the canal.

EFFECT OF THE DECISION.
President Alexander J. Jones, of the

sanitary district, when.advised of the
supreme court's adverse decision in the
drainage canal case, said:

"The decision is somewhat of a surprise
to us, but after all it simply means that
the case must now be tried on its merits.
Henceforth the inquiry of the. court will
be directed to the question of whether or
not the opening of the channel and the
moving of Chicago's sewage down the
Illinois and Mississippi rivers has really
resulted in the pollution of St. Louis wa-
ter supply. -

"Ifso. equity will justify the grievance.?
of St. Louis and the state of Missouri,
and the sanitary district will have to
find some remedy to prevent further pol-
lution. •_ "The sanitary district of Chicago has
expended $34,000,000 in the abiding faith
that flowing water purifies by the prin-
ciple of oxidation; and to dispute this is
to dispute what we contend is an ac-
knowledged scientific fact— least ac-
knowledged by all scientists the world,
over, except those of St. Louis.
