AMENDMENTIS DECEASED VOID

Faulty Procedure in Legislature of

ISOti Rendered of No Effect
Its Adoption nt the

Lute Election.

DES MOINES, Jo.. Feb. I—The su-
preme court today affirmed the decision
of the lower court in declaring that th?
Titus bi-ennlal election law adopted last
November at the polls by 30,000 major-
ity was null .and void. The effect of the
decision necessitates the holding of a
general state election this fall in lowa.

The interest aroused in the case has
been general throughout the state and
all political parties have been waiting to
hear the result before the work of pre-
paring for a campaign should start. A.
call will be issued within ths coming
week for a meeting of the Republican
state central committee to select a date
for the holding of a state convention.

The court in rendering its opinion
signed it 'per curiam," there not being
a dissenting voice. It is contended that
the passage of the amendment by the
two legislatures which is necessitated
by the requirements of the constitution,,
was accompanied by defect? which were
fatal and of a vital nature. The amend-
ment was flrst introduced by Senator
Titus, of Muscatine, in 1898, and the
records of the journals show that the
passage was In accord with the pro-
vision of the constitution. The legir-
lature of IPOO in making the entries upcri
the journals referred to the amendment,
only by title, while the constitution re-
quires that it should be entered in full.
This- last fact was given chief considera-
tion in the written opinion submitted
this morning.
