PRETORIA, Feb. 2—Gen. Dewét had
3,060 men in his command when he cross-
ed the Thaba N'CHu line going south-
ward.

The Boers have collected in force in
the Hastern Tranvaal, in order to faeiil-
tate their escape. -

several districts, and is making commu-
nication more difficult. Organized at-
tacks have been made at Eastern lines,
and a large combined movement has been
arranged against those taking part in
them,with the ob’ect’cf covering th» whole
region.

STATUS OF THE BOERS,

Consaul General Pierce Says They
Arce in totter Shape Than Ever.

NEW' YORK. TFeb. 2—Charles D.
Pierce, consul general of the Orange Free
State, and trustee and treasurer for Lhe
Boer reliet fund, today gave out a srate-
ment about the state of affairs in South
Africa. The statement in part 1s as tol-
lows:

“Advices by cable and private messages
from Iurope and South Aftrica are more
encouraging than at any time since the
beginning of the war. There can be uo
doubt of the inal success of the Bos
who will accent ro-other terms from 1ng-
land than peace with honor, meaning
the fuil recognition ¢f both republics,
with full treaty powers, without the lan-
guage of- ‘suzerainty.” ''ne Boers aie not
vet ready to negotiate with fingland for
peace, but
the tighting until ine general situation is
strong- enough in their favor to make
diplomatic steps certain. "The three pre-
tended peace commissioners sent to De-

wet by the DBritish were spies and
traitocs. They interfered with the
burghers.
