Messrs. Rogers and Jaffray have al-
ready had several conferences with ty-.e
president of the Great Northern, and,
although they said yesterday that noth-
ing could yet be said for publication, it
is generally understood that the Great
Northern will build ;i s--pi;r up to meet
;i!.other from the mine- which the coal
owners themselves will build.

The result has been a complete victory
for the Crow's Xest men. and now that
an American outlet is within easy view
the Canadian Pacific railway must come
to time, of its own accord, or lese a
great part of the businers which has
made the Crow's Nest road a paying
venture.

As to a charter, there will be no difli-
cu'.ty, for immense as is the influence
of the Canadian Pacific railway with the
government at Ottawa, the coal men,
headed by Senator Cox, have no occa-
sion to feel alarm. In fact the govern-
ment is under great obligations to sev-
eral members of the syndicate and can
hardly refuse them any favor ackej
fcr.

TO PKBSERVE THE TIES.

Great Northern to Put U» a Large

Plant in Montana.
The Great Northern has let contracts

for machinery for a tie-preserving plant,
which will be put up at Clear Water
Lake, in Montana. Tne plant will have
a capacity of 2,500 ties per day, and the
process to be employed is said to be su-
perior to any now in use in the United
States.

A spur line will connect the plant with
the main lines, and a sawmill will be
erected on the banks or the lake 10
make the ties. Then the green ties are
placed in huge steel chambers, from
which the air is exhausted. This will
cause the sap to rise to the surface and
exude. When as much of it as possib'e
has been extracted, the ties are treated
to a solution of zinc, which is forced
into the pores under heavy pressure. The
last step in the process is the forcing
into the wood of a solution of gelatine
and tannin; the function of this is to
prevent the zinc from exuding. _\u0084 ..! \u25a0\u25a0 \u25a0\u25a0;

Thus treated, the life". of the ties Is
much more than doubled, and even those
of soft pine will last more than ten
years.

The cost of the plant is believed to be
in the neighborhood of $100,000.

CLEARINGS ARE WITHOUT
PRECEDENT

HEAVY BUSINESS IN LOANS'

Total of Deposits Has Also Expand-
ed Largrely—Underlying Cause Is

in Consummation of Huge
Railroad Deals.

NEW YORK, Feb. 2.-The Financiersays:
The New Yo;k clearing house tanks

continue to make new high records |n
the matter of general totals. The ex-pansion of loans for the week just end-
ed was $30,440,900, which surpasses the un-
precedented gain of January, 1599, by
?7,700,0000. Nothing approaching the to-
tals of the last three or four weeks has
ever been known in the history of the
United States, and it is doubtful if the
records now being made will be equaled
for a long time to come. The deposits
of the banks for the current six-day pe-
ricd expanded $32,494,500. Th's does not
ec.ual by $4,000,000 the increase in deposits
noted three weeks ago, tut it ranks
next to that in magnitude. The under-
lying causes to which these advances
may be traced rest in the consummation
of the great railway. deals of which so
much has been recently said, and to
extra heavy borrowing in time loans.
These features are not constant, but
they have undoubtedly led to the results
already mentioned. The disappointing
portion of the statement is found in the
small gain in cash, which amounted to
$2,103,000, or less than half the anticipated
expansion. The statement, bated as It
is on averages, probably does not reflect
the real condition of the banks with ref-
erence to reserves at the end of the
week. The loan expansion, operating as
it did to swell the deposit account, ne-
cessitated an increased legal reserve of
eight millions, and as the gain in cash
was but little in excess of two milions,
the. excess reserve is reduced $5,960,625,
standing at $24,535,825. Even th's amount
in view of the unprecedented totals of

other items is unusual and Indicates that
the banks, despite the gold exports and
other demands upon tnem, have -not \

reached the limit of their accommodating
power. What has been going on in the

lccal banking field for the past month
will be understood better, perhaps, when i

it is said that since Jan. 5 of the pres-

ent year loans have increased $6S.Ouu,U'JO
and deposits $99,000,000. On 3 more in-

crease as large as that of last week
would make the total net deposits of

the sixty-three clearing house bankb
$1,000,000,000. The present net deposits
