WASHINGTON, Feb. 3.—Secretary
Long has addressed the following letter
to Senator Morgan:

"Dear Senator—l have your letter with
regard to Litut^. Hobein, Capt. Clark and
others, and to the failure of the govern-
ment to recognize 'their services. I need
not say to you that no one-feels this morekeenly than myself, or-has done more to
endeavor to secure justice for the men
who conducted and consummated the
Santiago naval campaign. "Will you let
me say that the "delay"' is not with the
executive branch of the government so
much as with congress. Ido not say this
to in any way shift the responsibility, but
In the hope that the co-operation of
congToss may yet be secured in this re-
spect. "With the Interest which you and
other members-of the legislative branch
feel in the case. 1 do not despair.

"It is more than two years now since
the president sent in nominations for pro-
motion, and these n-minatior.s have never
been acted upon by the senate. At each
session of congress I have prepared and
submitted bills, asking for rewards for
these officehs. no action has been taken
upon thern^ In each case of my annual
reports I have urgea* the matter with all
the force possible, but it attracts no r-t-
--tentioiri. The president has asked for the
creation of the grade of vice admir.iil.
which would perhaps lead to a solution
of the matter.

"I feel keenly the lack of any recogni-
tion to Hobson. whose feat is famous the
world over. 1 have repeatedly talked
about him with the president, who, as
>ou know, feels the most cordial interest
in behalf of all these men. He cannotseparate Hobson's case from the rost,
nor can 1 advise him to do so. It woud
be an ui.^jst discrimination aeainst O:ipt.
Clark, to whom you sefer, ami who is
two numbers worse off now than if there
had been no war; it would be an injustice
to the commander-in-chief, who planned
and consummated the whole campaign,
and who had a greater responsibiity upon
mm fo- a longer lime than any officer' on
the Atlantic; it would dl«.t-rimlnate agaimt
the er.isted men, who have had neither
thanks nor medal, nor any recognition,
and are humiiated on the deck c'f every
wp hip on which their shipmates whoserv. . 'n the Asiatic squadron display
~Heir medals, and the Santiago ftien havencne. I feel almost like invoking thehelp of myself and every other "senator
and representative to what seems to bethe simplest justice.
• "Net content with what has hithertobeen done, it was only a few days aso
that I wrote a letter to Senator" Hale,
chairman of the naval committee of thesenate, a copy of which is enclosed, ask-ing him. if he would not. as a last re-
sort, have the naval committee or a
subcommittee of it, take up the matterand consider the report upon the desertsof these officers.

"Yesterday I wrote another letter to
the president, a copy of which I <?n-
--ctofe, reciting recommendations which I
made to him in my annual report of 1899,
that he make the same recommendation
to congress in the case of the Santiago
squadron which was made in the case efthe Asiatic squadron, viz: That thethanks of congress be tendered to the
emmander-in-chief, and be extendedthrough him to the officers and men.

"I think you will cordially acknowledge
that the president by his speedy nomin-
ations for promotion has been prompt
and that this department has left nostone unturned to do justice in this mu-ter, and that it is now for congress ofwhich you are so distinguished a mem-ber, to act. Trusting that we may allco-operate, and at least secure to these
officers and men an expression of thecountry a appreciation of their servicesI am very truly yours,

ALLEGKD PLOT TO TAR AND

KANSAS CITY, Mo., Feb. 3.—A spe-

WASHINGTON, Feb. 3.—The senate
will continue Its discussion of the ship
subsidy bill during the first half of the
present week with probable interruptions
during the morning hour of each day.
There probably will be a movement to
secure night sessions on the part of the
friends of the shipping bill Monday or
Tuesday and other strenuous efforts will
be made to secure a vote upon the bi 1.
If it should appear probab.lc that the
end of the discussion is still not in sight,
Senator Allison on W«dne3day, will ask
the* senate to take up the bill making ap-
propriations for the District of Columbia
for thf> next fiscal year. Thi3 appropria-
tion bill will be debated for several days,
and when its consideration is concluded,

there will be other appropriation bills
requiring attention

The early part of the day, Monday, will
be given to ceremonies in honor of thj
memory of Chief Justice Marshall an:i
Senator Bacon, giving notice that he will
ask the attention of the senate to some
remarks of his upon the resolution in-
troduced by himself, regarding the right
of the gonate to demand and receive all
papers on file in different departments.

He will speak at length upon that ques-
tion, and ifhe should conclude during .he
day, he will be followed by several ex-
tended speeches on the subsidy bill, which
are still held In reserve. Senator Tur-
ner is counted upon for another speejh,
and in case of a night session Monday,
probably will undertake to talk the se~-
sion out. It is -understood Senr.tsr Caf-
fery will talk Tuesday. The Democrais
do not hesitate to say in case night ses-
sions are held they will demand that a
quorum be maintainel. On Saturday

The guard
d honor, will be the late queen's com-
pany of the grenadier guard 3, the re^--
mental band accompanying the escort to
the mausoleum.

By the king's command the ceremony
there will be public, instead of being
private, as was originally intended.
The archbishop of York, the
bishop of Winchester and the dean of
Windsor, will officiate.

The only patches of color were the red
coats of a few officers and the white
surplices of the choir, the whole scene
being in strong contrast with yesterday's
brilliant display, for the body of the
chapel was crowded by a congregation
in black. Sir Walter Parratt played a
prelude by Chaminade and Canon, the
Marquis of Normandy and the uean of
Windsor, read the special lessons. The

prayers were the special prayers pro-
vided for on the death of Victoria and
the accession of Edward. The anthem
"Blessed Jesus, Fountain of Mercy," was
rendered with beautiful effect by the
choir. The Rt. Rev. William Stubbs, the
bishop of Oxford, delivered the iuntra.l
discourse.

He took for his text Proverbs, chapter
xvi., ]2th verse: "For the ihrcne is es-
tablished by righteousness." The aged
prelate read from a desk inside the com-
munion rail and could not be hear.i ex.

"All our thoughts today are about the
great and gracious personality whom we
have lost. The end of her long reign
marked an epoch, winch gave rise togratitude, sorrow and hope; to gracious
memories and great anticipations.

NEW YORK, Feb. 3.—The announce-
ment that ex-Senator Hill i3not a candi-
date for the presidential nomination of
his party in 1904 is made by the Albany
correspondent of Leslie's Weekly in thi
current issue. He says:

"'I have the highest authority for the
statement that Senator Hill i 3not a
candidate in any sense for tjje presi-
dential, nomination and that he is not
responsible for the action of his friends
p,nd will in no way encourage the con-
tinuance of such action. Whatever S.n-
ator Hill's ambition may have been in
the past he treasures no presidential am-
bition now. He is engrossed in his law
practice. It has grown larger and mere
lucrative each year and his absorption
in professional duties gives him little
time and less inclination to respond to
the growing call for him to again assume
the party's leadership.

"This reluctance on the part of the
senator to re-enter public life is rot
the result of pifiue or disappointment.

He simply finds greater comfcrt and en-
joyment in the practice of his profession
and less allurement in the field of poli-
tics, which has never b?en a source of
profit, and oft has given him hardly a-
comfortable support.

"Liike every other man who reaches
middle Hfo, Senator Hill looks forward
to achieving substantial financial inde-
pendence by maintaining his establish-
ed and well settled professional prac-
tice. He is devoting hin best energies to
that end and th?re'ore he is not inclined
to respond to such calls as have been
made by the Texas legislature and by
prominent Democratic leaders and or-
ganizations in the South and West.
There were intimate personal friends
who very much doubted Whether he
would consent to lead his party again
in a presidential campaign. While he la
averse to making- public expression of his
feeling: in the matter his determination
is no secret. Devoted as he has b?en
for so many years to his party's welfare,
his withdrawal from politics is regard-
ed as impossible.

BAIDWINUN NEW YORK.

Arctic Explorer Talks of His Com-
ing Expedition.

NEW YORK, Feb. 3.-Evelyn Baldwin,
the Arctic explorer, who next summer Is
to head the Baldwin-Seig'.er expedition
to the north pole, returned today on thesteamship New York. Mr. Baldwin hasbeen abroad since Dec. 1 securing vessels
and equipments. He said: "I shall re-
main here for several weeeks. and then
I expect to go abroad again. As to many
details of the expedition I cannot speak
at present. I have succeeded in purchas-
ing the Esquimaux, the largest whaling
vessel I could find. She is admirably
fitted to our purpose, having been built
for just such work. I have also secured
the America. The America is barkentinerig with her machinery aft, so her stemcan have play among the ice. In addition
to this her screw is in a well, so it can be
lifted when the ice interferes. In ad-
dition to these vessels I have chartered
the Fritjof, whicti was used last year by
the Swedish expedition. The Fritjof will
be equipped with supplies and necessaries
She will leave St. John June 16 with aparty of scientists and sportsmen. Rhe
will go to Franz Josef Land, returning- to
the same port on Sept. 1. The Americais two and a half feet thick, and is
built of green heart, a hard tropical
wood. I have my own plan for reaching
the pole, and I am confident of success
I have not had a talk with Capt. John C
Bernier. the explorer, who, according toa cable dispatch, warned me that my plan
would be a failure. I shall go over the
Franz Josef route, probably startirg early
in June. We shall proceed slowly, not
dash north, and have not limited the timeto one year.
"I cannot tell the personnel of the ex-pedition, -*T)ut. while many of the crew

will not be Americans, those formino- my
party will be from this ccuntry."

Mr. Baldwin said: "I got allthe sl<Hl dogs I could, and that is all there
is to the story. If the price of dogs wentup I cannot help that."

Mr. Baldwin said the America was at
Dundee, Scotland. While on the other
side he purchased tent*, furs, supplies
and equipments. He said the expjdif'on
would have wholesome food, but whil°
pushing north they would hive to Fub-
.sist on condensed food. He looked over
the market with a view of furnishing his
larder. He evpects. however, to buy al-
most all of his fcod supply in this ccun-try.

BURNED TO THE GROUND.
National Wire Company Suffers a.

NEW HAVEN, Conn., Feb. 3.—Fire
from an unknown source destroyed the
large plant of the National Wire com-
pany, at Fair Haven, early this morning,
entailing a property loss estimated at
$525,000.

The plant consisted of two one-story
buildings, which covered about five
acres of ground space, and all except the
wire nail department was reduced to
ruins through the lack! of facilities for
fighting the flames.

The Fair Haven hose company found
itself unable to cope with the situation,
and a call was sent to New Haven for
help.

This the local department refused, ex-
cept for the sending of one steamer and
a hose cart, on the ground that the wire
works, situated outside the city limits,
were not entitled to protection from New
Haven. The plant was formerly the New
Haven Wire company, and emplyed
about 500 hands.
