LAMBERT DRAFTS BILLS

NATICGNAL GUARDS’ ASSOCIATION
APPROVES RECOMMENDATIOXNS,

Some time during next week George
C. Lambert, formerly adjutant-general,
will present to the legislature a number
of bills of considerable importance. The
executive committee of the National
Guard Association of Minnesota held a
secret meeting in the state house recent-
Iy whereat the above was determined.

On calling the meeting to order Mr.
Lambert was named as chairman, and
Col. Van Duzee as the secretary, The
other members of the committee are:
Adjt. 3en. Libbey, Gen. W. B. Lend, Col.
Charles McC Reeve, Col. Joseph Bobleter
and Lieut. Col. R. J. Fitzgerald.

Mr. Lambert's last rcport was then
taken up for consideration and after con-
siderable discussion it was decided to
gct the general to have his recom-
reendarions drafted into bills and pre-
sented to the legislature, The executive
committee will hold another meeting to
examine the bills before they are sub-

mitted. A brief synopsis of the recom-
mendations to be embodied in the bllls
follows:

“That the commander-in-chief be em-
powered to fix, from time to time, the
number and grade pf brigade, regimental
and company officers, non-commissicned
officers and other enlisted men which
shall constitute each organization of the
Naticnal guard, now or hereatter au-
thorized by law, provided the change is
made to conform more closely to the
number and grade of officers and enlisted
men allowed by law in time of peace, to
similar organizations in the army of the
United States.

“Trat tbe assistant adjutant-general be
paid a direct salary commensurale with
the legal knowledge and experienee re-
quired for the efiicient periermance of
his duties.

“That regimental depots or subar-
senals be established for the use of each
regiment and the battalion of artillery,
under the immediate supervision of the
regimental quartermaster, and that a
small appropriation be made to defray
the expense thereof.

‘“That provision be made for an arde-
Lquate water supply on the state camp
grounds; fcr the acquisition of additional
land adjoining the same, the extension af
range fachities, and the maintenance und
improvement of the camp grounds and
the bulldings erected thereon.

“That a sufficient amount be appro-
priated to permit the holding of a full
ten days’ encampment.

“That preliminary steps be taken to
gather, compile and edit the information
and material recessary to the publica-
tion of the history of Minnessota in the
Spanish war.

*“That the muster rolls of the Civil war
be copied and indexed for the use of
this office, in order that the originals, al-
1eady worn and fast fading, may he
saved from loss or destruction. )

“That provision be made for the fur-
ther prosecution of the wvarious claims
of the state of Minnesota against the
government of the United States for ex-
penses incurred during the Spanisn war
and Indian wars. o

“That the salary of the adjutant gen-
eral be tixed at a sum reasonably pro-
portionate to the responsibilities of the
office.”
