THE HAGUE, Feb. 7.-Queen Wilhel-
minas marriage to Duke Henry of Meck-
lenburg-Schwerin, who today became
Prince Hstarich of the Netherlands, was
a huge family affair. All Holland that
could, came to the Hague to participate.
Those who stayed at their homes in
other cities and villages of the king-
dom, celebrated with parades, decora t ichip
and banquets.

Ni \er was seen a more beautiful and
happy wedding. The popular belief is
that it is a love match, like that of
Victoria and Albert, and this gives a
romantic coloring to the event, which
is generally lacking of royal marriages.

The ceremonies were the same simple
and übritualistlc rites of the Reformed
church, by which the humblest of Queen
Wilhelmlna's subjects are married. The

CLOUD SCORCHED,
FIRE STILL BURNING

BLAZE THAT STARTED AT MID-
NIGHT IJOEiS £100.000 DAMAGE

ST. CLOUD, Feb. B.—(Special.)—A

which broke out at 52:45 this morning; haa
caused $100,000 damage at this hour, 3
o'clock, and is not yet under control. It
started in the basement of the West
hotel, a large building situated at Fffth
avenue and First street south, and spread
rapidly to the stiuclure above.

In an hour the building was in ruins

Hayward's loss is estimated at $70,000
with no insurance.
Belden's loss is estimated at $10,000, and

removed, many of them were damaged.

GORDIAN KNOT FOR
VICTOR EIMANUEL

WILL HAVE DIFFICULTY INNAMING
A STABLE CABINET UNDER

EXISTING CONDITIONS.
ROME, Feb. 7.-Signor Saraccon ten-

dered the resignations of the cabinet
this morning. King Victor Emmanuel
will consult with the presidents of the
senate and chamber of deputies and the
various party leaders today and tomor-
row, before designating 1 a new premier.
He is confronted with a task of great
difficulty, owing to the chaotic conditions
of the parliamentary parties. The ma-
jority which defeated the government
yesterday consisted of a transitory coali-
tion of the members of the right and the
left, one the Rudini group, supporting
the government; the Socialists, opposing
the cabinet because they considered it
not sufficiently liberal, while the Right-
ists accused it of lacking a coherent pol-
icy and yielding to the Socialists. The
fall of the ministry was thus due to
diametrically opposed reasons. Yester-
day's coalition disappeared immediately
after the vote, the parties being bitterly
antagonistic, as regards a general poli-
cy, so the first parliamentary crisis the
new king has to solve appears to be a
perfect Gordian knot.

FAR ABEiDOF GERMANY
XAVAIi OO'KSTRL'CTIOX INDER WAY

IN THE UNITED STATES.

BERLIN, Feb. 7.—The semi-official
Berliner Post today compares German
with American activity. It asserts that
Germany is building seven battleships,
throe large cruisers and seven small
cruisers, together with one gunboat, or
a total of eighteen warships, as com-
pared with thirty-nine in process of con-
struction in the United States. It points
out also that the new constructions in
the United States for 1901 will amount
to 140,000,000 marks, as against 77,0<?J,000
marks for Germany. It strongly denies
statements from Washington that Ger-
many's naval increase will be completed
in 1906.

TORTURED BY ROBBERS
HELD THEIR VICTIM ON A HOT

Hardly a passenger escaped without i.~-
jury.

This car was completely telescoped by

the steel mail car ahead which went
through it as if it were paper, tearing,
crushing, maiming and carrying death.
The only wonder of the occupants is
that they were net all killed outright.

The scene of the wreck is on a sharp
curve. On one side, forty feet below,
flows the Shennngo river; on the other
side is a steep bluff. The engine left the
track at the curve and before it had
gone two car lenghts plowed into the
steep hill, where it fell upon its fide
and was half burled. The train was run-
ning about two hours late and the acci-
dent happened at 7:10, just about trie
time when the occupants of the sleep-
ers had finished dressing-. After the ter-
rible crash the uninjured passengers set
about the rescue of the dead and wound-
ed, surgeons were summoned and with-
in a few moments the dead and dying
were being: cared for as fast as they
could be discovered beneath tile wreck-
age. It vt'as several hours, however, be-
fore the victims haS been removed and
placed in the two rear Pullmans. The
scenes inside the telescoped cars were
frightful. Men begged to be released
and screamed in agony. They were all
heaped in a corner of ttie car, d^Vnpeu
there by the irresistible impetus of the
mail car. The injured were placed on a
special car and taken to Spencer hos-
pital, Meadville, about noon. Very TTttle
was left of the baggage or express mat-
ter in the cars and most of it was
dumped into the river in order to clear
the debris for rescue.

Mrs. Nation, the song service finally
ended, took Chief Stahl to task for not
destroying the liquors seized by his men
in raiding the saloons, but soon went out,-
followed by her band.

Nation was hanled a pass to the senate
chamber, sent her by Lieut. Gov. lighter.

TO SUNFLOWER SOLONS

TOPEKA, Kan., Feb. 7.—Mrs. Nation
addressed both houses of the legislature
this evening on the saloon traffic. Sho
presented herself at the door of the house
at 5:30 o'clock with the request that she
be allowed to speak. The request wa3
voted upon, and by a large majority Mrs.

"I heard those noes," said Mis. Na-
tion, as she walked upon the clerk's
platform."

"I wondered why those people voted
that way. Have I ever offended you?
Why do you object to my talking? But,
then, don't I know that those noes come
from the liquor traffic?"

A storm of laughter swept over the
house, anrl it was several minutes before
Mrs. Nation could proceed.

"The saloon man," said Mrs. Nation,

AUK FATAL.

LONDON, Fob. 7.—"Plague prevail*
in every part of India," say.« the Bombay
correspondent of the Daily Sxpreus, "ex-
cept the central provinces, it is partic-
ularly severe in Bengal, where there is
a weekly mortality of 2,500. In Bombay

the deaths reach 94 per cent of the cases.
The scourge is Intensified by a lack of
an adequate medical staff, the doctors
being chiefly occupied In the lamina dis-
tricts.
