north, range 15 west, fronting the harbor
of Duluth. The scarcity of dock facilities
and the rapid Increase in the volume of
business at the head of the great lakes
makes these lots worth, at a conserva-
tive estimate, not less than $20,000.

The proceedings which have thus re-
suhed so favorably for the state were
conimemvd and conducted by Hon.
George B. Kdgerton, former assistant
attorney general, acting upon the in-
struction of State Auditor R. D. Dunn.

These three lots are the only lands ac-
quired by the state in school section 35,
township 49, range 15, the other lands
In the section having been settled upon
by squatters prior to the government
survey and disposed of by the United
States to them. They contain 53.80 acres,
and belong to the permanent school fund.
In ]&M, a corporation known as the Du-
luth Boom company succeeded in having
these lots condemned for Its own use,
despite the protest of the state. The
company never appears to have used the
lands, and seems to have had poor suc-
cess generally, for it went out of busi-
ness about ten years ago. The munifi-
cent sum of $180, or thereabouts, award-
ed to the state as damages In the con-
demnation proceedings, has never been
claimed or accepted by the state, and
rests in the hands of the clerk of court
at Duluth.

In January, 1891, the then state audi-
tor, Mr. A. Biermann, offered these lots
for sale and they were disposed of at an
average price of about $290 per acre, or
a total sale price of $15,632. One of mk
purchasers, however, failed to make the
pajmerits required by law at the sale,
and thus L<ot No. 6 remained unsold.
The two remaining purchasers, who held
etate land certificates coveringl lot 1 and
lot 0, respectively, made Improve-
ments and remained undisturbed
until 18SS, when some persona un-
earthed the old condemnation pro-
ceedings and tried to secure a tax
title to the land. In this they failed,
but they succeeded in alarming the pur-
chasers holding- under the state, who de-
manded that the money they had paid
be refunded them. They were advised to
hold on to their certificates, and the state
would carry out its part of the contract
and clear up the title for them, but this
advice was rejected and they surrendered
their certificates and were refunded the
money actually paid into the state treas-
ury. The legislature subsequently reim-
bursed them for their improvements.

St:ite Auditor Dunn then placed the
matter in the hands of Hon. George B.
Edgerton, with instructions to take the
necessary proceedings to clear the title.
Under quo warranto proceedings the Du-
luth Boom company was dissolved and
Its corporate existence terminated. A
suit was then instituted in the district
court of St. I,ouis county to quiet title
to tin lands in question in the state and
thi :: was carried to a successful issue.Judgr Cunt Issuing a decree determining
thi title to the three lots to be in the
stato or .Minnesota, on Feb. 2, 1901.

It is probable that this valuable harbor
frontage-will be held by the state for ayear or two, and when it is ultimately
sold it will no doubt command seveial
hundred dollars per acre.
