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THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES
PASSES LONG LIST OF PRI-
VATE PENSION BILLS

BENATE TALKED ON SUBSIDIES

TRIED TO FIX A FINAL DATE
FOR A VOTE, BUT
FAILED

EXTRA SESSION IS PROBABLE

Considered Certain That President
McKinley Will Call One Unless
Congress Acts on the
Cuban Question.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 8.—This _was
probably the last day to be devoted to
private pension legislation by the house
of representatives in this congress. High
water mark, made in the fifty-first con-
®ress, was almost reached today, when
184 bills were passed agalnst 197 passed
at a single session in the former con-
gress. In all the house at this congress
has passed about 900 bills, a number con-
siderably exceeded In the fifty-first. A
general pension bill was passed to restore
to the pension rol's widows of soldiers
of the Rebeilion who subsequently 1nar-
ried and become widowed or divorced.
By terms of the bill, however, its bene-
fits. are limited to widows of soldiers
who were married before the close of
the Rebellion and who are now depend-
ent upon thelr own labor for suppcrt.

A’ bill passed to extend the privileges
of immediate transportation of dutiable
goods to the port of Honolulu.

The speaker laid before the house the
following letter from Acting Secretary
of State Hill:

FROM EDWARD VIIL

“I have the honor to inferm you of the
receipt of telegram yvesterday frem
the amb ador to Great Britain, re-
porting that his majesty’s minister for
foreign affairs laid before the king the
resolution alopted by the house of repre-
sentatives relative to the death of Queen

Victoria and that by the king's com-
mand Lord Lansdowne exsresses the
royal appreciation of that mark of re-

spect and =also of the additional respect
shown by the house to the memory of the
late queen by its immediate adjourn-
ment.”

A Dbill was passed to amend the act
creating the Mississippl river commigsion
£0 as to require the meetings of the com-
mission to be held at some city along
the line of the river. At 5:40 p. m. the
house adjourned.

IN THE SENATE.

WASHINGTON, Feb. §.—An ineffectual
effort was made in the senate today to
secure an agreement upon a time for a
final vote upon the shipping bill. Vig-
orcus protests were made by opponents
of the measure against any such agtee-
ment, even for a date in tne indefinite
future. Mr. Pritchard (Rep., N. C.)
spoke today In support of the shinping
bill, and then the naval appropriation bill
was considered the rest of the day, the
shipping bill being laid aside Informally.
The naval bill had not been acted on
when the senate adjourned.

Soon after the senate convened today
a -resolution previously offered by Mr.
Pettigrew, calling on the secretary .of
war for a copy of Gen. MacArthur's re-
port as to the condition in tae Philippines
and for other papers relating to the Phil-
ippines, was adopted.

CABINET MEETING.

WAR REVENUE BILI.

The .special meeting of the ways and
means committee teday for the purpose
of aeting-on the revenue reduction bill
reeulted in something of a surprisz by the
gdoption of a resolution, submitted by
the minority through Representative
Richards, of Tennessee, for a disagree-
ment to the eenate. This was an amend-

sent {o the majority resolution, which

id not provide for a conference with
the senate.

The Republican members had been in
conference, but apparently had fixed on
no exact programme. Mr. Grosvenor,
of Ohle, first moved to report the bill
back to the house with a disagreement

Richardson followed with his amend-
ment adding the request for a confer-
ence. The vote on - the Richardson
amendment was first taken. - All of the
Republicans voted against it except
Messrs, Payne and Hopkins, who simply
voted present. This would have defeated
the amendment had not Mr. Babcock
changed his negative vote to present.
This left a tie which was broken when
Mr. Payne, who had been recorded as
present, changed to the affirmative, this
carrying the amendment.

Following the meeting of the commit-
tee the Republican members held a con-
ference, which did not, however, bring
about any change of plans. It was stated
afterward as explaining the votes of
some of the Republican members, that
during the conferences yesterday the
Republicans were evenly divided on the
question of a conference. Considerable
feeling was displayed over today’s re-
sults.  On the other hand, the Demo-
cratic members of the committee were
highly elated at the outcome.  Some of
the Republican members of the commit-
tee openly expressed the opinion that
the action taken meant the ultimate ac-
ceptance of the bill as the senate had
changed .it, increasing the reductions
from about $30,000,000 to approximately
$40,000,000.

HOSTILE CRlTAlClSM
FOR KAISER WILHELM

PRO-BOER GERMAN PRESS INDIG-
NANT OVER BLACK EAGLE
GIVEN BOBS.

BERLIN, Feb. 8.—The report that Em-
peror Wililam has conferred upon Lord
Roberts the Order of the Black Bagle,
although not officially affirmed, is now
accepted as true. A number of confirma-
tory dispatches from London are pub-
lished today. While the papers generally
admit that if Emperor Willilam gave dec-
orations to any British officers, Lord
Roberts could not be omitted, the public
and press unanimously condemn the be-
stowal of the decoration as directly un-
friendly to the Boers.

The 1%reuz Zeitung says it has received
a large number of letters from its read-
ers declaring that the emperor did wromng
and slapped German public cpinion in the
face.

“We fail to see,” continues the Kreuz
Zeitung, “‘why this Boer destroyer should
receive such a unique mark of Emperor
William’s distinction, and why the em-
peror, after being horribly insulted five
vears ago by the officers of his British
regiment, should now show them marked
attention.”

The Berliner Neuste Nachrichten de-
clares that the bestowal of the decora-
tion ‘‘has aroused great and unappre-
clative attention throughout all Ger-
many."

The Hamburger Correspondent, semi-
official, also disapproves, declaring that a
painful feeling has been caused in all
parts of the country. The Freisinnige
Zeitung remarks: ‘Hitherto only mem-
bers of sovereign houses have possessed
the Order of the Black Eagle among for-
eigners. However, we shall not believe
the news until it is officially confirmed.”

OMAHA FIREMEN
HAD A BUSY NIGHT

STREET RAILWAY POWER HOUSE
DESTROYED—ANOTHER BLAZE
AT THE SAME TIME.

CMAHA, Feh. 8.—Fire which started at
11 o’clock tonight in the power house of
the Cmaha Street Railway companyg, at
Twentieth and Harney streets, caused a
total destruction: of the interior of the
building, containing cars, machinery for
repairs, ete.

The Methodist

hospital adjoins the
building on the south and was filled
with patients. Mauy were hurriedly re.
moved to neighboring residences, and it
is believed all are now out of the build-
ing.

Almost simultanecusly a general alarm
was turned in from Seventeenth and
Leavenworth streets, where a mass of
tenement houses are located. This con-
flagration also appeared threatening at
the time.

The loss to the power house, it is said,
may reach $200,000, on account of damage
to equipment, aside from delay in operat-
ing the lines.

The fire in the tenement house district
proved unimportant, the damage being
nominal,

RIOT IN THE DIET.

LOWER HOUSE AT BUDAPEST
MOST A ROUGH HOUSE.

BUDAPEST, Feb. 8—A renewed dis-
cussion in the lower house of the diet to-
day in relation to the riots at Maros-Vas=
ar-Hely, led to such an vproar that the
sitting bad to be suspended.

A member of the opposition, Endry,
having charged the minister of justice of
forcing the judicial authorities at Maros-
Vesar-Hely to support the ministeriai
~andijate, the iminister declared Endry's
statements false. The greatest uproar
ensued and the sitting was suspended.
On the resumption cf business the min-
ister said his observaltions were merely
hypothetical, He did not wish to reflect
on ¥Endry's hencr, but if the latter de-
gired other satisfaction he would willing-
ly cblige him. Endry =aid he thought he
had the right to some.satisfactory ex-
planation.

STEEL COMPANIES WILL BE
ARRANGED

FOLLOWS THE CARNEGIE PLAN

WILL: NOT BE A CONSOLIDATION
ABSOLUTELY IN ONE COR-
PORATION

EFFECT THE SAME, HOWEVER

Gigantic Scheme of Combination Is
Practically an Accomplished
Fact—What Carnegie
Gets Out of It.

NEW YORK, Feb. 8.—The Mail and Ex-
press says: >

“A gentleman identified with the inter-
ests of the great steel companies under
the Morgan influence, sald today that the
contracts calling for the sale of the Car-
negie holdings of stock and the payment
for them, had actually been signed. :

“Mr. Carnegie will receive some cash,
but will be paid mostly in bonds.

‘“The companies control of which is to
be merged are all characterized by a
common feature in their charters, giving
their boards of directors, ‘with the con-
sent in writing and pursuant also to the
affirmative vote of the holders of a ma-
jority of the stock issued and outstand-
ing, at a stockholders’ meeting, duly
called for that purpose, to sell, assign,
transfer or otherwise dispose of the prop-
erty of the company as an entirety, pro-
vided always that a majority of the whole
board concur therein.’ The apparent
hitch in the bproceedings is only super-
ficial and is due to the necessity of get-
ting the written consent of the stock-
holders of the various corporations inter-
ested. These are sald to include the Na-
tional Steel company, the National Tin
Plate company and others of the Moore
properties, together with the Federal
Steel group. e

NOT IN ONF. CORPORATION.

‘“There are two very good reasons why
an absolute consolidation of the steel in-
dustries into one corporation is not con-
templated. The purchase aof a majority
of the stock of the subsidiary companies
would not be sufficlent in that case, but
the minority stockholders wwwld be en-
titled to sell their holdings if they chose
at the same price. The taxation of such
a corporation would be enormous, owing
to its large capitalization. Not only
would there be the present local taxes to
pay on the properties of the subordinate
companies, but also a corporation tax,
which, if the company- were incorporated
at §1,000,000,000 in this state, would amount
to $4,600,009 per annum,

“On the other hand, the organization of
the Carnegie company presents a perfect
model for Mr. Morgan and his associates.
This is for a syndicate company to be
formed, with a moderate capital, to take
over a majority of the stock of each of
the subordinate companies which it thus
controls, just as the Carnegie company
supervises the Carnegie Steel company
and the other subsidiary companies un-
der its control. The general impression
is that the capitalization of this syndi-
cate company will be"less than $200,0)9,-
000. The capital mecessary would only be
large enough to take over the bare ma-
jority of' the stock of the subordinate
companies, which would be déposited in
a safe deposit box in the custody of some
trust company. On this security would te
issued the bonds necessary to float the
transactions, probalfly in the form of a
100-yvear mortgage of the syndicate com-
pany."” :

SOME DETAILS.

The new developments in connection
with the negotiations touching the trans-
fer of the control of the Carnegie Steel
company to J. Pierpont Morgan and his
associates today, were, first, that Mr.
Carnegie is to receive $1,600 for eazh
$1,000 share of his stock; second, that
minority holders who desire to sell will
.recelve the same terms as those given
to Mr. Carnegie; third, that the present
stage of the negotiations contemplates
the formation of a new corpcration whose
bonds will play a large part in the price
to be paid Mr. Carnegie, and, fourth, the
first public announcement in connection
with the pending negotiations of an offi-
cial character, consisting of a statement
by E. H. Gary, president of the Federal

It is not kNown how many of
the spectators rished, but a hurdred
persons are still missing.

LONDON, Feb. 9.—Public attention has
again turned to South Africa by the
dispatch of reinforcements and the pub-
Heation of Lord Roberts’ mall-dispatches,
Rumors have been in circulation that
Mr. Chamberlain had reconsidered his
South African policy and was contem-
plating a round table conference with

Mr. John Morley and Sir Willlam Ver-

non Harcourt, and the recall of Sir Al-
fred Milner. The Daily Mail, however,
‘says it is able to assert on Mr. Cham-
berlain’s authority that the whole story
is - a fabrication and that the.govern-
ment retains the most absolute confi-
dence in Sir Alfred Milner.

“Mr. Chamberlain flatly denies,” cays
the Daily Mail, “that he has had any
communication, either oral or written,
with any member of the opposition on the
subject of the war.,”

Lord Roberts’ dispatches are not re-
garded as giving any further elucidation
of the conduct of the war, but they are
interesting as proving that throughout
the campaign he never had sufficient
men, horses or supplies to cover such a
vast field of operations.

Looking at all the circumstances, Lord
Roberts says the campaign Is ‘‘unique in
the annals of war” and he pays the high-
est tribute to the gallantry and worta «f
the troops, declaring that ‘“no finer force
ever took the field under the British
flag.”

There is a general idea that the dis-
patches have suffered considerable ex-
cision at the hands of the war office.
They do not throw any further iight on
the summary retirement of Gen. Col-
ville or many other matters regardiing
which the public is anxious to hear.

. SITUATION AT THE CAPE.

The appearance of bubonic ‘lagie
at Cape Town seems likely to add tc the
difficulties of the situation. The author-
ities there have decided upon a whole-
sale extermination of rats. Should the
discase spread it will necessitate changes
ir: the military arrangements.

Today Sir Alfred Milner makes anoticr
earnest appeal to employers to al'ow
as many men as possible to enroll in the
colonial mounted defense force.

T'rom Delagoa Bay it is reported that
the British have occupied Ermelo and
Carolina, which until recently were Boer
depots.

The Boers held up a Natal mail train
near Viakfontein. The few soldiers on
board exhadstéd their cartridges and the
Bgerns then robbed the passengers, after-
ward allowing the train to proceed.
“Gen. Sir Evelyn Wogd, the adjutant
general, says the reports that he is to
succeed Gen. Kitchener in command of
the British forces in South Africa, which
are much discussed in the service ciubs,
arelnaccurate.

WHEREABOUTS OF DEWET.

Leord Kitchener reports to the war of-
fice, under date of Pretoria, Feh. 7, as
follows:

“The British column destreyed supplies
al- Petrusburg and brought 300 horses
and cattle.

“Dewet is reported still north of Smith-
-field, moving east. A detached force
which crossed the line at Pompei siding
is moving on Philopolis.

“Methuen reports from Lilifontein, east
of Vryburg, that he scattered the enemy
there and captured twelve wagons and
cattle. French is near ¥rmelo.”

PROTEORIA, Feb, 8.—The Boer refuges
camps are now administered by civilians,
The refugees now total, approximately
60,000 men.

WILL CAUSE A LONG DELAY

NOTHING CAN BE DONE WITH NICr
ARAGUA CANAL UNDER PRES-
ENT CONDITIONS

COUNTER PROPOSAL IS LIKELY

Though No Friction Is ;int to Resulg,
It May Be Many Months Before -
Definite Settlement Can '

Be Reached.

LONDON, Feb. 8.—It has been learned
by a representative of tne ~Associated
Press that a reply will shortly be sent
to the United States Nicaragua canal
project It will not comply with the sen-
ate’s demand. Neither will it he in the
nature of a flat refusal. It will consist,
mainly, a counter proposal, or proposals,
likely to necessitate extended negotia-
tions. The nature of the proposal is not
yet ascertalnable. Lord Pauncefote will
probably be the medium through whom
the answer will be sent and by wkom
the subsequent negotiations will chiefly
be conducted. In British official opiunion
it is likely that several months will
elapse before the matter reaches a gon-
clusion, by which time the Hay-Paunce-
fote treaty will have lapsed, on the basis
of the senate’s amendment. The British
counter proposals are now formu'ating
and it is hoped an entirely new agree-
ment satisfactory to both countries will
eventually be reached.

FEELING AT WASHINGTON.

So far as can be ascertained the ad-
ministration has not had any intima-
tion of the counter preposals the Lon-
don dispatch says will be mads in the
matter of the Nicaraguan canal project,
There is a feeling of regret that tha
British government has felt constrained
to adopt such a course, as the hope was
entertained that the amendments to the
Hay-Pauncefote treaty might have been
accepted in the spirit in which they were
made. -

Senator Morgan, when informed to-
night of the new stand taken by Great
Britain, said he belleved if Great Brit-
ain and decided to take the action stated
it would create resentment in the senate
ank aong the people and distrust of the
motives of that government. IHe hoped
it might result in some action on the
pending bill at this session. Sznator More
gan, however, was not willing to say
“what action, if any, he proposed to take
to bring about such a result. One sug-
gestion made tonight as a possible coun-
ter proposal was that Great Britain in
return for concessions made by her,
might desire an open port on the Alaskan
coast, as an entrance into her go'd fields

'DEIJVERED A LECTURE ON JOINT

KANSAS CITY, Mo., Feb. §.—Mrs. Car«

rie Nation, the Kansas ‘“joint smasher,”
attended by a delegation of Topeka SUp=
porters and admirers, arrived here late
this afterncon, and tonight she addressed
a fair-sized audience at the Academy of
Music. F. W. Emerson, paistor of the
First Christian church, of Topeka, intro-
duced Mrs. Nation as ‘““the bravest and
noblest woman in Kansas,” whereupon |
the audience gave three rousing cheers
for her. Before beginning her address, :
Mrs. Natlon requested the audience to'
rise and sing, “Praise God, From Whom '
All Plessings Flow.” She madc a char-
acteristic talk, and the audience enjoved
it and appeared to be in sympathy with
her. She justified her crusade against
the saloon by citing varfous passages
from the Bible, with which she evinced
great familiarity.

CHINESE PIRATES.

GERMAN CRUISERS DO GUARD DUTY
IN YANG-TSE-KIANG.

BERLIN, Feb. 3.—Vice Admiral Bendey
mann, commander of the German squad-«
ron in Chinese waters, has cabled from
Woo Sung that he has been obliged to
increase the number of German vesselg
on the Yang-Tse-Kiang in order to safe-
guard German interests as the situation
there is not safe.

His ships are the armored cruiser
Fuerst Bismarck, flagship of the squade
ron, which is now at Woo Sung; the thirg
class cruiser Brulssard, which is at Nan+
kin; the dispatch vessel Hela, the gun=
boat Jaguar, and the cruiser Schwal
now at Chin Kiang, and the gunboa
Iltis, which is at Hankow. 3
