CHICAGO, Feb. 9.—(Spectal.)-Cincln-

of Ohio, nor yet of the moral effec:s
«<!' boxing contests such as are permitted J
under section GB9O, but it is a matter !
which concerns the rights of the execu- j
tive officers of the state and the city of i
CindnaatL The g-ivernor's threat to 'I i!i;' state militia to prevent the con-
t. st taking place is a somewhat unusual
one, inasmuch as precedent shows that
whenever the necessity existed for call-
ing out the militia the executive of tha
municipality ha* been the one to call
on the governor for aid, and then only
when such means as were at his disposal
hail been exhausted. Cincinnati ts a
large city and is amply provided with the
n< irs-ary machinery for the enforceme.it
Ol the laws, and it certainly locks strange
that the mayor is not in a better posi-
tion to judge of the necessity for call-
ing in military aid, inasmuch as the
powers of the city fca\e not b:en called
on r.or exhausted.

However, this is a matter of law, anl
no doubt tlie courts will dee'de as to

w.hat should be done. The confidence of
the reform element, though, doe 3 not

appear to be of an over-weening quality,
as Instead of proceeding under the ob-
jectionable statute which in controversy

the action has been begun under the
c< mmon law, and the evidence
pioduced has been for the sole

\ urnoso of shov.ing that a ''prize
fight" is a nuisance. The license issued
is for a boxing contest under a statute
permitting such exhibitions before reg-
ularly organised athletic clubs.

CINCINNATI, Feb. 9. - Wiliam A.
Brady took the stand today in the hear-
ing for an injunction against the pro-

posed Jeffries-Ruhlin boxing contest in
this city I'Va 15. lie was the last wit-
ness for the defense, and at the conclu-
sion of his testimony the defense rested
its case. Lawrence Maxwell at noon be-
gan a closing argument for the plaint-
iffs. Jt was the understanding that each
side should have four hours for closing
their cases.

When the hearing was re:um«d today
'Billy"Madden was recalled by the de-
fense and further elucidated the alleged

difference between boxing contests and
prize fights. He declared that a prtze
fishier or a "West Point cadet useu tha
bare knuckles, while boxers -wear gloves. ''William A. Brady was then called to
the stand. As Jeffries' manager he de-
clared that the would-be contestants wera
the best of friends and would not in-
.iure each other. He told of the Fitzsim-
mons-Corbett fight at Carson City, show-
ed how Corbett dropped to his knees,
sustained no injury, and "was not knock-
out.' He vouchsafed the statement that
Corbett

"IS A MODEL gENTLEMAX." '
Audiences at boxing contests were of as

high a class as at the theaters, adding
he had seen Vice President-elect Roose-
velt at a sparring match in New York.
Cross-examination on this statement
brought out the fact, however, that Gov.
Reese velt afterwards signed the bill 10-
--pealing the Horton law. Brady insisted,
however, that the Herton law had been
repealed because the staff of a New York
newspaper had been refused tickets to theboxing contests.

SCRAP AT 'FRISCO.

In dilating en the statement that Jef-
fries and Ruhjin are big and strong, but
scientific boxers, Brady illustrated his
talK with an exhibition of the varicuspoints of boxing, Including a clinch and
breakaway with one of the attorney--,
much to the amusement of the crowd
which packed the room.

I^awrenee Maxwell, in opening the ar-
guments for the injunction, cited many
authorities on public nuisances and d~-
lined the greatest of all nuisances as that
of the premeditated violation of law in
defiance cf the governor and the wholepower of the state. Me insisted that the
mayor could not give a legal permit for
a nuisance or any unlawful thing. He
ridiculed Madden and Brady in their d's-
tinetion between a prize tight and h box-
ing match, and ho insisted that at an/
such event at which a prize was offend
was a prize fight. Maxwell was v:ry .-e-

; pices Jeffries and Ruhlin and Martin

this injunction. Maxwell insisted that theSaengerfest Athletic club was simply get-
ting -M per cent for their "pull"with themayor. Otherwise. Managers Brady andAladden would simply have rented the
hall.

Judge Peek replied vigorously to whathe termed "Maxwell's tirade upon public-
spirited citizens," such as the members ofthe association, who had been the pro-
moters of various things for the city andwho were recognized as leading businessmen. Judge. Peck insisted that the atn-
lctic association was organized in so >dfaith and not soleiy for the purpose otsecuring the mayor's permit for the Jef-
