HOUSE HOLDS TWO SESSIONS AND
DISFOSES OF ROUTINE
BUSINESS

JACOBSON - ROBERTS CLASH

Eill Providing an Additional Appro-
priation for the New Capitol
Is Introduced by Mr,
Jackson.

A large amount of routine work was
fdone in the house vesterday during the
forcncen and afternoon sessions. The
Davis memorial, which had been plannei
for 2 o'cleck, was postponed until Mou-
day at that hour. 'This was occasioned
by the failure of many of the semators
tc attend. The house passed the resolu-
tion Saturday arranging for this func-
tion after the senate had adjourned,
and many of the members of the upper
body had not received announcement of
the meeting. As some of the senutoss
are being depended upon for active par-
ticipation in the memorial services it
was desired that a full quota from that
body be present.

The change in affalrs was the means of
disappointing a large number of specta-
tors who had come to hear nd see what
should take place. As early at 1 o’clock
the visitors began to arrive, and by 2
o'clock the gallery and lobbies were
crowded. Many remained and witnessed
the regular proceedings, which continued
until 4 o'clock.

The forenoon session was devoted to
the introduction of new bills. In the list
was one from Representative Sageng, of
Otter Tail county, providing for a con-
tinuous term for the normal schools of
the state. The author believes that tfe
normsals should be carried on through
the summer months in order that pub-
lic school teachers of deficient training
or educution, who d ‘¢ and can do so
at no other time, attend the nor-

may

mals and rece special instruction.
Under the present syvstem ihe normals

arly have a two months’ summer
vacation, and it is held that this gives
the teachers who are in need of this
special training little or no opportunity
for the benefits which the normals of-
fer.

The measure imposes no compulsory
provision for the continuous aitendance
of the normal students, but does require
the teachers to remain at their work
throughout the year. It is believed that
whiie the bill is said to have friends
among the normal directors, it will meet
with stout opposition for this latter re-
quirement. The salaries of the normal

teachers, except that of the principal,
are not affected by reason of the in-
sed terms. The principal is to re-

€eive a maximum or $3,560 per annum.
Mr. Jackson of Ramsey has placed a

L the legislature, intro-
ducing it in the house yesterday, asking
for an additional appropriation for the
completion of the new state capitol of
$1,000,000. 1t is framed as an amendment,
ralsing the appropriation of $2,000,000
originally made to $3,000,000,

An effort to protect the modesty of
the public from the odium of gazing into
the interior of a saloon was launched

by J. A, Peterson, who introduced a bill
compelling saloonists to keep scree
before their doors and making a viois

tion of this law a misdemeanor subject
to the following penalties: For the first
offense, a fine of from $9 to $100 or 30

WRANGLE OVER TAX BILL.

The two hours of the afternoon sesson
were consumed chiefly in a wrangle over
a tax bill introduced by Mr. Deming of
Hennepin. It affords Messrs., Jacobson
and Roberts another opportunity of air-

ing their forensic talents and allowed
a few others to interpose some argu-
ments that broke the monotony of the
day.

Mr. Deming's bill which yelates to the

assessment and collection of raxes and
provides for the redemption of lands uvon
which taxes have become delinquent,
was vouch 1 by the author as a meas-
are fully leulated to benefit ail classes
of taxpayers, but Jacobson took e
ception to this defense and frantically
declared that the measure was a vicious
scheme to benefit only the rich property
owners and would, if passed, work an
Iijury to the small taxpayers.

Mr. Roberts found an opening and
went in after Jacobson with a vengeance.
He  discovered a flaw in the Lac qui
Parle man's argument and sald he was

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SENATE FINALLY DECIDES TO
DISPENSE WITH HIS
SERVICES

NO REFLECTIONS ARE CAST

Large and Expectant Committee
Disappointed at Absence of De~
bate — No Opposition to
Anti-Cigarette Bill.

The senate sprung a genuine sensation
yesterday by its silence and acquiescence
manifested when the ‘“Vandiver” com-
mittee’s report came in, The report was
sent up by Senator Buckman promptly
at 11 o’clock, the hour set for the special
order, and was accompanied by a couple
of resolutions.,, © The question on the
adoption of the report was put and car-
ricd. The “ayes’” seemed few and faint.
The “noes” were not at all. Each resotu-
tion was carried separately. Mr. Van-
diver has ceased to be a senate employe,
but the resolution embodizd a statement
to the effect that nc reflection on the
character of the ex-clerk is to be seen
in the report. He is merely decapitated
because there is rothirg for him to do.

The report places at least one of - the
senators who signed it in the peculiar
position of having attacked the character
of Mr. Vandiver on the floor of the sen-
ate and signed a committee report clear-
ing that character aftesward.

However, the senate has vindicated J.
S. Vandiver and that gentleman declaresy
himself well pleased. It is understoo.
that such a report as was presented was
the only one for which his friends woula
stand, and it is hinted that Mr, Vandiver
himself dictated it.

A number of ladies and many men well
known in the city, who were 11n at-
tendance to hear the debate, which, 'it
was expected would be a lively one,
vent away disappointed. ;

Followir:g is a text of the report:

As to the clerkship held by J. 8. Van-
diver your committee reports that he
was appointed at the opening of the ses-
cion to a clerkship not at the time of kis
appolntment designated; that he was
afterwards assigned as clerk of the com-
mittee on reapportionment; that the
committee on reapportionment never
met; that thereafter, under a joint reso-
luticn from thke house, the senate coms.
mittee on reapportionment was merged
with a larger commitiee to act jointly
with the house commiittee ‘on reappor-
tionment; that the joint committee on
reaportionment has appointed a clerk
from the house as clerk of the joint
commitiee on reapportionment; that your
ccmmittee. finds that there Is now no
work for the said Vandiver to perform
a3 clerk of the committee on reapportion-
ment, and recommends the adoption of
the re:zolution accompunying this report,

The resolution follows:

Resclved, That the services of J. B.
Vandiver as clerk for the committee on
reapportionment be, and the same are
hereby, declared 4t an end and dispensed
with, to take effect this day. :

Resolved further, That In passing this
resclution it is not the intention of the
senate to reflect In any manner upon the
character of said Vandiver.

Mr. Vandiver will remain possessed of
the privileges of the floor as a press rep-
resentative.

He remarked to one who essayed con-
dolence yesterday, that he ‘“‘wouldn't
starve to death,” and ‘‘the senate would
never get through under the sum ap-
propriated for legislative expenses if it
hadn’'t taken the Larmiess action of to-
day.” 3

Senator Halverson did some unneces-
sary pleading for his anti-cigarette meas-
ure when it came up under general or-
ders vesterday. There was no opposi-
tion to the bill, and it will in all likeli-
hood become a law.

Senator Horton introduced a bill rais-
ing the limit on the cost of the new

$3,000,000, the extra million to include
the cost cf finishing and furnishings. A
duplicate blll was introduced in the
house by Representative Jackson.

A Dbill introduced by Senator Potter,
by request, was quite generally discussed
by the lawyers of the senate yesterday.
It refers to suits for libel, and offers the
party aggrieved the option of a civil or
criminal suit and denies him the right to
institute a suit of the one kind after
having won or lost a suit of the other
kind.

Senator Stockwell yesterday introduced
the ‘“‘detention hospital” bill, providing
for detention wards in city hospitals in
the cities of St. Paul, Minneapolis ani
Duluth for persons suffering and ‘“‘sick
with insanity,” whose ailment is but
temporary, protecting such patients on
the one hand from the odium attached
10 a sojourn in the county jail, and, on
the other, from residence in a hospital
for the insane, for which they are not
quite eligible. The bill has the support
of the judges of probate and of the med-
ical associations in the three cities.

eration, John L. Townley,. attorney for
the dairymen of this county, said that
the bill, if enacted, would give to Min-
nesota the best law of the kind in the
Unitéd States.

‘Senate bill 163, which has been intro.
duced by Senator Burke has for its pur-
pose the clearing up of delirquent taxes
of the state. At the present time there
is over $4,000,000 of such taxes standing
against real estate, and his bill is in-
tended to secure a settlement by the
owner or whoever wishes to purchase in
case Lhe owner does not show a desire to
take up the matter himself, The bill
provides for an adjudication of all taxes
standing agairst a tract of land, Ly the
cotirt, which will wipe out all question-
able taxes, and leave what is legitimate
standing against the tract. After ad-
vertisement the tracts are to be scld to
the highest bidder, but in no case at less
than 25 per cent of the charges against
the tract, with the costs attending on
the settlement and advertisement, and In
thls manner, it is hoped to clear up a
large part of the present outstanding
delinquent list and get it off the tax
books. Of course, this method will not
bring in the full amount of the delin-
quencles, but if it {akes such tracts ana
lots off the tax list, and brings in §0
per cent of what ig outstanding, it will
make a great difference in the cost of
printing delinquent tax lists in counties,
and clear up the old lists which cumber
the books, besides bringing considerabia
revenue,

The bill intreduced by the senate ap-
propriation committee is intended to stop
the present method of securing appropri-
ations from the legislature for a speclile

TIATIVE AND REFERENDUM
IN WISCONSIN

PRIMARY LAW FIGHT IS ON

Denounced as a Populist Measure—
Claim That It Will Bring Defeat
and Ruin to the Re-
publican Party.

MADISON, Wis., Feb. 13.—A bill provid-
Ing for the installation of the initiative
and referendum in Wisconsin was intro-
duced in the assembly today by TFrank-
lin Johnson. It provides that upon the
Detitlon of two per cent of the voters or
the request of the convention, any pub-
lic question must be submitted to the
voters before it can become a law.

An insurance tax bill which will help
the Milwaukee Northwestern Life by re-
moving the retaliatory features was in-
troduced in beoth houses. It provides a
tax of three per cent on Wisconsin busi-
ness instead of one per cent on all
business, as provided by the present law,

A move to double the salaries of legis-
lators was introduced in the senate by
O’Neil. It provides for the constitutional
amendment increasing the salary of leg-
islators from $5 to $10, gives them 10 cents
a mile for travel each way, as now, and
cuts off all perquisites.

PRIMARY ELECTION BILL,

The proposed primary-election law was
debated before the legislature this after.
noon. The hearing was tecnically only
before the joint committee on elections,
but it was held in the assembly cham-
ber, and practically every member of the
legislature was present. The principal
speeches were by Dalry and Food Com-
missioner H, C. Adams for the bill and
by U. S. Internal Revenue C(Tollector
J. G. Monahan against it. Mr. Adams’
speech was an elaborate argument for
the bill, and Mr. Monahan wandered from
his subject to attack newspapers which
support the bill. These speeches are im-
portant because they sound the keynotes
ot the big fight which will taks place on
the floors of the two houses when the
bill comes from the committee.

ADAMS FAVORS PROPOSED LAW.

Mr. Adams sald in part:

“The opponents of the primary elcction
law, presenting numerous objecticns
against the measure, must be crowded by
the resistless force of plain logic into the
final attitude of denying the wisdom of
popular government, and afiirming-—she
desirability of repregentative government
wherever that is possible. The friends of
the measure stand squarely upon this
proposition: That wherever we can ob-
tain a direct cxpression of the people's
will it should Le dene, and that the rep-
resentative system should only be used
when it is what might be cailed a physi-
cal necessity.

“Friends of the primary electlon law
say that a voter can be trusted to pick
cut a candidate for office. The oppon-
ents of the primary election law say that.
the voter may be trusted to pick out a

man who perhaps may be trusted to pick
out some other man to pick out for the
original voter, wlkose judgment to a
great extent is lost in the transaclion, a
man who car represent that original
voter better in public office than one!
whom the voter might sclect for nimself.
They claim a caucus is a deliberative |
body; that inen assemble there for the'
purpose cf discussing the merits and ef- |
ficiency of men. Is that true as a rule?
Do men who go into caucusses carefully «
deliberate as to the real merits of inen |
whose names are proposed as de].\gutes,’
to conventions? 1 ask the members of |
this committee and of this legislature if'
a procee€ing of this kind is not rare in
caucus action?"”

MONAHAN RIDICULES THE BILI. |

Mr. Monahar said in part: |
