REVISIGN OF THE FAITH

WASHINGTON, Feb. 14.—The Presby-
terian committee which has been consid-
ering the revision of the Westminstér
confession of faith, today completed its
recommendations to the general assem-
bly. The committee has unanimously
agreed that some change in the credal
statement 1s necessary, but is divided
as to the character of this change, and
majority and minority reports will he
presented to the general assembly. There
were thirteen of the sixteen members
present, and a majority agreed to recom-
mend that the change made should be a
supplemental explanatory statement to
cover certain points in the confession of
faith, and to include statement of docs
trines of the Holy Spirit, missions and
the love of God for all men, The re-
port of the minority will recommend a
supplementary explanation of idoectrine
without being restricted to specific and
iimited points in the confession, but in
entire harmony with the system of doc-

trine contained in the creed

The committee then adijourned sine die
and no further mectings are anticipated
before the meeting of the general as-
sembly next May, when it probably will
be dissolved. =

MRS. NATION WASN'T ALLOWED TO
DISTURB THE PEACE IN
COURT

IS ON TRIAL IN TOPEKA, KAN.

LEGALITY OF JOINT SMASHING IS
TO BE JUDICIALLY DE-~
TERMINED

PLEA MADE BY THE DEFENSE

Claim Is That Defendant Acted
Within Her Rights in Abzating a
Nuisance After Authorities

Failed to Do So,

TOPEKA, Kan., Feb, 14.—Mrs. Carrie
Nation was brought to trial in the city
court here this afternoon on a charge
of destroying property. The complain-
ant was W. F. Lytle, proprietor of the
Senate saloon, which Mrs. Nation and
her crusaders wrecked last week. The
room was crowded with visitors, many
of them sympathizers with the crusa-
ders. '

The case was finally postponed until
Monday next.

When court opened, Mrs. Nation was
not to be found. Her lawyer, J. M.
Dumenil, was rather excited, but assured
the court that hls client would be on
hand very soon. Judge MecCabe said he
was ready to take up the case and that
it must proceed. Rev. F. W. Emerson
volunteered the information that .irs.
Nation had gone out to dinner, and
would be back soon. Assistant County
Attorney Jamieson, who has charge of
the prosecution, announced that he
would wait a few moments, and In the
meantime would call his witnesses, Mike
Keily, “Sheep” Lytle, Harry Jackson,
Ben Mullholland and George Stambaugh;
for the defense, Probate Judge Fagan,
Chief of Police Stahl, Officer Carpenter,
Mrs. James White, Mrs. George Wolver-
ton and Miss Madeline Southard.

Mrs, Nation’s attorney entered a mo-
tion to quash,

At 2:15 o’clock Mrs. Nation entered and
made her way through the crowd. The
crowd applauded, Mrs. Nation smiled and
bowed, but said not a word. The crowd
continued to applaud, and Judge McCabe
demanded order, and called upon the
marshal to preserve quiet. Lawyer Du-
menil argued his motion to quash on the
ground that the complaint was not prop-
erly drawn. Mrs. Nation could keep
quiet no longer, and rose to her feet.

SHE HAD TO BE GOOD.

“Your honor,” commenced Mrs. Na-
tion.
“Quiet,”” ordered Judge McCabe.

“But that does not make any differ-
ence,” continued Mrs. Nation.

“You will have to keep still,” said the
court, “This trial will be conducted lika
any other case, and qulet must be
maintained.

Kelly was
cross-examined to some extent by Mrs.
Nation's attorney, but nothing new was
brought out.

Kelly was made to say that he had
been arrested several times on the charge
of selling liquor. He claimed that the
cash register smashed by Mrs. Nation
was kept to receive the receipts of the
pool room.

When Kelly's testimony was completed
the lawyers agreed that it was useless to
introduce any more witnesses.

After a conference between the attor-
neys it was agreed that Kelly would ad-
mit that he was running a saloon, and
that Mrs. Nation should plead gzuilty to
smashing it. This was done, and now
the case will be argued squarely on its
merits, as to whether joint property is
entitled to the protection of the law.

Next Monday afternoon was set aside
as the time for hearing arguments and
deciding the case. The line of Mrs. Na-
tion’s defense is that she, as a private
citizen, had a right to abate a nuisance
after the officers had failed to do su. Mrs.
Nation seemed utterly unconcerned
throughout the trial. She appeared to be
relieved when it was over, and held an
impromptu reception before departing.

WEYLER'S'RULES,

Gen. Weyler now holds the safety of
the city in his hands. Fle has issued a
proclamation prohibiting:persons gather-
ing in greups. Anyone found insulting
or injuring the troopss l}'\ word or decd
will be tried by courtsmartial. Parents
or guardians permittln"g children to roam
in the streets will be: fined 125 pesetas.
Military subjects on furlough who take
part in disturbances will be court-mar-
tialed. Persons injurihg railways or
other means of transportation and per-
sons interfering with or Inciting work-
men will also be court-ntartialed. As a
result of the strong position taken by

Gen, Weyler and the knowledge of the
populace that he will carry out his proc- |

CABINET CRISIS.
- A cabinet crisis is looming up. It ap-

pears that Senor Garcia Aiixis, minister
of public Instruction, and Senor Sanchez
Torea, minister of public works, at to-
day's council, disapproved of the declara-
tion of martial law for Madrid.

Gen. Azcarga, the premier, will this
evening submit the question of confidence
in the cabinet to the queen regent. _

Altogether there were 100 arrests
Wednesday night. In several streets the
rioters fired revolvers.

El Liberal says the rioters stoned the
carriage of the Brazilian minister in the
belief that it contained a member of the
government.

Other papers assert that several ladies
were injured in Wednesday’'s disorders.
Most of the Jesuits residing in Madrid
bave retired to San Martin.

SITUATION AT MIDNIGHT.

The situation just before midnight
seems to be one of perfect calm through-
out the city, consequent upon the rigor-
ous military control. There has been
no conflict between the populace and
troops since last night. Gen. Weyler has
the situation well in hand. Very strict
censorship has been established over
press dispatches, and the minister of the
interior has prohibited telegraphic or tel-
ephonic communication with the interior
of an alarmist nature. The situation is
very disquieting. In spite of rumors
there was no meeting of the cabinet this
evening. Senor Silvela, former premier,
declines to discuss the situation. The
Count and Countess of Caserta left Ma-
drid this evening. Their departure was
without special incident, although the
station was guarded with troops. The
train will proceed with the greatest cir-
cumspection owing to fear of treacherous’
attack.

ENGAGED WITH DEWET

KITCHENER REPORTS HIS TROOPS
IN TOUCH WITH BOER LEADER.

LONDON, Feb. 15.—The war office has
recelved tne following dispatch from
Lora Kitcherer:

“Pretoria, I'eb. 14.—Our troops are now
engaged with Christian Dewet's force
north of Philippstown, which we hold,
Dewet having crossed the Orange river
at Zand Drift. apparently moving west.

“French, reporting from a point twenty-
five miles southeast of Ermelo, states
that a large force of the enemy is be-
ing driven on to Piet Retief, thelr ef-
forts to hreak back having so far been
frustrated.

“The Inniskillings charged the enemy,
who left filve dead and six wounded on
the ground. Ter Boers were captured,
and there was a large capture of wagons,
carts and cattle. Our casualties were one
killed and five wounded,”

The four fires
convince the police that an - orfamiz
gang of Incendiaries is operating in Chi-
ceago, Good descriptions have been se-
cured of the two men who were scen
running from the Palmer house, and a
number of detlectives are at work on
the case. The police agreed that all the
fires werc incendiary, and tonight every
important down-town hostelry wias
gvarded by a host of officers in rlain
clothes watching for the men suspacted
of having started the fires.

BANK WILL NOT LOSE CN OLD NEW
YORK CUSTOM HOUSE
\ SALE

FAST NEARING THE BILLION

Even Republican Senators Warn
Their Colleagunes of Necessity of
Putting a Stop to Incresnse

of Appropriations.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 14—Before the
consideration of the sundry civil appro-
priation bill was resumed in the house
today some routine business was trans-
acted. Bills were passed for the relief
of settlers under the public laws upon
lands within the limits of the indemnity
land grant to the Northern Pacific rail-
r(»ad_ and to extend the privilege of im-
mediate transportation of dutiable goods
to Milwaukee, Wis,

The senate amendments to the bill for
the creation of a committee to select a
site and adopt plans for a memorial
statue to Gen. Grant in this city were
adopted.

A bill was passed for the reliel of Hor-
ace P. McIntosh, U. 8. N., retired. The
fiouse then went into committee of the
whole and resumed the consideration of
the sundry civil appropriation bill.

Mr. McRae (Ark.) moved to strike out
the appropriation of $317,047 for the rent
of the old custom house, New York city,
and reviewed the transaction relating to
the sale to the National City bank, say-
ing that $530,000 was withheld so the title
would not pass to the bank and it thereby
escaped taxation.

Mr. Cannon, Mr. Hill (Conn.) and others
defended Secretary Gage's action con-
tending that as to taxes under the New
York laws, it made no difference whether
the title is in the bank or the govern-
ment. Several New York Democratic
members denied this statement.

Mr. Jones (Va.) read a message from the
treasury department in answer to an in-
quiry made ycsterday by Mr. McRae to
the effect that $50,000 remained unpaid
under the terms of the act which au-
thorized the New York custom house
that it drew interest at the rate
of 4 per cent payable at the pleasure
of the purchaser; not, however, later
than the date of the compietion of the
new custom house.

WHAT THE BANK GETS.

Mr. Jones said the new custom house
would not be completed for ten jyears.
During those years he said the bank
would obtain $136,000 annually for the
rent of the old custom house; would save
$50,000 taxes; would have the use of
5 6,000 which, at 4 per cent, would be

qual to $12800). He figured that the
bank would obtain $307,000 in ten years,
almost enough to pay for the site, be-
side having the use of millions of United
Sfates funds deposited with the bank.

Tn eonclusion Mr. Jones declared that
the transaction was a fraud upon the
government, and if the secretary of the
treasury allowed it to continue he would
be particeps criminis to the fraud (Dem-
ocratie applause).

A vote was finally taken upon Mr.
McRae's motion to strike out the appro-
priation for the rent for the old custom
house, and it was defeated, 89 1o 98.

Mr. Jones then offered an amendment
to provide that of the appropriation of
§371,047 for rent, the secretary of the
treasury should withhold $60,000 still dus
the government on the purchasc price of
the property.

A point of order by Mr. Cannon ruled
out the amendment.

Mr. Richardson (Tenn.) offered an
amendment providing that none of the
rent should be paid until the titie pass-
¢d from the government to the bank.

To this Mr. Cannon also made a point
of order, but it was overruled. The vote
on the amendment was a tie, 2 to 92,
and it therefore failed.

After completing 43 of the 137 pages of
the bill, the president’s message con-
cerning the necessity of rewarding f:hu
naval officers engaged in the destruction
of Cervera's flect was read, and at 5:35
p. m. the house adjourned.

IN THE SENATE.

The senate devoted practically the en-
tire day to the agricultural appropria-
tion bill. The measure was not complet-
ed. Mr. Hale, of Maine, and Mr. Lodge,
of Massachusetts, sounded notes of
warning against the enormous aporopria.
tions being made by the preseat con-
gress. Mr. Hale declared the peorle of
the country scon would become alarmed,

! and then those who were responsinle for

the immense expenditures would seek the
rocks and mountains to hide from the
wrath of the people. Mr. Lodge declared
that the expenditures of the government
as shown by the appropriations were
approaching rapidly the hill’ll‘)n-tlnll;ll‘
mark, and he believed it was time now
to draw the line. Every necessary exX-
penditure ought to be made, but he as-
serted that some bills, notably the river
and harbor bills, were loaded down with
needless and useless appropriations,

The speeches attracted much attention
among senators.

A brief night session of the scnate was
held to complete the reading of the Dis-
trict of Columbia code bill.
