ST. PAUL TO HAVE STAB TEAM

George Lennon Says It Will l!e as
».o«xl jus "Commie" Ever Had

—Siiniiiwn as to
Clrcnit.

The beginning of next week will see
a meeting of the baseball magnates In
St. Paul at the Ryan hotel and lover3
of the great American game in local ter-
ritory are, awaiting with interest the ar-
rival of the day. It has not been set,
however, for George Lennon was seen
last night and he stated that he had just
telegraphed to President Hickey, of the
Western league, to have him make the
date. la all probability the meeting will
be held at 10 o'clock Tuesday forenoon.
The following cities will be represented:
St. Paul, Minneapolis, Kansas City,
Omaha, Denver, St. Joe, Dcs Moines,
Pueblo or Sioux City. President Hickey
is now in Pueblo, where he is engaged
in making arrangements either for the
team to be continued in Pueblo or its
transfer to Sioux City.

One of the most interesting questions
to be settled at the meeting will be as
to whether or not the league will take
in Indianapoli3 and Louisville and drop
two other cities. The only chance of tak-
ing these cities on is f?*at the American
association, which is under the National
agreement, has been given these two
cities, and, If it does not establish clubs,
the territory will belong to the Western
league. If the two cities above named
are taken in it is thought by local base
ball men that St. Joe and Dcs Mones,
or Pueblo or Sioux City in the place of
Dos Moines, will toe dropped, iwo will
be selected out of the four towns if an
interchange is made. The magnates will
also talk about the new schedule anl
possibly arrange lor tho number of
games to be played.

Mr. Lonnon, in speaking of the pros-
pects last night for the coming season,

said:
"All the cities will have good teams

this year. There Is now absolutely no
doubt as t othat. St. Paul will have a
very good team in spite of the fact that
peculiar conditions have to be dealt with.
The local team must have, practically,
all new men, but 1 guarantee that I will
have as good a team as Comiskey ever
had. I think it will be 50 per cent bet-
ter."

Judging from the personnel of the-team
so far as now known by a few, it looks
as if the promise will be carried out.
Mr. Lennon is reticent, however, as to

what men he has signed. He says that
he has been asked to keep silence and,
for the purpose of keeping the good men
he has got, he has done so.

Perry Werden, who will be captain of
the local team, has returned from the
South and is now In Minneapolis. He
brought with him two men who, he
claims, are worth their weight in sold
v> hen it comes to playing good ball. One
used to be an inlielder in the St. Louis
National league team. The other was one
of the stars of the Southern league. Wer-
den will make his permanent abode in St.
Paul the first of the month.

Jimmy Ryan, who joined the local team
some days ago, hus gone East to look
up good "men. James A, Hart, president

of the Chicago National league, in a let-
ter to Mr. Lennon states that Ryan is
the best man in the country. An offer ia
made in another letter to pay Ryan $5,00
for live months' work, but it will not be

considered because he has a five years'
contract here with which he is satisfied
and which he intends to keep. Besides,
he is part owner of the club. The local
team so far is made up of eighteen men,
tnree catchers, six pitchers, six inliclderd,
and three outfielders. When the season
is a month old the team will be cut down
to fourteen.

When President Hickey has been heard

from and the magnates have decided in
St Paul what they intend to do Mr. Len-

non will probably talk more freely about
the local team."

LEO'S ENCYCLICAL.
Holy Father Irges Obedience to

Recognized Authority.

NEW YORK, Feb. First copies of
the recent encyclical letter of Pope Leo
XIII., issued the latter part of January,
have been received in this city. The doc-
ument says in part:

Economical disputes in more than one
country have long been raging; peace
and concord are affected; the violence
of the disputants grows every day, in so
much that the thoughts of the wiser
part are laden with doubts and appre-

hension. These disputes arise in the nr&t
instance from widespread philosophical
and moral error. The scientific resources
belonging to the age, increased facilities
of communication and appliances of all
kinds for economizing labor, making it
more productive, have resulted in a keen-
er struggle for existence. Through the
influence jof agitators the gulf between
rich and poor has been widened, so that
frequent disturbances arise, even great
calamities seem impending, such as
would bring ruin on a country.

What social democracy means, and
what Christian ought "to mean, does not
surely admit of doubt. The former, more
or less extreme, as the case may be,
is by many carried to such extravagance
of wickedness-as to reckon human satis-
faction supreme and to pursue bodily
goods and those of the natural world,
and to make the happiness of man con-
sist in attaining and enjoying them.
Hence they would have the supreme
power in a state to be in the hands of
common people, in such sort that all dis-
tinctions of rank being abolisi>ej and
every citizen made equal to every other,
all might have equal access also, to the
good things of life. The law of lord-
ship is to be abolished, private fortunes
confiscated and even socialism of the
appliances of labor carrier! out.

But Christian democracy, as Chris-
tian, ought to have as its foundation the
principles laid down by divine faith, hav-
ing regard, indeed, to the temporal ad-
vantage of the lower orders, but design-
ing therewith to fit their mlriSs for tn»

'enjoyment of things eternal. According-
ly to Christian democracy let there be
nothing more sacred than law and right;
let it bid the right of having and holding
be kept inviolate; let it maintain the di-
versity of ranks which properly belong
to a well ordered state; in fine, let it pre-
fer for human association that form and
character which its divine author has
imposed.
Clearly, therefore, social and Christian

democracy can have nothing; in common;
the difference between them is no less
than that between the sectarianism of
socialism and the p-.-ofession of the
Christian law.

People may and ought to abide by these
precepts, which bid them love God above
all their neighbors as themselves. This
has even been the morality ofTihe churcfi.
By it Roman pontiffs constantly dealt
with states, whatever might be their
executive government. And this being
so, the mind and action of Catholics,
when devoted to promoting the good "of
the lower orders, cannot aim at embrac-
ing and introducing any one form of gov-
e? nment in preference for another.

God forbid that under the name of
Christian democracy should lie the sur-
reptitious aim of throwing off all obedi-
ence and turning away from those in law-
ful authority. This is the only attitude
worthy of an American and a Christian,
and ousrht to be taken up heartily and
as a matter of duty "for conscience
sake." It is absolutely inconsistent with
Christian profession that any one should
refuse to submit and be obedient to those
of superior officers in the church, es-
pecially to bl3hops, whom (without preju-
dice to the authority of the Roman pontiff
ever all and each) the Holy Ghost hath
placed to rule the church of God.

It is more important that those who
minister about sacred things should also
reflect upon them very diligently, and
not fail to teach them to others by their
words; yes, and still more by their ex-
ample.

Princess Royal of Spain Becomes

MADRID, Feb. 14.—1n the chapel of
the royal palace, in the presence of the
royal family, and all the aristocracy and
officialdom of Spain, Dona Maria de las
Merceles de Bourbon y Hapsburg, prin-
cess of the Asturlas, was today wedded
to Prince Charles Bourbon.

Princeis I'hitrlcs of Bourbon.

At half past 10 o'clock this morning
there assembled in the private apart-

ments of the Queen Maria Christina those
forming the bride's part, consisting of
her mother, the queen regent; her broth-
er, the boy king, Alfonso XIH.; his sis-
ter, the Infanta Maria Teresa; her aunts,
the Infantas Isabella -and Eulalla; her
uncle, Archduke Eugene of Austria; her
grandmother. Archduchess Elizabeth,
with all the high retainers of the court,
ladies in waiting, grandees of Spain and
gentlemen in waiting.

At the same hour, in like manner, there
gathered In the apartments of the In-
fanta Dona Isabella, the persons compos-
ing the party of the bridegroom. These
were the parents of Prince Charles, the
Count and Countess of Caserta; the Duke
and Dutchess of Calabria; his sisters.
Dona Maria Immaculata, Dona Maria
Pia and Don Maria Josephine and their
train of ladles and gentlemen.

The bridegroom's party emerged first
and proceeded to the chapel, being im-
mediately followed by the bride's cortege
from the queen regent's apartments.

They trav-
ersed the long corridors to the apart-
ments of the queen regent, where a rec-
ord of the marriage was entered In a
special civil register, the royal family
end the same witnesses signing who
signed the wedding contract on Tuesday.

This ceremony ended, all repaired to
the state dining room, in which the be-
trothal ball was held Monday evening,
and partook of a wedding breakfast.
