IN HOUSE

JACOBSON FATHERS MEASURE

Lae Quil Parle Statesman Thinks
About Four Per Cent of Amount
Received Would Ee
Proper Figure.

Mecting at 11 o'clock yesterday morn-
ing, the house was in session for actual
business just one hour. The Davis mem-
orial was taken up at 2 in the afternoon
as the special order. As a matter cf
fact, there was little important work
undertaken.

Mr. Jacobson got in a bill to increase
the g:o0ss earnings tax on railroads from
2 to 4 per cent. In addition to providing
for the tax the bill states that the ques-
tion shall be submitted to the votars of

The am 1t of gross earnings in Min-
nesota arising from interstate traffic of
such rerson, company or corporatioa for
the purpose of this act, shall be 1scertain-
ed by apportioning to the state such pro-
vortion of the total earnings derived frem
such business as the iotal miles of such
line or railway owened or operatcd with-
in this state bears to the total miles of
railway owned and operated as a system
by such person, company or corporation,
within or without this state.

The second section repeals previous acts
inconsistent with this one, and the third
section provides for the collection of the
tax by civil action in case of failure con
the part of any person or company re-
mit according to law.

Quite a debate arose yesterday over the
report of the committee on roads and
bridges, which report advocated the cre-
aticn of a highway commission. Mr, Ja-
cobson objected to the commission, erd,
after making an animated speech on the
subject, he called upoa Mr. Umland to
tell the house which sidc of the guestion
he had been speaking on. This annoyed
Mr. Jacobson, and he quickly retorted:
“l am glad you are the only member in
the house who cannot understand me.”

Mr. Johnson, of Hennepin. chairman of
the committee, spoke urgently in favor
of his report, and it was finally adopted.

AlID FOR NORMAT, SCHOOLS,

Bills Providing for Their Mainte-
nance Introduced in the House.

Two bills were introduced in the house
yvesterday in the interest of the normal
schools of the state.

Representative Anderson, of Winona, is
the author of a measure which provides
for an_appropriation for the flve schools
for fhé year ending in 1902 of $58,000, to
be divided as follows: Winona school,
$10,000; Mankato, $10,000; St. Cloud, $12,000;
Moorehead, $14,000; Duluth, $12,000. ¥or
the following year the same appropria-
tions are provided for, with the exgception
of that for Duluth, which is to get $15,00,

These appropriations are to be devoied
to current expenses. They represent a con-
siderable reduction in the amounts here-
tofore set apart for that work, and will
materially lessen the state appropriations,

Mr. Mallory introduced a bill providing
for appropriations amounting to $204,060 to
be used for improvements in the various
schools. The money is to be divided in
this order:

PASSES TWO BILLS AND GETS PHO-

TOGRAPHED ALL IN
ONE DAY
CIGARETITES ARE DOOMED

'

Halverson Bill Prohibiting Sale of
the Odoriferous Little Tubes
Gets Through
Safely.

The senate got itself photographed and
passed two bills yesterday. 'The first,
the Halvorson cigarette bill, had record-
ed against it five votes and some oratory,
Senator Meilicke opposed it vigorousiy
on account of the inconvenience it would
work Minnesotans of Russian birth and
habits. He contended that such citizens
were as much entitled {o smoke cigar-
ettes as were other Americans to ‘“‘chew
tobacco and spit upon the floor.” Sen-
ator Coller opposed the bill upon the
ground that the present law forbidding
the selling of cigarettes to minors is ade-
quate, The other three members voting
against the measure were Senators Mec-
Gill, Stockwell and Du Toit. The other
measure passed is the Wilson Lill, re.
quiring judges to file decisions within
four months after trial of a case.

Senator Stockwell evened up the score
vesterday by successfully moving the in-
definite pestponement of one of Senator
Greer’s pet bills, which provides that
teachers who have taught two consecu-
tive terms and have been engaged for
the next one may thereafter be removed
for cause only,

The bill was the first one on general
orders, and Senatogy Greer moved that_it
bhe reported for passage. Senator Thomp-
scn proposed an amendment and said
that the hill was ‘‘very indefinite.”” Sen-
ator Roverud objected o the measure

| and Senator Snyder moved an amend-

ment exempting the siate university.
Senator Fitzpatrick made an able plea
for his  collcague’s pet, and Senator
Stockwell moved as a substitute for all
amendments that the bill be recommend-
ed for indenfinite postponement, which
motion carried by a good majority.

Under general orders, with Senator Mc-
Kusick in the chair, the senate recom-
mended the Coller hill, relating to the
disbarment or suspension of attorneys,
the Sweet kidnaping bill from the
house, the Hawkins measure providing
for the redistricting of St. Louis county
and for two additional county commis-
sioners and the Brower biil, relating to
the issuance of bonds to fund the float-
ing indebtedness of countics.

FOR THOSE WHO DODGE TAXES.

Bush Bill Is in Danger of Being
Modified.

The Bush tax ferret bill, now before
ithe committee on taxes, is demanding
some attention. There is a desire on the
part of many to have the bill amended
so that ferreters shall receive 30 per
cent, instead of only 15 per cent, of
money collected on the property that has
escaped faxation.

Under the bill as proposed by Mx
Bush, counties may engage the services
of individuals to search through the
lJané tax reccrds for land that has es-
caped the assessor and make a report
of the same to the proper officlal. For
this work the percentage of the recgipt.s
thus recovered by the county, as indi-
cated above, is to be given them.

The amendment does not meet the ap-
proval of the author of the bill. Mr.
Bush declares that he did not introduce
his measure to benefit scme persons look-
ing for light employment, but as a re-
medial statute for the state, through
which it might succeed in bringing to
justice a large horde of habitual tax
dodgers. Scme of the committeemen op-
posed the biil in any form whatcever.

BILL WILL BE VETOED

GOVERNOCR CONSIDERS IT VICIOUS
—COMMITTEE AT WORK.

PIERRE, S. D., Feb. 18.—(Special.)—
When the legislature reassembles, Gov.
Herried will return his first veto mes-
sage of the season. It will be on the
bill to allow the use of abbreviations
in the publication of tax lists. The gov-
ernor considers the bill to be a vicious
one, which will only make more easy
any manipulation to secure tax titles,
and which would be against the best in-
terest of the people of the state if it
should be placed on the statute books.

The legislative probing committee met
at Yankton Friday afternoon, and in the
evening proceeded to the hospital for the
insane, where Dr. V. Sebiakin Ross, the
superintendent, and Steward Nissen were
examined touching the manner of keep-
ing the books of the institution and the
keeping of inventories. It was discover-
ed that no inventory of the contents of
the buildings had been handed to the
present officials when they took charge,
and that they were not asxed to re-
ceipt for anything. The matter of the
power house and laundry will be takeu
up tomorrow, and the committee will en-
deavor to ascertain why it was necessary
to ask for a further appropriation for
them.

A letter was received from ex-Gov.
Lee saying that he would attend be-
fore the committee for examination on
Monday either at Yankton or Sioux
Falls.

It is said that a deal has been arrang-
ed between Watertown and Pierre by
which the former has agreed to give
up its capital aspirations, and the lat-
ter has agreed to aild Watertown in se.
curing the removal of the reform school
from Plankinton to Watertown, The deal
is a good one for Pierre. It has the
goods already. The goods golng to Wa-
tertown must be delivered between now
and the close of the legisiature.

TEACHERS SEE DANGER

HARVEY BILL NOW PENDING DBE-
FORE THE LEGISLATURE.

MADISON, Wis.,, Feb. 18.—(Special.)—
The bill pending before the legislature
known as the Harvey bill, which formu-
lates new lines for the management of
the public schools of the state and takes
away some of the powers and responsi-
bilities of the county superintendents, is
causing a-great deal of talk arnd no lit-
tle excitement among the teachers and
others interested.

It is claimed that if the bill becomes a
law from one-third to one-half of the
teachers employed in Wisconsin, outside
of the larger cities, will have to seek
other employment. It is also claimed by
the opponents of the measure that this
ban will not only fall on the poorer class
of teachers, but that some of the ablest
pedagogues in the state will be unable
to retain their positions. o

The pending bill, while it does not away
with the office of county superinten-
dent, reduces the position to that of a
clerical one, mnder the -state superinten-
dent. It also requires the teachers to he
re-examined in all branches each time
they apply for a.ll::ense to teach.

bon, $,000 for expense of appraising and
sule of state school lands and $1.400 for
deficiency In account of state dairy com-
missioner. This practically winds up the
matter of appropriations for the session.

The bill making state’s attorneys the
only public prosecntors, to have charge
of all cases unless relieved for cause,
passed the senate, and for its passage
Senator L.a Moure presented arguments
and a letter from Bosard & Bosard, of
Grand Forks, to the state's attorney of
Pembina eounty, W. J. Burke, that were
highly interesting, In support of the bill
sthe Pembina Senator spoke briefly, by
way of introducing the communication
in question, and in:conclusion stated that
it appeared that the county of Pembina
had been robbed of several thousand
dollars by the'operation of the Enforce-
ment league people, which amount
should have gone to the school fund.

A resolution has peen introduced in the
house appropriating $10,000 for the pan-
American exposition and creating a
board of managers, condisting of the
governor, the ‘comimissioner of agricul-
ture, & member 6f the agricultural col-
lege facplty and two citizens, ana also
a board of t)\rbe‘la.(iy‘ managers.

The next legislative assembly in the
state of Nerth Dakota will have 1.9
members, as against 93 in the present as-
sembly. This is the radlcal increase pro-
vided for in the Sharpe bill, which is the
apportionment measure that has passed
and will be approved by -Gov. White. It
wus stated in the rather heated discus-
sions of the merits of the bill that the
governor would not_approve a bill ap-
portioning the representation as it was
apportioned in this bill, but assurances
have been received by the assembly
leaders who have been pushing the meas-
ure that if it passed both houses it
would receive executive approval. In-
deed, it would require especially urgent
reasons if the cxecutive should set aside
the most difficult and important work be-
fore the legisiative assembly. It is not
easy to 'get a majority of both houses to-
gether on an apportionment measure,
and if this work should be toppled over,
once it has been accomplished, it might
render the sessicn a futile one so far as
reapportionment is concerned and re-
sult in no redistricting of the state at
all, as there are only about two weeks
of working time left, with many other
important measures to be considered.

On the ground of economy came the
mcst  of the criticisms of the new ap-
porticnment.

Tris is one of the agréements that has
been made in the passage of the bill. At
every session in the past thousands of
collars have been paid out to political
clerks. TUnger the proposed contract
system this would be avoided. . The work
would be done at half-the expénse—pos-
sibly a still greater reducticn. - It is es-
tinated there could bé éncrgh eaved 1n
one session to pay.  the. additional sala-
ries of the members added in the rew
apportionment.

The pharmacists of the state are keep-
ing watch of legislation affecting liquor
permits for medicinal purposes, Leading
representatives of the druggists' asso-
ciation of" the state say there is trouble
enough under the present law and they
are opposed to any tinkering. They want
the law allowed to stand as it is, or re-
pealed altogether, and medicinal sales
of liquor taken away from druggists alto-
gether. 8o far only one bill has been
introduced touching this matter, and that
ig a bill allowing a druggist to secure his
petition for a permit from the city in
which he does business, instead of con-
fining the petitioners to the ward in
which he does business. It is claimed

this provision of the law makes it diffi-
cult to get the requisite number of sign-
crs3, even If the druggist secures all who
are eligible to sign under the law.

tions committee, took occasion to make a
detailed statement of the appropriations
for the present congress. He was led to

the reckless extravagance of this con-
gress. The situation, he sald, was quite
bad enough without exaggerating it. Ha
figured that the appropriations woull
total $694,118,595, exclusive of the sinking
fund requirement of $53,000,000, against
$657,150,362 for the current year. In tha
course of his remarks he fired some le:
shots at the minority for prating ot
cconomy and not helping to uphold the
hands of himself and others when they
were trying tc keep appropriations down.
GAGE AND RUSSIAN SUGAR.

In speaking today of his recent order,
interposing a-countervailing_ duty upon
Russian sugars, Secretary Gage said:

‘‘it is not a question of what the man-
ufacturers desire or think ought to be.
It Is not a question of what the sugar
refiners or our best raisers desire or
think ought to be. It is a question
purely of law and fact, The secretary
of the treasury is sworn to enforce the
law—not to make law. The late decigjon
as ‘to the Hability of Russian sugar®to
pay a countervailing duty based on the
department’s apprehension of the law
and facts. The board of general ap-
praisers is a body constituted by con-
gress especially to hear and judicially
determine disputes of law and fact grow-
ing out of disputes over the custom laws.
Our own citizens take their grievances
there, the importers of Russian sugar
may take their grievances there. "The
way is open for the prompt hearing and
determination of their appeal if made,
It lies with them to consent by silence
or to seek a judicial review through the
avenue that our laws provide.”

The secretary has received a number
of inguiries in regard to his recent ac-
tion, and today he sent answers sub-
stantially as follows:

“In reply to your letter of the 16.h
inst., relative to countervailing duty of
Russian sugars, I have to inform you
that, after careful consideration of the
effects of the Russian law, and regula-
tions upon the price of that commodity
for home consumption and the price for
exportation, as exemplified in reports
from our congular officers in Russia, this
department has arrived at the conclusion
that Russia indirectly pays or bestows
a bounty on the export of sugars within
the meaning of section 5 of the act of
July 24, 1897, and consequently that it
was iy duty under the law to proclaim
the net amounts of such bounties for
the assessment of additional duties,
which was done by department circular
6f No. 10 of Feb. 14, 1901. It is to be
regretted that the Russian minister of
finance should have congsidered this ac-
tion in the light of a discrimination on
our part against the Russian commerce
as stated in our recent daily press, and
have withdrawn from our imports into
Raussia, the privileges of the conventional
tariff of that country to which the Unit-
ed States is entitled under ‘The most
favored nation’ clause in ¢ir treaty of
commerce and navigation with Russia
of 1832,

“The allegation of discrimination ap-
pears to be unfounded in view of the
fact that sugars coming from other
bounty-paying countries, such as France,
Germany, Belgium, the Netherlands,
etc,, are subjected to additional duties
under said section 5, and that unless
the above stated determination of this
department is reversed by a competent
tribunal, the exemption of Russian
suiz,u's from additional duty would right-
ly be regarded by the other bounty-pay-
ing countries as a discrimination against
them, and in favor of Russia.

“It is hoped that upon a proper pres-
entation of the matter to the Russian
government by our department of state
the reputed order of the Russian min-
ister of finance will be revoked.”

SAMPSON AND SCHLEY.

Senator Hale, cha rman of tns senate
committee on naval affairs, today futro-
duced a bill for tke revival of the grade
of vice-admiral in the navy, and author-
izing the president to appoi_nt two rear-
admirals to that office. The bill is in the
interests of Admirals Sampson and
Schley, and iIs intended to aid in soiving
the problem of their promeotion as well
as of other officers who served with them
in the Spanish war.

Senator Hale also introduced the fo!-
lowing joint resolution of thanks to Ad-
miral Sampson, in accordance with the
president’s recent recommendatioi:

RIVER AND HARBORS.

The senate committee on commerce to-
day commenced the consideration of the
river and harbor bill. Action upon sev-
cral amendments heretofore adopted has
been reconsidered and various house pro-
visions recast until the total appropria-
tions have been reduced below that made
by the house. The Nicaragua canal
amendment was voted down today.

The committee caused the reduction in
the total of the bill by horizontal cuts on
all important items, these reductions
amounting to cne-fourth in all appropri-
ations of over $50,000 in immediate cash
appropriations, and one-third in all ap-
propriations in excess of $300,000 for con-
tinuing contracts. These reductions were
made in all sums above those amounts,
whether they were as the bill passed the
house or as it had been amended by the
senate ccmmittee. In some instances the
committee had increased the amounts
provided by the house, and in ca-es of
this kind - the reductions amounted in
some instances to a practical return to
the house figures. There were alsc some
cntirely new items added by the commit-
tee. All were reduced. The biil, there-
fore, is practically a new measure as to
amounts. The totals were not carefully
ascertained by the committee, but they
approximate §60,000,000. As the bill will
be presented to the senate, the principal
items of direct appropriations will stand
as follows:
