Former Strongly Opposes Asjilmit

The proposed paving of Rice street
with asphalt, from College to University
avenue, from University to Como, and
from Como avenue to Front street
with asphalt, and the passage ot
the preliminary orders calling for the
work by the board of alderman at their
meeting last evening, called for some
lively passages between a delegation of
Rice street property owners, headed by
Nicholas Pottgieser, J. M. Heck and J.
F. Eisenmenger and Aid. Murphy, who
favored the passage of the orders.
The delegation, of which Mr. Pottgieser

was the spokesman, was decidedly oppos-
ed to asphalt as being at variance with
the value of the property to be benefited,
and this called forth some caustic re-
marks from Aid. Murphy, who informed
Mr. Pottgieser that it was odd that he
should be pleading poverty when he was
drawing a salary of $2,500 from his posi-
tion as commissioner of the board of pub-
lic works.

Aid. Bantz sought to have referred
back the final order for the paving of the
street from University to Como avenue,
but could only bring Aid. Dobner and
Holt to his way of thinking. It was
then taken up and passed unanimously.
A motion to refer the order for the
paving of Rice street from College to
University avenues suffered a similar
fate.

The action of the board of market ap-
praisers was approved and a resolution
passed instructing the issuance of two
warrants for thepayment 0f542,0J0 to Wil-
liam Constans and $11,505 to W. P. David-
son, owners of the ground in question. H.
W. Bartol whose holders had been ap-
praised at $9,140 refused to be comforted
with this amount, demanding instead
$15.7C0. His objections were overruled, but
pending investigation no action was
taken toward having a warrant issuod
to his credit.

Dr. Ohage made an unfavorable report

on the application of Peter JMiikes, 212
Fairfkld street for a butcher license. The
present premises, he said, were unsani-
tary, and the proprietor had no idea of
how to keep his place tidy and clean.

CONVENTION OF STATE FARMERS*

MUTUALFIRE INSURANCE COM-
PANIES MEETS TODAY.

MANY DELEGATES EXPECTED

In Addition to Uniformity of Rates,
Establishment of Creamery In-

surance Company Will
i Be DlccuMed.

The annual convention of the Stato
Association of Farmers' Mutual Fire In-
surance Companies of Minnesota will be
held in St. Paul at the state house this
afternoon. Over 100 delegates have al-
ready arrived in the city and many more
are due to arrive, as the association Is
made up of 127 local organizations.

A. D. Stewart, president of the asso-
ciation, was seen at the Clarendon hotel
last night and he spoke freely about
what will be done at the convention.

"The main object of our meeting to-
day," said he, 'is to give the local or-
ganizations a chance to compare notes
on work done the past year. You must
understand that the Cyclone State asso-
ciation and the Hail State association
will also be represented today. We are
now thinking seriously of launching a
creamery fire insurance company. This
has been under consideration for some
time, but it was necessary that we first
secure the requisite number of risks. By
law we must secure from $50,000 to $75,000
with an aggregate amount of $125,000. We
hope to fix this up today.

"When I say that we will compare
notes it will be to a large extent about
such matters as the above. We intend
to consider proposed legislation, of
which I do not care to speak now, and
We will attempt to have all local com-
panies adopt the same form of policy
with the same bookkeeping as the in-
surance business is now. Some local
companies have different rates to others,
and many differences arise that should
be adjusted."
