LEGALITY OF VACCINATION ORDI-
NANCE TO BE JUDICIALLY
DETERMINED
TEST CASE IS BROUGHT
Relator Contends That All Children
of School Age Must Be Ad-
mitted Under the
Statute.

Judge Lewis, of the district court, yes-
terday heard the order to show cause in
the case of The State of Minnesota ex
rel. Frank D. Freeman, against the mem-
bers of the school board, Superintendent
of Schools Leviston, Principal Mary Man-
ion and Rose Carroll, a teacher in the
Gorman school. The action was brought
to compel the respondents to admit lit-
tle Edith Freeman to the school, without
being vaccinated, and is a test case.

Attorney Pike, for the relator, in asking
for a perempiory writ of mandamus to
compel the respondents to admit the girl,
contended that the statute, not the char-

ter, should govern. The provision of the
statute was that all children living in the
district, between the ages of five and
twenty-one years, must be received in
school. This, Mr. Pike claimed, was a

constitutional right which could not bhe
abrogated by the charter.

The assistant corporation attorney ask-

ed that the writ be quashed on the
ground that it did not state sufilcient
facts, and was not properly drawn up.

He also made a motion that the peremp-
tory writ be denied, and after hearing
arguments on both motions the court
took them under advisement.

The respondents in their return allege
that in refusing to admit little Edith
Freeman until she would be vaccinated
they were simply acting in accordance
with the charter and the order issued
by Health Commissioner Dr. Ohage, re-
quiring all children to be vaccinated be-
fore they could attend school. This order
was issued to guard against the spread-
Ing of contagious diseases. Further, the
respondents set up the allegations that an
epidemic of smallpox existed in the city
&nd other towns, and that it was the duty
of the health commissioner to enforce
the ordinance relating to vaccination by
issuing the above order.

GOV. VAN SANT’S COMMISSION
FAVOR OF BOARD OF CON-
TROL BILL

IN

WORKS WELL IN OTHER STATES

Suggestion Made by Gov. Lind
and Approved by His Sue-
cessor Will Be In-
dorsed,

The commission appointed by Gov. Van
Sant to investigate the methods of con-
ducting charitable institutions in neigh-
boring states will be in St. Paul ready
to report to the legislature at its first
meeting thls week. As a matter of fact
the commissioners returned early this
morning from Iowa. They have visited
Illinois, Michigan, Wisconsin and lowa,
and made careful inspections of the vari-
ous institutions and the means of carry-
ing them on. -

From reports that have preceded the
commissioners it is very evident that they
will urge the legislature to pass the biil
for the board of control. What they
have found in other states has impressed
them with the conviction, as originally
advocated by Gev. Lind, in his final ad-
dress to the legislature, and also by Gov.
Van Sant and State Auditor Dunn, that
such a board could carry on the man-
agement of the several institutions in
this state much more satisfactorily and
profitably than separate boards. And
they will, it is reported, recommend in
their report to the legislature that- the
measure involved be passed.

From members of the Iowa state board
the Minnesota commissioners havé been
given the information that the state
spends practically the same amount of
money in maintaining its institutions
under the central board as under the
former systems, but that a great many
more advantages are obtained for this
amount of money. They are informed
also that there will be no deficiency in
service or diminishing of comforts to the
state wards by reason of adopting the
new plan.

The Minnesota commissioners, instead
of finding from 5 to 100 clerks at the
central board’'s office, observed that it
was only necessary to employ nine for
this work. Another argument of the in-
crease of expenses, which has been ad-
vanced against the system, they main-
tain, is thus defeated. A careful inspec-
tion of the books at the central office
convinced the Minnesota gentlemen that
the small clerical force did not hinder
the accurate systematic keeping of all
accounts. A new system is in vogue in
Des Moines of which the visitors are
said to have expressed great surprise
and admiration.

MILLERS ARE FRIGHTENED.

Prospect of Losing Their Holland
Trade Worries Them.

The threat of the government of Hol-
land to place a duty on American tlour
in retaliation for the action of this coun-
iry in erecting a tariff wall against Hol-
land bulbs, iS causing no little anxiety
among the milling interests of Minneap-
olis. As a result, there is a movement
on foot looking to concerted action on
the part of the millecs to impress upon
the Washington government the necessi-
ty of handling the proposition of Hol-
land’s bulbs with care.

Charles Bovey, of the Washburn-Cros-
by company, says:

Holland is one of the vesy best mar-
kets for American flour. Minneapolis
mills enjoy an excellent trade with the
Dutch and have for years. A tariff duty
rlaced on our flour by the Dutch I would
regard as next thing to a calamity in
Minneapolis flour trade. It would keep
us hustling to find as satisfactory a
market as Holland. The Dutch are ac-
quainted with our flour; they like it, they
want in in big quantities and they are
first-class pay.

The Dutchman s very scnsitive over
the treatment accorded his buibs in the
markets of the world. He has looked
with pleasure upon the prospects of a
good trade with this country. While it
may seem a small thing to Americans
it means much t¢ him, and it may mean
that our immense flour exports to Hol-
land will havc to be sacrificed on the
altar of an attempt to protect thé bulb
industry in this country,’ which is a very
small item.

COLLEGE OF PEDAGOGY.

State Educators Are Strongly in Fa-
vor of the Scheme.

State educators are greatly interested
In the project to establish a college of
pedagogy, it to be an adjunct to the
state university and located between the
Twin Cities, preferably at Hamline. The
university: at present has a department
of pedagogy, but it is largely experi-
mental, and is confined to the theory of
teaching. The new school, which is pro-
posed would be broader in scope, and
would give graduates of normal schools
opportunity for advanced -study.

Schools of pedagogy are now attached
to all the leading universities and have
proved a valuable acquisition. The ex-
pense to the university would be about
$10,000 a year, yet the benefit to be de-
rived would be inestimable. The pro-
posed college - is really a professional
school for -educators. While the work
would lead to a degree, it would be
largely elective, the student being per-
mitted to take work in any line desired,

SUCCESS OF TEAMSTERS’ UNION,

M'elnbers Are Now Enjoying the
Fruaits of Organization.

One short year has passed since the
team drivers of this city were about the
most forlorn of that large class of our
fellow men who earn their bread through
dally toil. Between the coal barons,
whose large profits were enhanced in
woportlon to the low wages paid for de-
{lvering, the ice trust, which grew fat
and flourished in proportion to the
amount of suffering endured by the ice
teamsters, and the Forrestal company,
whose fat contract with the city was
made more profitable through the pit-
tance paid the teamsters who were in
their employ, the small sum remaining to
the team drivers after paying for feed-
ing their horses and incidental expenses,
brought scant food and small comforts
to the wives and children supported by
this class of toilers. Happily for them,
through the energy of James Page, in
which he was only supported by John
Geary and cthers, their condition has
been much improved by the formation
of a Team Drivers’ union which has had
a wonderful growth, and is now one of
the most successful of the many organi-
zations of laboring men. From the city
they have asked that their work is not
to come into competition with outside
labor which neither pays taxes nor con-
tributes to a rent roil 1t has compelled
the Forrestal company to recognize their
work at something like its true value,
by increasing the pay of a teamster,
who furnished his own team and wagon

from $55 to $65 per month of thirty days.

The ten hour rule prevails in
most of the wards at present, but in
those sections of the city where the
shorter workday is in use is is claimed
that the amount of work done by one
man in eight hours is as great as that
done in other wards in ten, and that the
work is done much better.

The Minneapolis Trades and Labor or-
ganization committee 1s now organizing
what are known as Ladies’ Label
leagues .in different parts eof the city.
The purpose of these organizations is to
pledge all the union women in this city
to buy only such household goods as bear
the union label.

The painters and master painters
Minneapolis- held a meeting Monday
evening to consider the matter of a
working contract for the coming year,
but were unable to come to an agree-
ment. It was -definitely decided, liow-
ever, to settle all points at issue with-
out resorting to strike or lockout. Both
sides are willing to arbitrate, and would
rrefer to comproinise ratiler thag take
any action which would interfere with
the seascn’'s work.

Four of the unions in Minneapolis con-
nected with the building trades have
fcrmulated their demands for the com-
ing vear, and the same have been ap-
proved by the Building Trades council,
and the schedules formally transmiticd
to the contractors’ association for Its
consideration. "These are the plasterers,
brickiavers, carpenters and stonema-
sons' unions.

With the exception of the plasterers
they decided to make no marked changes
from 1last year's schedules. The brick-
layers received fifty cents per hour last
year and-ask for the same this year.
The stone masons value their services

of

at forty cents, which was ldst year's
schedule. The carpenters have put in a

request for an advance of one cent an
hour, 32% cents, against 31%c cents in
1500, The rlasterers received forty-three
cents per hour last year. Théir 1%1
schedule- calls for an advance of seven
cents an hour. The painters have not
vet been heard from. .
