HICKEY'S BILL REGULATING RATE
OF INTEREST ON CONTRACTS
PASSES HOUSE

WARM DEBATE OVER MEASURE

Author of the Bili Sizntes That Mon-
eyed Parties in Minneapolils
Had Asked Him to
Pull Off.

Representative James R. Hickey, of
Ramsey, scored a signal victory in the
house yesterday by securing the passage
of his bill regulating the rate of inter-
est on contracts arising from the sale
of school lands. The bill reduces the
interest from 5 to 4 per cent. The meas-
ure passed by a vote of 75 to 39.

When the bill was called up on the
calendar Messrs. Kelly, Deming  and
others lined up against it, and for a con-
siderable time a warm debate ensued.
Mr. Jacobson, Mr. Plowman and Mr. R
ley identified themselves with the author
in defending the measure. The argument
of those opposed to the bill was that if
it passed it would be the means of de-
tracting from the state revenues the sum
of £63,000 annually or over $1,6%,000 duriug
the lifetime of the contracts. Mr, Dem-
ing declared that it was a stroke in the
interest of the speculators.

‘When Mr. Hickey took the fioor the
house was aroused to a high degree.of
excitement, which grcw into demonstra-
tive enthusiasm as he proceeded with his
arguments, which were clear, incisive and
forcible. Mr. Hickey challenged the
statement of his opponents, who had as-
serted that the bill was to benefit spec-
ulators, and proved, much to the pleas-
ure of the house that nine-tenths of the
certificates of land sales are now heid
by farmers. This statement he based
upon evidence procured from the state
auditor's office, which could not be dis-
puted.

“This bill,” said Mr. Hickey, “proposes
to reduce the interest which the residents
of this state have to pay on these eon-
tracts from b to 4 per cent. Now, when
the state loans this interest money out
to residents of other states, as is done,
but 3 per cent can be collected. Does any
man, then, tell me that this difference of
2 per cent is not a loss to the people of
Minnesota, who are the original purchas-
ers. In many cases the state loans the
money out to corporations, so you have
an example of the resident of Minnesota
paying interest at the rate of 5 per cent
and the foreign corporations only paying
from 2 to 3 per cent. 'I say that by all
means our people should have the benefit
of this thing.”

Mr. Hickey read reports from State
Auditor Dunn, in which he advocat>d a
bill such as was under discussion. Mr.
Hickey said that it was the money class-
es who were against this measure, They
and the scalpers are trying their utmost
to defeat* the measure, hut they will not
succeed.

Mr. Hickey stated after the ses-
sion that he had overtures from moneyead
parties from the Mill City to “pull o‘t’!‘,"
but he turned a deaf ear to their en-
treaties. On taking his seat Mr. Hickey
was greeted with loud applause, which
has been a very unusual occurrence this
sesslon.

As predicted in the Globe Tuesday,
the Hillmond primary election bill “'5;.3:

Dunn, of the Ramsey delegation, intro-
duced a bill of the same character yes-
terday, which was offered as a sul;sti-'
tulo.tn the one introduced by the Demo-
cratic member. Thus the primary elec-
tion law, when enacted, will have been
introduced by a Republican. The Demo-
cratic members were really not surprised
at being denied the opportunity of father-
ing this law.

YOUNGERS MAY YET BE FREED.

Deming Bill for Parole of Prisoners
to He Favorably Reported.

The Deming bill, which provides for the
parole of prisoners by prison and re-
formatory boards, will be favorably re-
ported upon in the house today by the
committee on prisons and rPfurnmt-urlﬂs.
Tl\e committee spent gome time in con-
sidering the measure yesterday after-
noon, and, after amending it so as to
prevent any such paroled prisoner from
leaving the state, unanimously recom-
mended it for passage.

This is the first step taken by this legis-
lature towara freeing the Youngery
brothers, and it is belieyed the bill will
pass. Should the Youngers receive their
liberty under this bill, they will be under
t}]e same restrictions as govern their old-
time pal and cousin, Frank James, who
is still a resident of Missouri. James
whc_ln he surrendered, was allowed to ré:
main at large, but he has never bheen
permitted to leave the state of Missouri.

ST. LOUIS COUNTY'S SHERIFF.

Mass Meeting at Dulnth Favors Re-
tention of Jice System,

DULUTH, Minn., Feb. 26.—(Special.)—
A mass meeting tonight adopteg resol)u-
tions deciaring it the sense of the meet-
ing that the sheriff of St. Louis county
should receive compensation by the fee
instead of the salary system, and the
legislative delegation was so informed.
The meeting was called to take action on
Representative Alford's bill, which has
already passed the house, changing the
sheriff’s s‘alary from fees to $4.000 a vear
salary.

YOUNG INTRODUCES JOINT RESO-
LUTION P'ROVID]NG FOR AD-
JOURNMENT APRIL &

LIKELY TO PASS THE SENATE

Both Houses Will Be Called To-
gether Next Year to Comsider
Twax Comammission Bill if
Measure Carries.

The chief incident of yesterday's ses-
sion in the senate was the Introduction
by Senator Young, of a joint resolution
providing for the adjournment of the leg-
islature on April 5, cutting off twenty
days, and asking Gov. Van Sant to call
an extra session for next February to
consider the bill which will be prepared
by -the tax commission just provided for
by the legislature. -

The resolution culminat the talk
which has been current ever since the
cenvening of the lawmaking. bodies here.
Among certain of the senators it is taken
seriously, and the argument wused is
*‘economy.” Those who favor the pass-
age of the reésolution are of the opinion
that the extra sesston should be called
and the money saved in salaries of em-
ploves, ete., will go far toward lessening
‘the expenses to it. Opponents of the
regolution pooh-pooh the idea of its pass-
age affecting any saving to the state.
They argue that the additional supplies,

" mileage, salaries, etc., of the extra ses-

sion will mcre more than offset any econ-
omy that may be incident to an early
close of the present session.

The resolution was laid over one day,
the rules, and when it comes up
tomorrow it will be given a “warm’ wel-
come. It is expected to pass the senate,
but its fate in the house is problematic.

STILL DELAYING THE GAME.

Twin City Legislators Heolding Up
Reapportionment.

The joint reapportionment committee
holds another meeting this afternoon, b‘qt
whether anything ‘definite will come of it
is a matter that admits of considerablz
deubt. -From present indications it ap-
prears that the Twin City legislators, who
are doing their utmost to obstruct the
plan of reapportionment, have _made
some progress since the last meeting a
week ago. Th situation is at least no
less confused than it was then. :

The fact is
the Daugherty-Ferris plan for reappor-
tioning the state was decided on by the
subcommittee in the first place and not-
withstanding the fallure of tne large
committee to accept it, no change has
been made by the smaller committes.
They will again recommend this plan, it
is confidently believed.

The meeting today promires Lo be 'full
of interest. Besides all the various
schemes for slicing up the state that
were brought forward a week ago, there
are at least five others that are to be
pressed into service today. TFour of
these come from Hennepin- county and
embrace about every disposition of East
Minneapolis and Chisago that could be
conceived, The other one is submitted
through Senator Horton by a resident
of the southern part of the state,

It is believed that the Hennepin faction
which has had its thinking caps on for the
past seven days for a successful plan of
delaying the reapportioning until the on_:l
of the session, has decided that this
cculd not be better accomplished than by
demanding the consideration of several
more plans,

MONEY FOR THE UXNIIVERSITY.
Rills Appropriating Considerable

Amounts Introdeced in the Senate,

The state university is the proposed
Lenficiary of three important bills which
were introduced yesterday in the senate.
One of the measures provided for a col-
lege of pedagogy and carries with it an
appropriation of $10,£00 per year for main-
tenance. It was introduced by Sena-
tor Thompson. The other two measures
were introduced by Senator McGill and
favor the college of agriculture. One cf
Senator MceGill's bills earries an appro-
priation of $294,000, of which $§200,000 is t}?
be used in the erection of a ‘‘main
building; $30,000 is to be used to construr_:t
a veterinary building; $20,000 for a chemi-
cal labgratory; $12,600 for a girls’ dormi-
tory; $7,600 for a building for killing and
(~u1:illg meat; $8,000 for changes in the
dairy hall; $3,000 for enlarging the blaz;k-
smith shop; $5,000 for a buﬂdin.g for in-
struction and experiments in swine breed-
ing, and $3,500 for a building ror the study
and exhibition of farm machinery.

The other bill provides for improve-
ments at two of the experimental sub-
stations at Crookston and Grand Rapids.

When
this bill comes back to the nous2 there
will be a good deal of inquiry as to the
meaning of the following words at tha bea
ginning of section 20:

- A divorce must not be gzranted umless
the plaintiff at the time of the com-
mencement of the action is a r=sident of
this state and remains such resident dur-
ing the pendency of the action, and proof
of the actual presence of the plaintiff
in this state during the pendency of the
action, except as to such temporary ab-
sences from the siate as Lusiness or cther
exigency shall in good faith render proger
or necessary, shall be sufficient evidence
of the bona fide residence and domicile
of the plaintiff in this state. =

As there is a clause in this bill ex-
pressly repealing all acts or- parts of
acts in conflict with the provisions of
this act, 1t will be apparent that the pas-
sage of this bill would knock the pres-
ent term of residence of one year required
before bringing action for divorce com-
pletely out and destore a system that
_would make it easier for divorcees to get
scparations than before the old three
months law was repealed. Under the
provisions quoted, the presence in the
state is all that is required to prove dom-
icile and residence, and an action might
'be commenced as soon as the plaintiff set
foot in the state. It is also provided by
the law that divorces must not be grant-
ed for a period of ninety days after the
‘commencement of -the action.” The ap-
plication for divorce, therefore, might
come to the state, begin an action the
day he got here, and in ninety days get
his divorce.. This would be repealing
the present law with a vengeance.

The bill also provides that the plaintiif
may be absent from the state a part of
the short ninety days required. If the
bill ghould pass in its present form, the
divorce lawyeérs of- the: state would
hardly ask for anything better.

The proposed enactment of the Iowa
railroad law has been estopped, and the
house has  indefinitely postponed tta
Michels bill, which sought to engraft the
provisions of the Iowa law. There is not
much in sight in the way of raflroad leg-
islation. The bill for the maintenance of
station houses has passed the house and
is in the hands of the senate committee,
There is a maximum coal rate bill and
one or two other measures ®®ccting the
roads, including the repeal of the anti-
hobo law.

LEGALIZE 0STEOPATAY.

MEASURE IS PASSED BY THE SEN-
ATE—-APPORTIONMEAT QUES-

MADISON,. Wis., Feb. 26.—(Special.)—
The bill legalizing the practice of oste-
opathy in Wisconsin and providing for a
state board of examiners passed the sen-
ate today by a voté of 17'to 7. More op-
position is expected in the assembly, but
it will probably become a law.

There were several petitions in the sen-
ate for the passage of the primary elec-
tion bill.

If any changes are made in the
judicial eircuits they would be provided
for in a separate bill.
