SAYS WIFE WAS INTRACTABLE

Admits That Attorney Duarment
Should Be Killed for Fomenting
S0 Much Trouble—Case
Is Not Ended.

The Cumningham diverce case 1s still
on before Judge l.ewlis, ol the district
court, and the present indications are
that it will not be finished until Monday
afternoon. When court adjourned yes-
terday afternoon William Cunningham,
the defendant in the case, was still on
the stand, being cross-examined by At-
torney Durment, for the plaintiff.

The answers of My, Cunningham to
the questions put by Mr. Durment, were
a continual repetition of the word “No™
cxoept in some instances where he stop-
ped to explain. The substance of Mr.
Cunningham’s testimony was 2 general |
denial of the charges made by his wife,
The defendant said that he had never
threatened to kill his family, but ad-
mitted that he might have said with all
his trouble, that he might as well be
dead as alive. Asked as to whether or
not he had threatened to kill the plaintif?
and her attorney, Mr. Durment, in the
event that the suit of his wife was suc-
cessful, Mr, Cuaningham stated that he
had not, but as to Durment, he would
say that he ought to be killed. His wife
had run all over town trying to find a
lawyer and could not get one, ‘until she
got Durment. Witness stated that he
had signed the pledge just Lo please his
wife, who was all the time saying to
him: “You're drunk.” = Continuing he
sqaid that he was not drunk at the time
he signed the pledge.

As to telling his wife that he haa
$20.000 in- notes, econcealed from his
creditors, he had never done anything of
that sort. He had told her that his book
accounts would turn ocut well, $20,000 or
possibly $25,000. In regard to the breaks
ing of the telephone, witness sald it had
happened one day when he was angry
about some business matters. He had
tried to get some onre cver the telephone,
and after having tried again and again
for some time, and not being able to get
the person he wanted, he had ‘“taken
the 'phone down and deposited it in the
back yard.”

AMr. Curningham also told of coming
into the bath room and finding his wli[e
pounding their little boy, Johnny, with
a strap. He denied laying hands on her
at that time, and said that she flew at

him, causing him to wuse some vile
language.
The case is attracting a number of

people, and the court- room is crowded
every day. The trial will be resumed at
10 o'clock this morning.

Mother Gets the Boy.

The case of Lavinia Hepburn, of Chi-
cago, against George Hepburn, of this
city, has been settled out of court, and
the habeas corpus proceedings brought
by the plaintiff to secure possession of
their little boy dropped. By the settle-
ment entered into by both parties the
custody of the boy is given to the
mother.

Olson Is Awarded 8$1.000.

The jury in the personal injury case of
August Olson against the Great Northern
rallway yesterday morning brought in a
verdict awarding the plaintiff damages in
the sum of $1,0600. Olson was a passenger
on one of the defendant's trains which
was wrecked out in Montana, and alleged
that he.was terribly bruised.

Held to Next Term.

Judge Kelly, of the district court, yes-:
terday morning continued all of the
criminal cases over the term. Among the
cases ‘continued are ‘those - against Sea-
gred Olson, John Wilson, Magnus Jen-
sen and Harold Olson, indicted for arson
in connection with the midway fire. Her.
man Smith, convicted of grand larceny
in the first degree, will be sentenced this
morning.

IN A COMMODIOUS HOME

BUILDERS' EXCHANGE SECURES
QUARTERS IN RYAN BLOCK.

A new organization which will use its
influence in promoting the welfare of
the city is the Builders’ exchange, or-
ganized Dec. 4, 1900, with a membershlp
of 100 of the leading contractors and
supply houses of St. Paul engaged In
various lines of business pertaining to
building. ’

The exchange has just moved Into its
new quarters on the sixth floor of the
Hyan building, at the corner of Seventh
and Robert streets. It occupies 2,200
square feet of floor space which is dl-
vided into six rooms—an assembly room,
85 feet square; a plan room, 20 feet
square, and four committee rooms and
offices. The walls of the assembly hall
are handsomely decorated and the room
furnished with heavy oak and leather
Carpets in keeping with Lhe
furniture and decorations cover the
floor, making one of the finest rooms of
its kind in the city. The plan and com-
mittee rooms and offices are decorated

{ and furnished in keeping with the as-

sembly hall. The plan room is fitted
up with two modern draughting tables,
and the other necessary convenlences for
werking on plans, the exchange intend-
ing to make this room one of its prin-
cipal features by exhibiting there plans
of buildings from various parts of the
country.

The principal objects of the exchange
are to bring together the contractors and
supply houses of the city and to unite
in advancing one another’'s interests and
to generally promote the welfare of the
city, to secure information of various
kinds for the benefit of its me-mbers..to
keep in touch with all building which
would interest members and to secure
plans-and specifications of the same for
exhibition in the exchange plan room
and to use its influence to bring about a
settlement of differences between em-
ployers and employes by endeavoring to
have all disputes settled by arbitration,
thereby preventing the possibility of
strikes or lockouts. :

This Jatter feature is one of the chief
aims oi the exchange, as it feels that
when the possibility of the occurrence.ot
strikes and lockouts is done away with
that capital will be attracted to the city,

and that much benefit will thereby inure |

to all its people. e
TO IMPROVE DULUTH HARBOR.

Steps Heing Taken to Expropriate
Necessary Lands.

Notice has been filed with the governor,
the secretary of state, the state audxto'r
and others that at 10 o'clock Wednesday,
May 15, the United States dist‘!‘ict court
of the district of Minnesota, Fifth divi-
sion, will present to thfge Locnren‘ a
petition asking the appointment of thle_e
commissioners to appraise certain land
along the harbors of Duluth and Su-
perior. The land is about 600 feet in
length and amounts to about five acres.

It is necessary that the land be taken
by the United States in fee simple, to en-
able the secretary of war to prosecute
the work of improving the harbors at
Duluth and Superior. When the commis-
sioners are appointed tbey will appraise
the land in question and the property
owners who sustain any loss will lge re-
imbursed with a reasonable considera-
tion.

BEARS SAGE'S SIGNATURE.

Morigage Given Him by the Milwau-
kee Has Been Paid.

A paper, signed by Russell Sage, tiled
in the secretary of state's office yester-
day, announced that the mortgage
against the Milwaukee road has been
fully satisfied.

ANNUAL REPORT ON CITY AND
COUNTY HOSPITAL PRESENTED
BY DR. ANCKER

SHOWING IS MOST CREDITABLE

In Spite of Many Cases of Incurahle
Allments, the Institution Can
Boast of a Splendid

Reecord.
-

The annuval report of the city and
county hospital was yesterday submittdd
to the board of.control by Dr, A. P.
Ancker. The repart covers the affairs
of the hospital until the end of last
vear,

There were 3,88 applications for admis-
slon, and the mnumber admitled 1,765;
births at the hospital, 68; patients under
treatment during the year, 1,98 Of
this number 933 were discharged as well,
603 reported {mproved, % unimproved,
171 dled, and 167 were at the institution
Dec. 31.

There were 34 deaths from consuWp-
tion, 26 from Bright's disease and val-
vular heart aisease, 16 from malignant
and incurable tumors, 14 from violence,
including railway accidents, burns and
gunshot wounds, 5 rrom typhoid fever,
and 4 each from diphtheria and suicide.
The average number of days’ stay of
patients was 21; Gaily average number of
patients, 1€7; total number of days’ treat-
ment given in the hospital, 60,857,

The total cost of maintenance was
$38,380.65, of which the cash expenditure
was $36,292, and the value of produce from
the poor farm §$2,088. The receipts dur-
ing the year were $15,398.39, leaving Lh>
total cost to the tax payers for niainten-
ance $20,893.55,

The cost per patient per week, based
on the gross cost of maintenance, less
cash receipts, was $2.64, and the cost per
patient and employe, on the same basfs,
$1.94 per week,

The amount of money received by the
hospital from patients in 1890 was $117.43;
:38 138999, $9,499.87, and for the last year, §15,-
o . .

In a communication accompanying the
report, Dr. Ancker says in part:

It is with a considerable degree of
pride that the submission of these statis-
tics is made to your honorable body; a
pride which is eminently justified by ihe
facts disclosed. Under a careful perusal
and comaparison, 1t is believed that = the
record and present condition of the St.
Paul City and County hospital will dem-
onstrate that it stands second to no simi-
lar institution in the country in point of
cquipment, efficiency and economy.

The general hespital, the maternity
building, und the building occupled by the
department of ‘crippled and deforn-ed
children are in excellent condition, much
havirg beer) done during the year in the
way of painting. and plastering, ana I
could riot reasomably sugzest further im-
provements at this‘time. It is most un-
fortunate that eur wecent request for an
appropriation for the construction of a
new and more modern building for the
care and treatmentof contagiou® diseasss
was ignored. It s altogether likely that
it the public generally understood ias
urgent need of this improvement there
wotld be nc obsiacle placed in the way
of its accomplisbh:nert,

.Iaast vear we: cared for 98 cases of
diphtheria, 27 cases of scarlet fever, 42
cases of measles, 1 of chickenpox and
about'40 cases of erysipelas; all 'under the
same roof, in.an old and badly arranged
building, saturated with the germs of
disease. ~There are about a dezem. rooms
!n this building, opening practically one
into ancther, making the proper. or ef-
fective classification and isolation of the
fat!ents impossible, the result being that
t has not infrequently occurred that a
patient who has been admitted for the
treztment of elther diphtheria or scarlet
fever, hes not left the hespital without
having contracted both maladies, A
modern structure of the necessary di-
mensions would cost between $20,000 and
$20,000. T earestly recommend that this
matter be brought!before ‘the proper au-
thorities at an early date.

A plant for the ‘proper disinfection of
the bedding and clothing is badly need-
€d. The most effectual means of dis-
Infection is most unguestionably heat,
and, as you know, we are without any
apparatus for this purpose.

Permit me again to recommend the es-
tuhli‘shment of a cooking s¢iteol in 'con-
nection with the training schoel for
nurses. The education 6f the nurse is
most incomplete without it, and the serv-
ices of an instructress in invalid cooking
could, be secured at smal expense: . The
training school for nurses, under its ver
efficient head, Mrs. France§ D: ‘Cﬁ‘mphe‘.{
is doing gxcellent work and was never in
a more prosperous condition. Thsa gchool

.now consists of twenty-eight pupils, sll

of whom have been carefully selected
from numercus applicants  Last vear we
had 126 applications for admission to the
school. This number is largely in excess
of that of any preceeding year. Of the
thirty-five prebationers - received and
registered, only “sixteen - wera -accepted.
The school has’'attained to a high stand-
ard of excellence: and its reputation as
an educational dnstitution has brought
us many applications from a very ac-
ceptable class of voung women.

During the latter part of the yvear a
bacteriological and pathological labora-
tory, fully equipped and prepared to do
the best kind of werk, has been added to
the hospital. Pathotogical and bacteriolig-
ical research pla¥ a necessary and im-

portant role in ‘the successful diagnosis, !
and treatment of disease, and there can |

be no doubt about the usefulness of this
addition to the hespital equipment. Dr,
Mabel F. Austin, a gradvate of the John
Hopkins University at Baltimore, was ap-
pointed bacteriologist and pathoiogist ‘and
is doing most excellent work,

During the wear the visiting staff of
rhysicians and surgeons - -has paid about
3,600 professicnal ivisits to the hospital.
They have attended about 2,009 paticnts
and performed 850 operations. lts mem-
bers have been eairnest and constant in
the performance of their many duties and
our grateful thanks are due them for the
effective service they have rendered us.
The house staff, consisting of six grad-
uates of the medical department of the
University of: Minnesota, Mrs, J. W,
Olson, H. C. Stuhr, P. A. Hoff, R. S. K.
Nelson, P. B. Cook and C. C. Leck, has
rendered us most excellent service.

In pe:formance of my duties as cliy
and county physician I have peen ably
assisted by Drs. W. G. Richeson, James
S. Gifillan and Howard B. Weirick, Dr.
Weirick resigned ‘on the Ist of October,
They have always be=n earnest, faithrur
and efficlent in the work assigned to
them. It is doubtful that many of our
citizens have any idea of the scope of the
service of the department outside of the
hospital.  With two assistants, we made
over 10,006 visits and cared for over 12,000
arplications for relief of the sick and
injured poor at our ofiice.
