SMOKESTACK OX THE COUNTY

JAIL FALLS INTO THE

STREET

SEVERAL NARROW ESCAPES

Trolley Wires Knocked Down inml

Street Car System Tied" Up

for TVenr 1w Two
Hours.

The big steel smoke stack on the Cedar
street side of the county, jail, long- con-
sidered a menace to life and limb, and
twice condemned by commissions ap-
pointed to inquire into its stability,. is
now a -mass of wreckage and twl3ted
sheet steel. It came down with a crash
about 4 o'clock yesterday afternoon,
struck the.street with a crash and sent
a shiver through surrounding buildings,
th it brought the occupants out in a hur-
ry. In the minds of many Providence
alone dominated its course, for though it
landed in a spot traversed by crowded
cars and general traffic, not a person was
hurt. "_-'.••'

The accielent, so long expected by
many, occurred while the big stacK
was being lowered to the ground by Con-
tractor Forrestal and a crew of men.
The stays removed, guy lines and tackle
had been attached with the idea of slow-
ly lowering it to the ground, they being
arranged so as to. bring the mass of
iron down lengthwise with the building;
The stack; had probably been I lowered
half way when there was a sudden part-
ing of rotted "lines, the big affair lunged'
toward the street and came*down- with
a crash that could be heard, for blocks.

In its downward. course,-, the ' stack
struck the two trolley.- wires in the cen-
ter of the street, and the ."mass of mud
that filled the air as the chimney struck
the 'ground was illuminated by a blue
flash from the electric fluid. Next to the
jail were four big insulated feed wires,
and these also were carried down in the
rush, while for a block there was a snap-
ping of glass insulators and guy wires
as the tension increased.

SOME NARROW ESCAPES.
When the fall came the street wa3

clear, though on the corner above just
turning in from Wabasha street, was an
interurban car heavily loaded with pas.
sengers. Contact between the stack and
the trolley wire robbed the latter of its
deadly fluid and the car; then under
brakes was brought.. to a standstill.,-
Passing at the time, were also a horse
and buggy, but "the driver seeing the
danger whipped up the horse arid flew
by as the mass swished through the air.
In front of the Northwestern Telephone
exchange was ex-Deputy. Sheriff Dahl
and some friends watching the work of
lowering the chimney. Directly toward
him the stack came and though there
was a lively.scrambling for a place of
safety, he did not escape the mass of
mud and dirt that Allied the air. He was
literally covered wtlh mud, a lady stand-,
ing near him suffering a like fate;
Thanks to a guy line - the stack fell
obliquely, one end just touching the curb
on "the opposite side of the street. Had
it swerved "a..few feet to the east it
would have crashed through the building
of the Northwestern Telephone company.
This calamity was further . averted by
the fact that. two. sections -of the
structure had been removed previous to
the attempt to lower it. . . *' ' "~ ""*""

While the damage to the stack repre- '
sents a number- of lengths of . badly" .
twisted and rusted steel, the delay and !
loss to the. street-car, company were, i
heavy, the pulling down J of....'the feed
wires and the blocking of"the" tracks :
practically- paralyzing the system air-
over the city. For nearly twothours',„
while the obstruction was being removed
and : the trolley and feed wires replaced,
not a car moved and the -~ line that -stretched along Wabasha -waiting to
make the loop extended from* the Robert
street bridge to the state capital." When
the current was finally turned on the car
starters had a busy time straightening
out the mass while the crowds who stood
on the corners waiting for a car cussed
and grumbled at the delay. It was just
at the time when trailers are put on for
the supper rush and as the regular run-
ning schedule was not reached until
nearly 6 o'clock the loss by reason of
the" delay must. have been considerable.-.
On the Selby street line the" delay was
equally as great.. Crossed wires caused
some damage, the Northwestern Tele-
phone company losing by the same.

The stack was twenty sections In
length and weighed S.ODO pounds. A
rather bad feature of the affair was that
no precautions had been taken to block
off the streets for safety purposes. The <

sidewalk along the jailhad been shut off
from public traffic, but nothing had been
done to warn those who used the street;

Forrestal is under bonds to the county
for the removal of the building and,any
loss sustained by the street car company
or others will necessitate the attacking
of his security, y" . y .-•

Because of a broken insulator, caus-
ed by the falling of the srtioke stack, an
iron electric light pole at the corner of
Wabasha and Fifth streets, became heav-
ily charged and badly shocked a number
of persons. The fluid ran down \u25a0into, the
ground and the close proximity of a
stream of water from the melting snow,
and a wet curbstone which acted as an
excellent conductor supplied much amuse-
ment for the crowds when some luck-
less pedestrian stepped into the charged
circle. A policeman was finally placed
on the spot to warn passersby.

Must Pay Penalty.

For failure to pay its personal taxes
the City Railway company will have to
face a penalty of nearly $5,000. The com-
pany refused to pay -on the valuation as-
sessed, and the penalty has been added
to "the amount standing against them.

POSITION IS '•NON-POLITICAL"

Retiring: Warden Discusses Repub-
lican Campaign Misrepresenta-

tions and tlie Management
of the Institution.

Gen. C. McC. Reeve's official connec-
tion with the penitentiary at Stillwater
ceased yesterday morning when he hand-
ed over the charge of the institution to
Henry Wolfer, who was his pre-
decessor, In the position of warden.
Gen. and Mrs. Reeve intend leaving
in a few days for California, where they
will spend the remainder of the winter.

The retiring warden interviewed yes-
terday said: "When a boasd of mana-
gers was . created for the pTlson to take
the management out of politics, the first
incumbent was a Republican who held
the office of warden until he left it vol-
untarily. His successor, also a Republic-
an, filed the position for a number of
years, the last eleven months being un-
der a Democratic governor and Demo-
cratic board. He re-signed to accept an
JB.OOO position with the Grass .Twine
company. The true Intent of the law,
however, was not fully understood until
after the election of the present gov-
ernor, who at once pointed out the . Im-
portant fact that non-partisan. action in
the selection. of a warden was all right
so long as the warden was a Republic-

"And to emphasize this view he called
a meeting of the board three days after
his inauguration at his office in St. Paul
for the purpose of electing, a new war-
den. It was not until the members as-
sembled . that he learned with surprise

and no doubt chagrin that a warden
could only be elected at a regular meet-
ing of the board held in the city of

Stillwater. This meeting took place on
the 7th inst. To the mild suggestion
that the present warden had managed

the affairs of the prison to . the entire
satisfaction of the board as clearly set
forth in their last biennial . report, he
replied with the knockdown argument

that he had decided on a change, and

should, if necessary to.accomplish it, re-

move every member of the board. yyVy
FIGURES WERE NOT "JUGGLED."

"U.was one of the fruitful'and popular
'arguments' during the recent campaign,
that the report of the board of man-
agers, showing a profit of $16,000 for the
year ending July 31, !»00, was 'juggled,'

and that in reality there was a large

deficit which-the state would be required
to face the coming season. This deficit
gradually grew, with the necessities of
the campaign, from $25,000 early In Sep-

tember, to over $100,000 late In October.
Of course there was no deficit, -but.the
charge was good campaign ammunition
and was used by many Republican
'orators' on the stump from one end of
the state to the other. And after elec-
tion, the condition, which confronted tho
governor who had been quite free in the
use. of this sort of campaign literature,

was this: If the prison should continue
under the present management until the.
close of the year and there should not
turn out to be any deficit, but on the
contrary, a small profit, he and his

ment. Hence 'his haste. . If the low
prices 1 now '.fixed for this season ' had
