Like many other imported
champions Hegarty comes to this coun-
try heralded by a sonorous blast of
trumpets, and tales of his prowess In the
ring have sprung v.p in wonderful
abundance on every side. It so seems
strange therefore that if MeGovern"s
prospective opponent is a fighting ma-
chine of such great valor that, his fame
never reached these shores until some
enterprising Individual saw a chance to
gather in a goodly amount of shekels by
matching him with Terry foi interna-
tional honors. It is, of course, within
the bounds of possibility that Hegarty
may make good, but the chances seem to
iie against him. It is, 10, these many
moons, since Australia or othei lands on
the ether side of the globe have pro-
duced any exponents of the art pugilistic
at any weight fit to rank with thcil
American contemporaries. Fitzsimmon*
is the exception, but Bob cannot be called
recent by any sort of figuring. Tiiis in
spite of the fact that in the antipodes
boxing is not interfered with by the
authorities, nor are promising men ham-
!>cr«M in any way. To sum the whole
.natter up it may be said that over on
the other side of the globe they have all
the opportunities and rack the material,
while hero we have, so to speak, ma-
terial to burn, but are lamentably shy
on opportunity. Hegarty may turn out
to he son>e shucks, but there is no dope
to show it, and the prevailing lack of in-
terest in the announced event may ba
1.1 id to this fact that it is generally re-
gar.lr-d as another cinch for the wonder-
ful lad from Brooklyn if he a-nd the im-
ported one ever cross gloves.

Tho fates have at last overtaken "Jlm-
mie" Conr.oly, an erstwhile shining light,
or rather a semi-light, of the ling, for
the sobriquet of '"One-Eyed" was be-
stowed on him because of the fact that
he had to depend on the glass factories
of the land for one of his lamps, having
ported with one of his optics in a scrap
so far back in the past that no man's
memory runneth to the time. As ' One-
Eyed" Connoly he has been known as a
hanger-on wherever any thing pugilistic
was doing for the last fifteen years. Chi-
cago knew him for many years, but of
late he has been browsing scantily in the
fields of Gotham. "One-Eyed" never
worked. He had for his stock in trade
an effrontery that partook rather more
of vitriol than of gall, a cultivated, but
picturesque, cockney dialect and his
glass eye. When his superb nerve or his
"H"-less eloquence failed to bring Mm re-
turns and the wherewithal for "heatlu"
and sleepin'," Jimmy simply hocked his
store eye just as other sports hypothe-
cate their more valuable glassware under
similar strenuous circumstances. It is
estimated that he has eyes in soak—eyes
of all shades, sizes and makes—in every
large city in the land. How he managed
to thrive so long is a wonder, but there
never was a great event in the fighting
line, no matter the distance, the price of
admission, or the other surmounting ob-
stacles, that he did not land at the ring-
side in the nick of time. He had the
get-there-at-tiveness of that insect fa-
bled in song as the terror of the hall bed-
room boarder. Stories of his adventures
would fill a volume.

But his course is run. He has pan-
handled himself into an incurable state of
alcoholic dementia and incidentally into
a Brooklyn bughouse. Last week he was
committed to the Kings county asylum
as a hopeless lunatic. His chief delusion
is not an uncommon one among men who
follow the ring. He imagines he is the
champion pugilist of the world.

Talking about "jigtimej' in ring mat-
ters the record now easily belongs to
Gov. Stanley and the solons who build
the laws for the state of sunflowers and
small potatoes and Mrs. Nation and her
little hatchet. Out in Kansa3 they had
an anti-fight law on their books, and
when Paddy Purtell and another man
violated it not long ago they were prop-
erly and peremptorily pinched. They
had money enough to take the matter
to the supreme court and that augugt
body decided that the law while it might
look well enough in print was not of
strength sufficient to make any one
amenable to the penalties it provided.
Whereupon late last Tuesday afternoon
Gov. Stanley sent to the legislature a
message asking for the passage of a
waterproof anti-fight bill, modeled on
that in vogue in Ohio. Sixteen hours
later the bill, duly passed by senate and
house, was on the governors desk. Ho
signed it instanter, and the fight game in
the land of shattered gin mills was as
dead as the ambitions which are buried
in the wreckage of Cincinnati's Saenger-
fest hall.

F.ut he is the first of t'nc school who has
ever acknowledged defeat by the sponge
signal code. Sullivan made his first ap-
pearance in the West at the Inter-
city carnival with which the season whs

opened at Tattersall's last fall, but ht
failed to make good against "Buddy"
Ryan on that occasion. Subsequently

he met Mowatt, the street car conductor,
Benny Yanger, George Monroe and sev-
eral others of his division in the West,

but he never came up to the fame that
had preceded him out of Brooklyn, and
there was no very great surprise that ha
had practically quit before a third-rater
like Rice in the Nutmeg State.

DENVER ISSUES LOUD DEFI

Be Given Pueblo's
Franchise.

.Baseball enthusiasts who have figured
t out that all differences in the WesternJeague have been harmoniously settledmay yet be obliged to revise their conclu-

sions. At the eastern end of the cir-
cuit everything is serene, but there's theliveliest kind of a muss at the west-ern terminus and a hot scrap is immi-
nent when the magnates meet in BtPaul—if they ever do.

The trouble seems to have had its origin
In the abandonment of Pueblo and the
transference of its franchise to Sioux
City. Hulen is "hollering" his head off
about how he has been flim-flammed, and
he is aided and abetted by the fans of
Colorado Springs, who thought they hada cinch on the team that made thi
Smelter City its home last season. Tho
residents of the Springs assert that
they have fulfilled all the terms that
Hickey demanded as a conation of plac-
ing the Pueblo franchise with them and
they insist that the president of the
Western will have to show them tfefore
they allow him to abrogate his implied
contract. Hulen wants to go to tho
Springs and is charging bad faith, and to
complicate matters still farther Denver
has mounted its high horse and pro-
claimed its determination to withdraw
from the league unless either Pueblo or
Colorado Springs is included in the cir-
cuit. AVhether this last demonstration
is a bluff or not is problematical at pros-

The failure of the projected American
association to materialize may help in
solving the problem that lies before tiift
Western magnates, and it is just possi-
ble that Denver will be taken at It3
word if it gets too flossy. There is lit-
tle doubt that Indianapolis and LoulsvtHe
would like to get into the Western, now
that the American hss died a-tornin*
and it is quite within the realm of the
j.OFsibilites that the franchises of both
Pueblo and Denver will be transferred
to, the Southern towns. To a man up
a. tree, it would look as though the Moun-
tain City had chosen a particularly un-
auspicious time to register am kick 'n
support of its sister towns. As a matter
of fact, It can be stated now that the
course suggested above Is the one that
will be adopted. At present it looks as
though the cities composing the Western
this season will be St. Paul. Minneapolis,

SIGN "WITH THE AMERICAN.

Big: Leagrne Stars Breaking: Over tlie

Barriers.
CLEVELAND, 0., March 2.—Vice Pres-

ident C. W. Somers, of the American
Baseball league, announced today that
James J. Collins and Hugh Duffy, who
played second base and center field, re-
spectively, for the Boston National
League club last year, Jtiav.e signed con-
tracts with the Amerlran league. Col-
lins will manage the TJoston American
League club, while Duffy, goes to Mil-
waukee to manage the American league
team in that city.

Although this announcement was not
entirely unexpected, it created a sensa-
tion in local baseball circles. Discussing
the matter, Mr. Somers said:

'This is only the beginning. Similar
announcements may be expected to fol-
low shortly. We are not asking players
to break any legal contract with the Na-
tional league people, but we hold that
the option clause in the National league
contract is not valid, and therefore prac-
tically all players are free to sign Amer-
ican league contracts if they so desire."

INDIANAPOLIS, IndL, March 2.—Har-
ry Quinn, Charles H. Havenor and A. H.
