hands of the farmers. While some lo-
calities may feel the pinch of extremescarcity, other places have more thanenough. But it is .said that the same
condition prevails everywhere, and thatbut little grain, either wheat, oats, bar-
ley or flax, comes up to the proper
standard of vitality for seed. Many
grain tests have been made by ordinarj-
farmers as well as by scientists, and thesame story is told by all. But little, if
Any. of the grain so far tested in thi**»
and some other localities has proved to heprime, and much is of such a low de-gree that it is not even fit for milling
purposes, and should be used for feeding
only. * .-.•-\u25a0-- -"As a fair illustration, one sample of
wheat' grown in Ransom county, and
which ordinarily would be considered andgraded as good northern wheat, shows
this result, as reported by Prof. H. L.
Bolley, botanist at the state agricultural
college*. 'Twenty-eight per cent of thegrains in the wheat examined are dead,
and fully40 per cent of the remainder are
too weak and frail to make even a good
first start. Such grain cannot be recom-
mended for seed purposes. The seeds
that do grow are so weak that it cannot
be estimated what sort of a crop would
grow from such, except under most favor-
able conditions. it will pay better to
feed It and procure better seed.' A home-
made test of a sample of the same gr^riii
showed even worse results.

"One farmer reports that out of 1.0X)
grains of fair looking flax only 45-0 show-
ed any signs of life. Others tell sub-
stantially the same story. The concensus
of opinion of those who have experiment-
ed in these tests is to the effect that as a
rule the most of last year's grain is not
at all fit for seed, as the tests show on an
average less than 50 per cent of seed with
really good,- strong vitality, and much
that is still less. Anyway, not a single
farmer should sow. nor land-owner per-
mit to be sown, a single bushel of seed
of any description without at least a
fair home-made test.

"To do this, pick out 100 kernels of
grain of average size and quality, plant
them in a cigar box filled with moist
earth, and keep in a fairly warm room.
After the set^S comes up, note the ap-
pearance of the --hoots, see how many
have come up and their relative strength
and vitality. If there are less than $1
per cent that come up strong and vigor-
ous the seed should be -sowed much
thicker than usual or discarded entirely,
according to the judgment of the tester.

"Another simple method of testing the
germinating quality of grain is to select
11*0 average seeds and place them between
folds of some woolen material and keep
moist in a saucer, where they will not
freeze. In ten . days' time examine. .

"It does not pay at any time to sow
poor seed, and the only way to find out
\u25a0what kind of seed one has is to test It—
this year especially. Some are claiming
that "grain grown prior to 190" is in a
much belter condition, and this is prob-
ably true, but the test should be applied
to seed of all descriptions.

"Corn is now the best paying crop, and
if farmers will discard wheat-growing
lor the benefit of the speculators and
turn their attention more largely to rais-
ing feed stuffs, and feed it to stock on
their own land the sooner they will be
able to pay off the mortgage. "

BISMARCK, March B.—(Special.)—The
withdrawal of the divorce bill by Rep-
resentative Leech, of- ("ass county, means
probably that there will be no attempt
to shorten the term of residence requir-
ed to obtain a divorce, and certainly no
effort in this line will be successful at
this session, as the time is now too short
to pass any new bill of the kind in the
face of the strong opposition that de-
velops to any attempt to tinker with the
divorce-laws. Those who made the fight
two.years ago for the repeal of the three
months' residence clause may rest satis-
fied that there will be no letting down of
the bars to divorcees in the coming two
years. It is claimed that few persons
have suffered financially through the re-
peal of the law except, lawyers who made
a specialty »of the divorce business and a
few organized divorce bureaus through
the" state, and that in the cities, where
divorces were wont to congregate in for-
mer times, there has been an improve-
ment in the moral conditions. The only
change that has been made -in the di-
vorce laws at this session is removing
insanity as a cause for absolute divorce.
Two years ago a law was passed adding
insanity to the list of causes. It is said
the bill was passed to apply to certain
cases then pending or about to be
brought. In the two. year 3since the law
was passed too much advantage has been
taken of it. and experience has proven
that much injustice was wrought through
this provision of the law. It has ac-
cordingly been repealed at this session.

Efforts to knock out the official estray
paper have proved a failure at this as at
previous sessions. The laws of the state
provide that the governor shall designate
some paper in the'state which shall be
the official astray paper, In which no-
tices of estray stock shall be published. |
The paper receives a compensation of 55
from each county in.the.state. At present
Editor Tuttle, of the Mandan Pioneer,
is the holder of this plum, and a bill in
the house to repeal the.'law creating the
paper as the official estray paper has
just been postponed indefinitely. \

with so much authority. Consequently i
they will seek to; amend the bill in the 1
house and get it back to its original j
shape. \ j -*.-.--.

The "peddlers** "Icons.-* law which passed
the senate met its 'defeat in the house.
For year-, there have been attempts to
a get peddlers license- law on the stat-
ute- books, but all of them have proven
falures. One law was passed and knock,
ed out by the supreme court on the
ground of unconstitutionality. The pres-
ent senate 1 ill was said to meet all
constitutional requirements, but in the
debate in the house it was claimed that
It imposed a practically prohibitive t.-.\
on a large number of small dealers
in the state who were endeavoring to
make a living at peddling. The bill is
therefore dead, unless the house relents
and resurrects it. as it has done In th« 3
case of two bills from the senate that
were killed in . the house and after-
ward reconsidered, recalled from the-
grave and referred to committees again
for further consideration.

I Heads of state educational institutions
who have been at the capitol are pleas-

, ed with .the .bill levying a special tax
of 1 mill each year for the support of
tho state, educational-institutions. This
action, (they say. wfll take the in-
stitutions out of' politics, away from
the biennial scramble* in the legisla-
ture for appropriations, and will give
them a fixed incdme7which can be de-
pended upon and_wiil increase as th-3
state grows and -the:: needs of the in-
stitutions increase".'lt will also solve the
problem of state- finances, as the gen-
eral tax of the state, -with .the support
of these institutions * taken away from
it. will be amply siifiicw'nt for the state's
needs.

Noxious weed laws "are not In favor.

Many of the farmers of the state data
it is impossible to keep lands clear
of weeds, and that the passage of a
noxious" weed bill merely affords a ve-
hicle upon which spite work may be
wheeled about. Both house and senate
have indefinitely postponed noxious weed

bills.

There* is a bill in to permit the levying
of a tax of 1 mills for public libraries
in cities instead of the limit of 1 mill
as now. This bill is desired at Mayville.
where there is a public library started
and the present limit of tax is insuf-
ficient.

There is a bill in to increase the age
of a legal newspaper to one year from
six months. The latter, is the age rec-
ommended by the State Press associa-
tion, which can see no reason for a
change, in view of the fact that new
settlements spring up, and it is not.well
to place too great a handicap on the
establshmient of a newspaper. One year
-to wait before a country paper may
publish legal notices Is a long time, in
the opinion of many publishers who
have had experience.

.The county auditor salary bill has
been reported _favorably. in the house
and will probably .pass. It will Increase
the salaries of some f of the auditors in
the state . but will probably be passed
not to take effect until after the terms
of the present auditors. 77-'

Appropriation Bills Involved and
Charges of Bad Faith Freely

Made—Looks a* if They

Meant Business.

PIERRE, S. D., March 2.—(Special.)—
The town is wild today with capital re-
moval talk, and the subject dominates
all others. A couple of weeks ago the
Watertown boomers started a capital re-
moval deal, but called it off upon the
promise of Pierre, they claim, that they
would receive support for the removal
of the reform school from Plankinton to
Watertown. This scheme failed, and
they accuse the Pierre people of having
played with them, which Pierre, of
course, denies. In revenge they, renew-
ed the capital fight yesterday and held a
caucus last night which is said to have
"represented 'fifty house members, or
enough to pass the proposed amendment
through the house.

To add to the complications, the spe-
cial appropriation bills for Aberdeen,
Brookings, Vermillion, Rapid City and
other institutions were set for final con-
sideration in the house this afternoon..
These biHs require a two-thirds vote and
the removal crowd seems to have enough
votes to defeat them unless their friends
consent to postponement until Monday.
This they will have to do, and in the
meantime Pierre and her rivals will have
a battle royal for votes for the next
forty-eight hours.. . -7.-7

Watertown is backed by a combination
formed some time since to oppose appro-
priations and ether legislation, but it has
not yet been decided which town shall
have the honor of contesting with Pierre.

ORDER OF BRITH ABRAHAM.
Jewish Benevolent Orgranixation

Meeetine in Chicago.

CHICAGO, March The order B'rith
Abraham, the largest Jewish benevolent
insurance organization in the world,
opened its biennial session here today in
Medinah temple. There were present 350
delegates from 2*57 lodges, scattered all
over the United States and an audience
of local members running high up into

the thousands. The body was called to

order by Grand Master Samuel Dorf of
New York. Soon after the session open-
ed Mayor Harrison appeared and welcom-
ed the delegates to the city. Henry M,

Goldfogle, of New York, made an appro-
priate response.

The grand master reported that since
the last convention $277,527 had been paid
in benefits to the widowed and orphaned,
and the rate per member had been $7.72
a year; $54,266 was paid for sick benefit
and $23,000 .for various benefits by the
subordinate lodges. There was a net in-
crease of forty two lodges and 4,731 mem-
bers.

The report also contained a number of
important recommendations, among
others the creation of a reserve fund,
a stricter examination of candidates and
contributions to various hospitals. In-
formation that an application was re-
ceived by the grand officers for the
formation of lodges In the city of Bres-
lau, Germany, was . received. Referring
to this the grand master said:

"Who would have believed a few years
ago, that we were on the road to become
an international order; how powerful
have we become, when our co-religion-

ists on the continent of Europe recognize
our beneficial influence and desire to be
linked with us. It shows that Chose of
our brethren who were driven from for-
eign shores through bigotry and race
persecution have indeed done well under
the protection of this land of liberty and
freedom for all."

After the session the delegates and
friends sat down in the room to a ban-
quet of 600 covers.

RIVERS AND HARBORS.

Change* Made In the Item*, by the
Conference Committee.

WASHINGTON, March 3.— 4 o'clock
the conference of the senate and house
reported an agreement upon the rivers
and harbors' - bill covering 300 disputed
points, except the senate amendments
providing for the construction of storage
reservoirs in South Dakota and Wyoming
and authorizing the payment of 1400,000
for work done upon the Brazos river in
Texas. With those items eliminated the
bill carries an appropriation of $49,675,006.

This is a reduction from the appropria-
tion made by both the senate and the
house, the senate figures being $50,540,£25,
and those of the house $59,936,415. In its
work the conference committee used the
senate bill as a basis. The principal
changes made were as follows: Galves-
