with thrilling interest the experiences of
that fatal day when many of the best
citizens of the town were shot down. Mr.
kelly said it was the universal verdict
of the people of the state at that time

ers were not executed.

Mr. Roberts was eioquent in his sup-
port of the bill. He answered the q-,‘u‘:s~
tion put by Mr. Kelly by saying: ‘“‘I'he
reason why they do not divulge the
names of the men who were associated
with them in these crimes is simply be-
cause they (the Youngers) are men and
not criminals. It would do no good now
to stigmatize other men with crime
when they cannot be reached.” The ut-
terance called forth a loud applause,

One of the most forceful arguments on
either side was that delivered by Mr.
Hickey. He upheld the bill. He said the
meaning of the bill should be thorsughly
understood, as it offered an advantage
to the law, and not a menace. It provid-
ed that no life-termer be pardoned or
paroled lest#he had served thirtv-tive
years of his sentence, whereas under the
existing laws a criminal may go free
within any unlimited time. *“This is a
golemn matter to me, and should be to
every one of us. Let us understand the
purp'ose of the bill,” said Mr. Hickey.

RILEY GETS RATTLED.

Mr. Riley, in opposing the b, got
f7.4s badly mixed. He made the asser-
tion that Frank James, an as8oclate in
erime with the Youngers, after his par-
don from prison, had exhibited himself
in dime museums and other places of
that character all over the couniry,
when, as a matter of fact, the famous
bandit was never imprisoned In the pen-
ilentiary at all, but was allowed to go
free by Gov. Crittendon, of Missouri,
upon the specific conditions that he
should never leave the state, which re-
quirement he is said to have kept fully,
having been outside of Missouri but once,
that being a visit to the World's Fair at
Chicago. Mr. Riley declared that James
is now on-exhibition in California, His
occupation is, however, a doorkeeper In
a theater in St. Louls, Only a few weeks
ago he was defeated for doorkeeper in
the house of representatives of Missouri.
Mr. Riley’s argument, which was am-
mated, was to prove that the Youngers,
if liberated, would do as James did, but
was met by several subsequent speakers
on the cpposite side.

Messrs. Rich and Phillips were eyé-
witnesses of the tragedy at Northtielq,
and spoke for the biill, while Mr. Whit-
ford, who also saw the bloody affair, was
against the bill. Messrs. Hiliary, Jacod-
son end Burns all spoke enthuslastically
in favor of the measure. Mr, Jacobson
called attention to the fact that the men
who had been eyve-witnesses to the crimes
for which the Youngers were imprisoned
could not have sat upon a jury to try the
original case, and were not therefore
the best qualified te act as Jurors in the
house.

SUBMITS A PLAN FOR RE-
APPORTIONWENT

MINNEAPOLIS CUT IN TWO

Larson Is Allowed to Amend Daugh-

erty Bill, and It Is
Likely to Be
Adopted.

The Hennepin county delegation intro- !
duced a bill yesterday embodying their |
plan for reapportioning the state. The !
measure, of course, provides for tha
two particular concesslons asked by Hen-
repin; the division of Minneapolis on the
river so that the Fifth district shall com-
prise only that part of the city west
of the river, throwing East Minneapolis
in the Sixth district; and removing Chi-
sago county from the Fourth district,
leaving Rameey and Washington as the
components of that district.

Notwithstanding Hennepin's plan places
Waseca in the First and Redwood in the !
Second district, thus granting to Repre- i
sentative Larson the two concessions he
#sked, Mr. Larson does not propose to
support the bill. He is opposed to the !
division of Hennepin as proposed in tha
plan of that county and does not favor
removing Chisago from the Fourth dis-
trict. Mr. Larson has succeeded in gain-
ing the consent of the supporters of the
Daugherty plan to amend their bill. By
mutual agreement the original bill, which
has th® major suppart of the legislature |
tack of it, will be amended so as to i
lecave Waseca county in the First dis- |
trict and Redwood in the Second. "As
these are the only demands made by Mr. 3
Larson, he has no further reason for op- |
posing the Daugherty plan and will |
therefore give his support to it. The
T:augherty plan as thus amended will un-
questionably be passed,

STATE CAN MAKE EXHIBITS.

Twenty Thousand Dollars Appropri-
ated for Pan-American Expeosition.

The Pan-American exposition bill, pro-
viding -an appropriation of $20,000 for
state exhibits at Buffalo, passed the
house yesterday by a vote of 99 to 8.
Those who opposed itwere: Plowman,
Sageng, Sander, Benolkin, Bosworth,
Dealy, Oppegaard, Rich.

-Mr. Plowman, in a speech against the
bill, said the appropriation should be re-
tained and applied to state institutions.
Mr. Roberts resisted this argument, de-
claring the amount to be extremely
small, and that it could not be expended
in a better way. Mr. Rich sided with
Plowman in opposing the biil.

The Armstronz anti-wine room bill en-
tered the house yesterday. It was a
substitute for the original bill, recom-
mended for passage by the temperance
committee the previous night. It eum-
Inates the section providing for the re-
moval of screens from the wine room
during hours in which the saloons are
supposed to be closed. .

A storm of debate arose over the Berg
drainage Dbill, which calls for an appro-
priation of $§50,000 for Roseau and adioin-
ing counties. Mr. Wells, of Wilkin, op-
posed the 'bill on the ground that the
expense of draining ought to be borne
by the residents of the counties. Mr.
Berg declared this move to be wholly in
the interest of certain politicians of
Wilkin county. *“It is known by nearly
every man in this house what dark pur-
pose lies behind this move by the gentle.
man from Wilkin,” he said.

Mr. Jacobson proposed to amend the
bill to Impose part of the expense of
drainage upon the counties, but Mr. Berg
succeeded in heading off this attempt,
and the bill was left on the calendar.

FOR BOARD OF CONTROL.

Bill Auvthorizing JIts Estiablishment
Introduced in the House.

The bill authorizing the estabfishment
of a state board of control was intro-
duced in the house yesterday morning by
the committee on general leglslation. The
house voted to defer action on the meas-
ure until Wednesday next at 2 p. m,
when it will be taken up as a special or-
der.

The change has been made in the bill
by the committee. It comes into the
hcuse in its original form, authorizing the
appointment of five persons who shall
compose a central board under whose
supervision all the state charitable and
correctional institutions shall be placed.
The governor is to make these opportunl-
ties under the provisions of the bill.

This measure has been generally dis-
cussed by all the legislators and having
the support of the state executive and
cther state officials will present a strong
front. - The commission dent out by Gov.
Van Sant to investigate the board of
control methods in other states has given
a favorable report, which contributes ad-
ditional strength. At the same time the
opposition to this bill has gained larger
rroportions and may- reasonably be reck-
cned as a serious obstacle to the passage
of the measure.

Completer records have
been provided for in various siate de-
partments. Monthly reports of fees are
to he made by state officers and deputies.
Vouchers against the state must be veri-
fied by oath and itemized.

For the reliet of the finances of the
state, funding warrants of $150,000 have
Leen anthorized and negotiated. A spe-
cial tax levy has been authorized to take
up 3$153,000 of asylum bonds, and these
will be reissued and the proceeds turned

into the general fund. A sinking fund of ;
one-thirtieth of the bonded indebtedness |

of the state has been provided for each
year after 1901 by tax levy, to taka up
the bonded indebtedrness of the state.
Sales of state and institution lands have
been authorized to furnish a permanent
fund whose interest shall go to the state
institutions, and an appropriation haa
been made for leasing and selling these
lands.” A special tax of one mill annually
has been provided for the permanent
maintenance of the state educational in-
stitutions. This will relieve the general
fund of the state of an expenditure of
$125,060 annually and puts the institu-
tlons on a permanent basis

In the way of improvements for state”

institutions bonds have been authorized
for them, based on the land grants of
the Institutions. Bonds of $£210,000 have
also been authorized for th= maintenance
of the twine plant at the state peniten-
tiary.

Among the more Important of the
measures that come mnder the head of
new legislation are the bar association
bill regulating appeals to the supreme
court; the creation of a state board of
pardons; the prohibition of insurance ex~
cept through state agents; the bill in.
creasing the authority of the attorney
general In bringing prosecutions in all
counties in the state; the provision for
the relief of needy farmers by the issue
of seed grain bonds by counties, and the
reduction of exemptions from §1,50 to
$730.
Negatively, the legislature has killed
bills to prohibit the importation and sale
of cigarettes; to remove the capitol from
Fismarck; to repeal the penalty clause of
the prohibition law and to estallish a
system of local option; to enact a
pritnary election ‘system for state elec.
tions; to create a_ state high school in-
spector and increase the- allowance for
aid to high schools from $8,000 to $20,000.
