CONTINUE TO THROW ROCKS INTO
THE OCOGWHEELS OF THE RE-
PUBLICAN MACHINE.
PIERRE, S. D.,, March 8—(Special.}—
The last morning of the legisiative ses-
sien found the house with twenty-six and
the senate with sixteen bills on their cal-
endars, respectively, thus demonstrating
fer the first time In the history of the
state that it is possikle to dispense with
a sifting committee. The house held a
Lrief session last evening, the first for
the winter, but the senate got through its
calendar before 6 o’clock. Final adjourn-
ment could be taken early tonight but
for the necessary delay in ergrossing and

signing bills.

Apportionment was the only cloud on
the horizon and the only matter on
which an excuse for a fight could be
hung. The antis in the house and senate
made the most of it, however, using it
‘e keep the membership of their combine
in line. At an anti-caucus last evening
Packard, of Spink, who poses as a jurist
for the time being, presented the follow-
ing resolution, which was adopted unani-
mously: al

Whereas, the custom heretofore and re-
cently practiced by certair federal ap-
pointees and others of gathering at the
state capital at or near the opening of
each session of the legislature for the
purpnse of controiling and dictating the
organization of the house and senate and
the selection of the subordinate officials
is a gross violation of the propriety, re-
pugnant to all good citizens and reflect-
ing alike on the honesty and ability of
the members of the legislature, and

Whereas, the members of the legis.
lature are selected to serve the state ana
are responsible not to a ccterie of self-
appointed bosses, but to thcir constitu-
ents; therefore, be it

Resolved, That this house does most
earnesily protest again any future actlon
of the kind, being vicious in the extreme,
inimical to the public goed and deserving
of the censure of all good citizens.

After making a virtuous parade of the
resolution for some time, Packard de.
cided it was not best to preseat it to
either house for consideration.

At noon the only progress made toward
the settlement of the apportionment row
was that the house had substituted the
house bill for the senate bill and the
senate had substituted the senate bill for
the house bill, while the senate had ap-
pointed a conference committee consist-~
ing of ITawscn, Stewart and Varnum,
stubborn advocates of the senate bl

The house passed the following senate
bills: Increasing the powers of city au-
thorities to suppress the fllegal sale of
lignors; giving threshers a prior lien on
grain; prohibiting a person from pleading
interest or relationship as a reason for
not testifying in certain cases; provid.
ing for public drains and ditches; placina
the Sisseton military reservation under
the charge of the state land commission-
er; Burke’s tax scavenger bill; empower.
ing the state board of assessment to
make a one mill deficiency levy; enlarg-
ing the powers of cities t¢ acquire water
and lighting plants; legalizing the incor-
poration of Elkton; making a properly
certified copy of a public record admis-
sible as evidence; authcrizing the gov.
ernor_to accept bequests.

The senate passed the house bill pro-
viding for the construction of sidewalks
in cities of the third plass. The retail
dealers’ association fared ill in beth
houses, the senate having killed the
reddlers’ license bill and the house hav.
ing killed the bill to reduce exemptions.

Both houses have unanimously peti-
tioned the federal anthorities for the ap-
pointmert of Maj. J. Q. A. Braden in
the regular army,

The governcr has appointed Judge

The
prisoners had a very bad reputation in
every way in this neighborhood.

LONGED SITTING

NEW MAN ONCE A MINNESOTAN

Is Known as the Father of Great
Falls in His Adopted State—
New Senator Is a Lifelong
Democrat.

HELENA, Mont., March S.—At half
past three this morning, although the
legislative clock testified that it was not
vet midnight, Hon. Paris Gibson (Dem.),
of Great Falls, was elected United States
i;)r;ator for the term expiring March 4,

For almost the entire term of the life
of the legislature that body had been
voting daily for a senator, but with no
result. Thursday at noon the joint as-
sembly met as usual and tcok one ballot,
adjourning until 7 p. m. for further bal-
loting. After taking a few votes with-
out indication of result, the joint assem-
bly took a recess until 11 o’clock, at
which time began the session ending
with the election of Mr. Gibson. In all
twenty-two ballots were taken during the
day. At the conclusion of the twenty-
first ballot, H. L. Frank, who was the
leading fusion candidate, announced his
withdrawal from the contest in favor of
Mr. Gibson, who had not up to this time
had more than a nominal following. Mr.
Gibson’s high character and unblemish-
ed reputation commended him to the fu-
sion members, and there was a stampede
to him on the next ballot, he receiving
the required number of votes, seven of
which were furnished by the wing of
the Democratic party known as tne Daly
faction.

SKETCH OF HIS CAREER.

Mr. Gibson was born in New Hamp-
shire, July 1, 1830, and was educated at
Bowdoin college, graduating in the class
of 1851. He located at Minneapolis in
1858, building the first flouring mill in
that city. He also operated the North
Star Woalen mills of that city. He came
to Montana in 1879, locating at Fort Ben-
ton in the stock business. In 1832 he be-
came Interested in the possibilities of the
water power that could be developed by
the falls of the Missouri river at the site
for the present city of Great Falls, of
which he is called the father. He laid
his plans and hopes before James ¥. Hill.
who joined him in the enterprise, and
the result was the growth of a city of
12,000 on the prairies by the side of the
vast water power.

Mr. Gibson was a member of the state
constitutional convention and of the first
state legislature. He has always been a
strong Democrat.

CHANGE OF VENUE KILLED.

HIFLENA, Mont.,, March 8.—Gov. James
K. Toole vetoed the bill commonly known
as “The change of venue bilL"”

It provides that when ‘judicial prefu-
dice is shown by oral testimony, a change
of venue could be demanded, and if re-
fused by the judge himsel? appeal could
be taken to the supreme coart and that
body could grant such change of venue.”

'The Amalgamated Copper company
and others were commonly recognized as
the men urging the bill.
