do not hesitate or oread to overcome all
irriers history and sentiment have

reared. The experiences of Grant and
Cleveland and the other presidents who
have been boomed for thud terms have
no terrors for the chiefs of the .Repub-
lican machine.

PIERPONT MORGANS PLACE.
"The tradition against a third term be-

I to the old republic," says the
Washington correspondent of the World.
"It does not belong to this new republic.

Which Mr. McKinley has constructed
with the assistance of the 'money powe*
and the enfeebled and supine senate and
the practically non-existent house. As
J-'ic McKinley boldly declared in his in-
augural, we are about to enter upon a
rtill wider expansion that will forever
end the old republic tnd will firmly in-
trench in our system the autocratic ideas
of imperialism and militarism. There.is
point: on at home a tremendous consoli-
dation of industry, commerce and finance
under the direction ol Mr. McKinley's
prime minister, J. Pierpont Morgan.
The last two years have seen enormous
changes. The next three years will see
changes still greater.

"For carrying on these new policies for
firmly establishing the 'empire,' for ad-
justing and settling the intricate
problems incident to the great imperial-

istic revolution, what man, what im-
jierator, so fit as the man who inaugur-

ated the new policies, the man who has
the confidence of the great financial and
commercial interests, tr-e man who at
the same time is popular with a very
large part of the electorate.

Mr. Morgan has sent Mr. McKinley
wftrd that his arrangements in railways,
coal and especially in steel have insured
the continuanceof prosperity for an in-
definitely long period. "With wealth roll-
ing in upon the American people, with
the air filled with the noise of their on-
rushing industrial and political power,
v. h;it could be more natural than that
they should refuse to make a change,
Bliould rofjsc to turn away from an es-
tablished order giving tull barns, full
purses, full dinner pails and for the sake
of one of the minor traditions of the
fathers drive out the high priest of pros-
perity?

"So far as human eyes can see there
never before has been such an oppor-
tunity to break away from the anti-third
t<*rm tradition.

Nor will Mr. McKinlty be seriously
disturbed in the pursuit of his ambition
by uthf.r candidates in his own party.

'Mr. McKinley Is, of course, too astult
a politician tv launch his "boom" now or
to permit indiscreet friends to boom
him. For many reasons—notably, be-
cause the rivalries among the other can-
didates and his own aloofness make him
ever stronger and stronger—he will keep
out of the race, apparently, until the
last, llr will let it appear that the call
for him oomes spontaneously from the
overflowing heart of the masses.

WILL HAItP ON PROSPERITY.

COURTS EXPECTED TO HELP.
"The only possible interruption of the

Imperialist plans is the decision of the
pupr«?rm court. But it Is evident that
Mr. McKinley has no fear of this. Even
should the supreme court decide as to the
main question —that is, the status of the

1 eople of the acquired territories—that
would not interrupt him, because tl ere
a:e several ways in which a decision
that the aco.uired territories are an in-
tegral pert of the United States could be
evidr-d.

"But everywhere you find it confidently
asserted that 'the supreme court will net
upset the government," to use Mr. Spoon-
er'a phrase. No Democrat or Republican
has the slightest doubt that the supreme
court will evade the main issue or de-
cide for Mr. McKinley.

MARK HANNA NOT SO MUCH.
'•One of the impressions which is dis-

sipated by a sojourn in Washington is
the idea of the dominant position of
Mi'.rk Hanna. Hanna is one of Mr. Mc-
Kinley s closest and dearest friend. Rut
McKinley docs not take Hanm's advice.
Hanna is regarded as a magnificent

boodle-fund collector, a superb financial
organizer of political parties, but nothing
more. An illustration of Mr. McKinlevs
attitude toward him is the failure of the
ship subsidy bill to repay obligations con-
tracted by Hanna on Mr. McKinleys ac-
count.

"Mi. McKinley was openly in favor of
the 1:1! and apparently exerted his influ-
ence to pass It, but in reality he was not
at heart in its support. The bill meant
the payment of a debt lor "goods' already
'delivered. 1 It was a huge bill, like the
river and harbor bill,

#
to pay the Demo-

crats for their Cuban and Philippine res-
olutions votes.

"Mr. McKinley was alarmed over the
extravagant appropriations — over the
'rising tide.' Imperialism in its wider de-
velopments is going to be very expensive.
There was no money to spare for che dis-
charge of such 'debts of honor.' "

CAPE MALAYS OBJECT
TO PLAGUE QUARANTINE.

CAPE TOWN. March 10.-The official
reports regarding the progress of the bu-
bonic piague in Cape Town says the out-
break shows a total of twenty-two deaths
and 102 cases. The Malays gathered to-
day to oppose the removal of a Malay
who had been attacked by the disease
and of several persons who had come into
contact with the victim. The police were
overpowered, and the persons who hafl
come into contact with the Malay made
their escape. In the event of a repetition
of this experience, it will be necessary
to employ an armed force. More trouble
Is anticipated.

BOSTON, Mass., March 10.-Charles F.
Sprague, the Massachusetts millionaire
and former Washington society leader,
is the second ex-congressman now in
confinement in the McLean insane
asylum. Former Representative Boa-
telle has been an inmate for some time,
When Mr. Boutelle was told of his
former congressional associate's arrival
at the asylum, he did not express any
great surprise, and simply said:
•'Charlie Sprague? Yes, I know him.
"Well, where is be stopping?"

When told that Mr. Sprague was at
Hope cottage, he said:

"Well, well, I must see him soon. We
will have some fine talks together—good
talks of the good times in congress.
Sprague is a fine man. T shrill enjoy his
company if we are only allowed to be
together."'

Mr. Bprague's term in congress expired
last Monday. Eminent specialists, both
here and abroad, have fur some time
treated Mr. Sprague, and his confine-
ment in the asylum was not decidedrpon until every means of relief that
medical skill could afford, had been tried

AFFLICTION DATES FROM 1*97.
Mr. Sprague first manifested symptoms

of a nervous disorder in the fall of i097.
It was tl.en believed that with proper
medical aid his recovery would be
speedy, but as the days lengthened into
months those who came into daily con-
tact with Mr. Sprague noticed a change.
There were periods, however, when ilr.
Spiague's mind was so clear as to <3e- \u25a0"

ceive his family. With his family the
representative went abroal last summer,
ostensibly for a pleasure trip, but in
reality to consult noted European phy-
sicians as to his condition. He seemea
to improve in Carlsbad and after a stay
of some time there the family went to
Paris, where Dr. Charcot, a specialist
on mental and nervous diseases, treated
Mr. Sprague. Mr Sprague returned to
America and the family took a house in
Washington, D. C.

The family physician, a well known
Boston doctor, has been constantly at-
tending Mr. Spragae since his return
fr.">m abroad. At the close of last week
his physician received a dispatch to go
immediately to Washington and assume
complete charge of his patient.

It was deemed best to place Mr
Spragne in a sanitarium, and a day or
two later, in the company of the phy-
sician and a valet, he arrived here. He
remained in a hotel for a few days, and
en Wednesday the family physician ac-
companied Mr. Sprague to the hospital
in Waverly.

Mrp. Sprague is In Nassau, looking
after the health of her little daughter.
It is not thought she is aware or the
complete breakdown of her husband.

WAS A CAPITAL SOCIETY LEADER
Mr. Sprague vas born in this city

forty-three years ago. He graduated
fr;>m Harvard in 1879, and began his po-
litical career in the common council In
I£SB. He was elected in 1890 to the state
house of representatives, in which he
seived two terms. He was elected to the
state senate in 1595, and the next year
was sent to congress from the Eleventh
district.

Mr. Sprague was a man of ciuiet, tem-
perate, studious habits, unostentatious
and democratic in rranr.cr. Socially he
and his family ranked as leaders. Hi.-*
wife was Mary B. Pratt, granddaughter
of Commodore- Weld, and, with Mrs.
Lars Anderson, heiress to tde com-
modore's fortune of aboat $15.000.000.
Their only child is a six-year-old daugh-
ter.

In Washington Mr. Sprague rented the
mansion that ' has been occupied and
owned by former Vice President Levi I*.
Morton. Here Mr. Sprague gave several
lavish entertainments

Mr. Sprague recently came into promi-
nence on account of an invitation which
he sent to members of the committee of
the District of Columbia, of which he
was a member. Another member of the
committee was a Mr. White, a negro.

The refusal of certain other members
of the committee to accept an invitation
to dinner at which this colored man was
to be present caused a great deal of talk.
The affair was Anally disposed of by
hming the invitations withdrawn.

MEXICO FORGIVEN.
AUSTRIA WILL, RESUME LONG SEV-

ERED DIPLOMATIC RELATION'S.

CITY OF MEXICO. March 10.—Diplo-
matic relations, which ceased with the
tragic death of Emperor Maximilian, are
about to be resumed between Mexico and
Austria, under solemn circumstances.

Prince and Princess Khevenhueier,
Prince Nulerstendburg and Dr. Jurren-
scheu will arrive from Austria at Vera
Cruz next Monday.

There they will be met by Maj. Felix
Diaz, chief of staff to the president, and
an appropriate escort, and will then come
to this city in the president's private
train.

The Austrians come to dedicate a mem-
orial chapel erected on the spot where
Maxmilian was executed, near Queretaro.

The chapel will be built by private sub-
scription in Austria, and its erection is
understood to have no political signifi-
cance, save that, as has been said, its
dedication will also mark the resumption
of diplomatic relations between the two
countries.

HARRISON VERY SICK,
FORMER PRESIDENT'S CONDITION'

SOW SERIOIS IN THE EXTREME.
INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., March 10.-The

condition of former President Benjamin
Harrison is serious. Dr. Jamieson statod
today that the upper part of Gen. Har-
rison's left lung *vas inflamed. There
is some danger of the congestion ex-
tending to the rest of the lung, and to
the right lung. Dr. Jamieson said that
he was certain nothing was to be ap-
prehended for the next forty-eight hours,
but the age of the patient renders alj
calculations .uncertain. At S o'clock this
evening Gen. Harrison was suffering
some pain, but was resting Tompara-
tively easy.

BOXER CHIEFS CAN'T
SEE IT THAT WAY

TITAN AXD TI'XG FLT HSIAXG WILL

RESIST ARREST BY FORCE
OF ARMS.

SHANGHAI, March 10.—Dispatches
from Lanchau assert that Gen. Tung Fa
Hsiang, with 20,000 men, and Prince
Tuan, with 10,000 men, are at Ning Hsu,
prepared to resist arrest.

The Chinese Gazette announces that
Sheng, the Taotai, has memorialized the
throne in favor of the abolition of the
Likin duties, and that all the viceroys

and governors support him.

BERLIN, March 10.—The war office
has received the following dispatch from
Count yon Waldersee: "Pekin March
10.—Col. Ledebur's column stormed a

grate of the great wall, eighty miles west
of Pao Ting Fu Friday, March 8, cap-
turing four guns.

HALF A MiI.MOV DOLLARS FOR A

SHOE STRING.

• JOPLIN, Mo., March 10.—The great
International Zinc company swindle de-
veloped some new features today, when

.D. K. "Wenrich, postmaster ' of: Jopiin,
and George E. Quinby, former state
mine inspector, who were represented -
as vice president and consulting engi-
neer of the company, denied having

had any connection with the company. =
Postmaster Wenrich said he was prom-

ised $3,000 worth of stock in the com-
pany if he would allow the use of his
name as a director of the company,
which was to be stocked at $250,0:0.
The company was stocked at $1,00.>,C0),
and Mr. Wenrich, at Joshua Browns
suggestion, was made vice president of
the company. As soon as he knew he
had been made vice president and the
stock had been increased four fold, Mr.
Wenrich resigned and withdrew from the
company without ever receiving the
promised $3,000 worth of stock.
GEORGE E. QUINBYS EXPERIENCE.

Mr. Quinby's experience was ;%iilar to
Mr. Wenrich's. Johsua Brown '& Co., of
New York, the promoters and only peo-
ple who made anything out of the big
swindle, wanted to use the names of
these officials in order to help sell stock.
A. C. Foster, the president, and J. B. r
Carmichael, secretary and treasurer of
the company, it is said, were also im-
posed upon by the alleged New York
bankers, Joslyia Brown & Co., of No.
45 Wall street.

The properties of the International Zinc
company : consisted of some mineral
leases and two zinc mines of small value.
They are • said to have sold more than
half a million dollars' worth of stock
at almost par, the purchasers, as a
rule, being wage earners and people of
small means. Most of the stock was
sold in the Eastern states and in Eng-
land. When the promoters had sold all
of the stock they could Joshua Brown
& Co. quit working the mines, closed
their New York office, and, it is said,
went to Europe. • .'••••

The company is now in the hands of a i
receiver, and there is little chance for
the unfortunate stockholders ever get-
ting anything for their money.

HEAVIEST THIS WINTER
FIRST REAL SNOW OF THE SEASON

AT WINONA.
WINONA, Minn., March 10.—The heav-

iest snow storm of the winter has pre-
vaile" >£re since early this morning.
The fan D^ far is seven inches, and fhi3,
with a thirty-five mile wind, is giving
this vicinity its first real touch of win-
ter. Street railways are operated with
difficulty, and all trains on the rail-
roads are considerably delayed.

BLOOD-RED RAIN FAILS
FROM BLOOD-RED SKY.

PALERMO, Sicily, March 10.—A
str-inge phenomenon has now reached
here Ever since last night a herxvy
cloud has extended over the city, the
sky being a deep red. The rain new
falling resembles drops of corrugated

blood. It is attributed to dust from the
African deserts, transported by the
heavy south wind now blowing.

ROME, March 10.—The phenomenon to
be seen in Sicily extends also over
southern Italy, At Rome, the sky is
yellow, and at Naples a rain of sand
has fallen.

Tornado in Indiana.
PRINCETON, Ind., March 10.—This

city was struck by a tornado last night,
one dwelling was wrecked, several others
were moved from their foundations, and
hundreds of outbuildings were demolish-
ed. No lives were lost. The court house
and the high school buildings were muc^
damaged. Hundreds of windows were
blown in.

WHAT A CHICAGO ELECTRICAL IN-
SPECTOR HAS TO SAY OF

" THE SUBJECT

CAN BE ACCURATELY TIMED

How the Flrebng With More Inwnr-

ance Than Stock: Can Arrange

for a Profitable Fire

CHICAGO, March 10.-"There were sev-
enty-eight fires of known electrical origin
in Chicago last year. There were hun-
dreds of fires to which no cause could
be assigned, and of these many, I am
convinced, were deliberately planned and
executed by defective wiring."

So said Harry H. Hornsby, chief In-
spector, in City Electrician Ellicott's of-
fice yesterday: His startling remark was
the "keynote of a written statement by
Mr. Hornsby, which will form a portion
of Mr. Elicotts report to the council to-
morrow evening.

In brief the chief inspector asserts that
property owners who wish to profit by
burning insured goods or buildings have
found electricity a safer and less easily

detected agont than kerosene. This con-
clusion he has reached as the result of
closely watching the fires for which no
apparent cause could be assigned.

LEAVES NO PROOF.
By the use of electricity as an agent

of incendiarism he says every trace of
the crime is obliterated, so that there
is no way to determine exactly how the
flames originated.

"The fuse which is used to prevent
trouble by protecting the circuits in the
event of a short circuit or a grounding of
the wire is made of soft lead." Mr.
Hornsby added. "Whenever there is a
short circuit, or the wires become ground-
ed, the force of the current is taken up
by the fuse, which commences to glow.
As matters grow "worse, the fuse gets
hotter and hotter. Soon it reaches a
white heat and n&elts.

"Here is where -the firebug does some
fine work. He .places a heap of inflam-
mable material, or Innocent-looking cot-
ton under the fuse, and it ignites at once.
A little care will produce a short circuit,
or grounded wires. The whole thing can
be timed, or worked from a distance, and
no one in the world can tell how the
fire was started.

A SAMPLE CASE.
"Of course, a short circuit or a ground-

ing of the wires is likely to occur at any
time, and for that reason fuses are used
as a means of preserving the wires. If
the work is done rightly, there should be
no danger from this source.
"I have one aggravated case in mind.

One of oar inspectors last year was want-
ing past a big store, when he noticed a
defect in the construction of the window
lighting fixtures. There was a fuse in
the window, which was lighted brilliant-
ly for display advertising. Just under the
fuse there was a lot of white cotton, part

of the decoration of the window.
"The inspector entered the building and

at once had the Qtfniwetlon with the rest
of the lighting plant cut off from the
window. That was on Thursday. Satur-
day night, the wire 3having been recon-
nected without a permit from the city,
a fire broke out in the store at 11:30
o'clock, and the whole store went up in
smoke. There was a loss of ?20\000.

SAYS IT• WAS ARSON.
"I have not the slightest doubt that

that fire was of-incendiary origin, and
was set by means of the electric wires.
But the evidence -was totally destroyed.

Had it even been found, the owner might

have pleaded accident."
Mr. Ellicott wil^urge the enactment re-

quiring all electric wfrers to obtain
licenses from the city before putting any
wires in buildings, or repairing any
which have felten into disorder. An
ordinance to this -effect was introduced
in the council last year, ami was sent
to a committee, where it has sl*pt for
months. It is likely that Mr. Hornsby's
report will facilitate its passage.

CHICAGO WIND=SWEPT.
STORM PROSTRATES TELEGRAPH

SERVICE OVER A WIDE AREA.
CHICAGO, March 10.-One of the worst

wind storms of the season struck Cmcago
early today, and during the two hours
that it was at its height, damaged prop-
erty throughout the city to the extent
of $175,000. Many heavy plate glass win-
dows were blown in. Telegraph and tele-phone companies were the worst sutter-
ers, and it will be some time before order
can be restored. Thousands of poles were
blown down, and Chicago was practically
isolated from the west and northwest by
telephone and telegraph tonight and all
day today. The long distance telephone
service was crippled badly, and was of
little or no value. Up to a late hour to-
night neither Milwaukee nor Minneapolis
could be reached by long distance tele-
phone. The storm is believed to have
been the most severe In Southern Wis-
consin. Along a short stretch of the Mil-
waukee road in Southern Wisconsin, 500
.telegraph poles are down. Reports from
many points in Indiana and Kentucky
also indicate heavy damage from the
storm. The Western Union and Postal
Tekgraph companies suffered severely
by fvllen poles. It was estimated that
there were no fewer than 5,000 poles in
the city thrown by the fury cv *ne wind
and storm. Telegraph service also as far
west as Omaha was stopped until late
this morning. Trains entering Chicago
were delayed from ten minutes to an
hour. The Burlington and Milwaukee &
St. Paul companies were the worst suf-
ferers in this respect. All the roads suf-
fered damage to their tracks and switch
yards. At the life saving station at the
mouth of the Chicago river it was con-
sidered the worst gale that has struck
Chicago harbor since 1569. The water,
lashed into fury, came up to the life
saving station and flooded the floor.

LISBON POLICE ATTACK
STUDENTS WITH SWORDS.

LISBON. March 10.—Upon a manifesta-
tion against the Jesuits by students of
the Polytechnic school, the police entered
the institution nnd. struck many with
swords.

CAPTURED IN OKLAHOMA.
Frank H. Moot. Wanted for Murder,

Ran Dorm.
SPRINGFIELD, 111.. March 10.—Frank

H. Stout, a mine engineer, who killed
James Wilson, a coal miner, at Dawson
on Nov. 21 last, has been captured at
Stroud, Okla. News of the capture was
received at the sheriffs office this after-
noon. Stout made his escape after the
killing.

One of the most carefully plannel
prison deliveries that has ever come to
light at Stillwater was nipped in the bud
yesterday, and, as a result, Edward Le-
land, a convict, before whom lay a num-
ber of .years of incarceration, is In a
state of despondency, and two of the
most -trusted guards at the penitentiary
are under arrest on a charge of being
his accomplices in an attempt to escape.
A woman, who figures conspicuously
in the plot, is also in the clutches of the
law. Had it not been for the timely dis-
covery which was made by Warden
Wolfer, it is more than likely that Le-
land would now be a fugitive, and it is
rumored in some quarters that he would..
not have left alone. ,

About 1 o'clock on the afternoon of
Friday, March 1, the woman who is now
under arrest, came to the prison and
asked to see Leland. It is not an unu-
sual thing for women to visit the con-
victs, and her request was granted. The
guard, who was most deeply concerned
in the plot, was on duty at the time,
and when he was relieved in the evening
he went out, an 1 did not return until the
following morning. As he lived at the
prison, his failure to return during the
night aroused the suspicions of Warden
Wolfer, but nothing happened to con-
firm them until the following Sunday,
when the woman called again. When
she left the officials noticed that tTiis
guard joined her when she had gone but
a short distance, and walked down
town i-.ith her. An. investigation was at
once set on foot, and it was soon learn-
ed that the two had been spending con-
siderable time together, and the guard
had met her irequently by appointment

In St. Paul.
The prison officials then searched the

office of the twine room department,
where Leland worked, to see if he was
receiving mall" from any other sources
than the regular channels. They found
nothing, however, except a number of
letters torn into bits. After considerable
work, two of these were put together
and it was learned that one was from
the guard and the other from an outside
party. Both letters outlined a set of
plans which wtre to be followed in the
attempted escape. With this informa-
tion the investigation was pushed
further. The guards and woman in the
case were shadowed and incriminating

evidence of a very strong character ob-
tained.

Last Thursday the guard who had at
first aroused the suspicions of the of-
ficials, received a decoy telegram, stat-
ing that his sister was pick and he
asked for a leave of absence which was
granted.

Deep Laid Plan to Help Leland Es-

cape Is Thwarted By
Warden Wolfer

THREE PERSONS NOW UNDER ARIEST
Guard Takes Bribe to Aid Long

Term Convict to Se-
cure Freedom.

Mr. Glennon. The other guard is now
in custody. It is known that conf.
have been obtained from two of tne par-
ties implicated and possibly three.

From the story gained by these con-fessions and by the investigation it has
been learned that the guard was bribed
to he an accomplice to the plot and wag
accordingly paid the sum of H35 by thewoman. The money was paid in Janu-ary, but the planning began early lastDecember. The agreement with tho
suard was that he should procure a key
which would unlock one of the doorsleading to the yard and also give thenecessary information.

I.eland was one of a number of con-
viots that had been trusted in the morn-
ing to wait on the convicts in the dlntnsfroom, and it was the usual custom to lethim go to the dining room art 5:45 every
morning. On going from his cell to the
dining room he had to pass a door knd-
ing out into the yard and the plan ofescape outlined was that, while on hisway to the dining room, he s'nojld step
t6 one side without being: noticed. This
would be very easy to do as it does not
get to be daylight until later in the
morning. Then he was to unlock thlT
doer with the aid of the key this guard
was to procure and open the door. Once
on the outside he was to lock the door
again and cross the yard to the south
wall of the prison, about 150 feet distant
in the rear of the wardens residence.

Tere is where the work of the other
confederate qme in, for tins second per-
son was to be in •waiting with a rop«
ladder suspeneled from the south wall.
Once over this wall, Leland was to pro-
ceed up the side of the hill through the
trees to a place where the worum was
to be with a team and another suit of
clothes for the fugitive. Tho officials
also have inlormation that the guanl
had had one key made, had tried it in
the door sfnd found that it was faulty.
The impression of the key had b*en
taken in soap made by Iceland.

On discovering that the key w^ faulty,
the guard reported the discovery to Le-
land. The convict then told Mm what
material he wanted to make an accurate
impression, and the guard said he would
go to St. Paul and get it. Tt was at this
stage of the game that the telegram,
which proved to be a bogus one. was
brought into play. The guard went to
St. Paul, but when he returned to Still-
water it was in the custody of a prison
officer. The officers also found the key
which was to do the work. The matter
Is causing a great deal of talk In Stilt*
water, especially as the guard, who was
to furnish the way, was always well
thought of.

Leland is about thirty years old, and
was committed to the prison from Min-
neapolis on Oct. 30, IS&9, to serve a ten-
year sentence for robbery in tin
degree. He is regarded as a desperate
character by the prison officials.

Tne charge which faces the guards and
the woman under arrest is felony, and,
in case they are convicted, is punishable
by imprisonment not to exceed seven
years or a fine of $1,000, or both.
