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DI NN-HILLMOXO MEASURE GOES

THROUGH THE HOUSE WITH

SLIGHT AMENDMENT

PARTY LINES NOT DRAWN

State Oflicerit Are Removed From Its
Application at the Re-

ym>l of Its
Author.

The Dunn-Hillmond primary election
bill passed the house yesterday on a vote
it 83 to 14. Before final action on the
in. asure, Mr. Dunn sent up an amend,
ment to remove state officers from the
application of the bill. As it originally
excluded township and village officers,
the bill now aftVrts only districts (legisla-
tive, judicial and congressional"), county
and city officers.

Mr. Hillmond, the Democratic member
from Grant county, who was the orig-
inal author of a primary election bill in
tlif house, through a mutual agreement
\u25a0with Mr. Dunn, consented to have the
Dunn bill substituted for his measure,
and then worked In unison with the
Ramsey county member for the passage
of the substitute.

B< fore the bill got through there were
some hair dozen amendments propose.l,
but the only one adopted was that offer-
ed by Mr. Dunn himself, which provided
that the measure should not apply to
state officers. A great deal of discus-
si. >n arose over this. Mr. Dunn stated
that it was his personal desire to have
the" bill apply to state as well as other
offices.but he was convlncted that a meas-
ure of so wide a scope could net be
passed at this session, and as the people
wanted some sort of a primary election
bill for an experiment at the next elec-
tion, he was willingto sacrifice this one
provision.

In the discussion which this amendment
provoked, Mr. Jacobson made himself
conspicuous as being in favor of the
amendment. Among other things he said
the cities would control the nominations,
and the small fry out in the country

wouldn't get a hearing, lie also stated
that the country districts would be oblig.

Ed to suffer this injustice for a long time
to come, a* they had no prospects of
casting more than 25 per cent of the vote
for many years.

Mi". Laybourn, who afterwards wheel-
t<l around to the other side and voted for
the bill as amended, took issue with
Jacobson, and said that at present the
people over the state had little to say
in making some of the state ticket nora-
lnations. He called particular attention
t<> the nominees for the state railroad and
Warehouse commission on the Republican
ticket at the last convention, and declar-
ed that the voice of the rank and file
oi the party was not heard. "A clique
has done the work. Mr. Laybourn also
included in the city nominations eandi-
flates for the supreme bench.

Mr. Jacobson, who is said to be look-
Jiitr out for his Interests as a candidate
for the office <jf state auditor two years

was accused by some of his party
brethren of being afraid to go before the
people In a direct manner for the nom-
ination. Mr. Jacobson said Tiis only fear
was that his term as a public official
might be prolonged fora period of twenty
years.

NOT GOOD FOR COUNTY.
Mr. Kelly, of Rice county, fought the

bill persistently on the grounds that it
was not the thing for country districts,
and would only result in forming a huge
machine which would be manipulated by
the city politicians. Mr. Wells, of vVilkin,
took the same ground and tried to amend
the bill so as to make it apply to no
county whose population was less than

Mr. Dobbin, who comes from
tlenneptn, where the primary election law
had its inception in this state, agreed
Wiih Mr. Kelly and Mr. Wells and other
country members in maintaining that it
was a good thing for the cities, but fatal
to the country districts.

The Ramsey county delegation, with
one exception, Mr. Rich, supported the
measure solidly, and Hennepin did the
same, although were some from that
county who talked differently than they
voted. When tlve roll call was finished,
Ihere were twenty-four instead of four-
teen votes against , the bill, but ten of
these, all Republicans, changed their
votes in time to be recorded with the ma-
jority.

Party lines were not drawn upon the
bill, although there were but two Demo-
crats who voted against it. Mr. Sageng
of Otter Tail; Mr. Umland, of Ramsey',
and Mr. Hickey, of Ramsey, spoke In
favor of the m-easure, and said that their
constituents desired such a law. They
each were opposed to certain provisions
in the measure, and endeavored to have
these objectionable features changed, but
failing they gave their support on' the
roll call to the measure.

RKLIEF FOR DELTRAMI.

Three IftlU \rtVciiiiw It Are l'n*>e<l
by Aecluinatiou.

Senator Wilson made three brave at-
tempts, under general orders, to amend
as many bills relating to Beltrami coun-
ty during yesterday afternoon's session
In the senate, but each attempt was fu-
tile. Benator McCarthy spoke warmly
In objecting to the amendments and took
decided exception to what he called tho
insinuating remarks of the senator from
Himu'pin. He declared the 11,030 settlor*
in Beltrami county were bona fide set-
tlers and resented the imputation that
they were adventurers. He drew a pa-
thetic picture of the result of the amend-
ments in that the schools would have to
be closed, tin jail door;-? thrown wide
and the pest house opened for the exit of
Its dozen smallpox patients. His blllrj
were recommended for passage by accla-
mation.

The bill to reimburse employes of the
St. Peter hospital for the insane, who
lost their personal effects in the fire last
March, was reported out by the finance
committee, with its appropriation cut in
half and came up on general orders.
Senator Johnson amended the bill as
amended by the committee by substitut-
ing the original amounts asked. The
bill was recommended to pa^s in its orig-
inal form.

The Dorsey bill, which was passed by
the house and which provides for the di-
vision of certain townships, was yesteT-
day referre d to Messrs. Sivright and
Grindeland for consideration. The bill
will retain its place upon general or-
ders.

BILL FOR TEACHERS.

Pedagogne* Indorse Measure Pro-
viding: for Pensions.

The house committee on education
held a public meeting at the house last
night to allow teachers the opportunity
of giving their views upon the pending
bill providing for the establishment of a
teachers' pension fund. The manner of
maintaining this fund, as proposed in
the bill, is by levying an assessment of
1 per cent upon the salaries of the teach-
ers.

There were some 200 Twin City teach-
ers present, and the bill was heartily
indorsed by them. Many of the teachers
were active two and four years ago in
the passage of a similar meaure. This
is the fourth attempt that has been
made to pension Minnesota teachers.

Among those who spoke upon the bill
were: Misses Flint and Farnsworth, of
the Cleveland high school; Mr. Deming,
St. Paul Central high school; Assistant
Superintendent J. D. Bond, of St. Paul,
and others from the two cities. The
committee will probably recommend the
bill for passage.

SIOUX FALLS, S. D., March 12.-(Spe-
cial.)—lt is probable that a second pros-
ecution will grow out of the recently

discovered shortage of O. E. Anderson,
the defaulting county auditor of Hamlin
county. The investigation which has
been in progress since the shortage was
discovered has revealed the fact that the
defalcation will reach not more than ?4,-

--000. The chairman of the board of
county commissioners is now charged

| with having signed unauthorized war-
! rants presented to him by Anderson for
! his signature, and will be required to

explain his action at the next term of
circuit court, which convenes at Castle-
wood on the 26th inst. It is not be-

lieved that the chairman knowingly
signed the unauthorized warrants, or
shared in the profits of the transactions,

he being accused simply of trusting too
implicitly in Anderson's honesty and not
exercising the ordinary prudence ex-
pected of him when signing warrants on

the county funds. The other members
of the board of commissioners are also
being criticised for their alleged care-

lessness in examining the books and ac-

counts of the auditor, the critics main-
taining that if the commissioners had
used proper precaution and not trusted
so much to the honesty of the auditor
that official could not have succeeded in

filching so much from the county treas-
ury Anderson has, since his arrest,

transferred to the county property

which will practically make the county

whole but he will be prosecuted never-
theless His trial will also take place

during the approaching term of court.

WOILD OUST L.EE'B MEN.

Progjresw of Sontli Dakota*** Charities

and Corrections Board Fight.

HURON, S. D., March 11.—(Special.) -

WANTS A WATER PLANT.

Town of Ellf Point, S. D., Feels Need

of Municipal Improvement.

SIOUX FALLS, S. P., March 11.-(Spe-
cial.)—During the coming week Mayor
Coverdale, of Elk Point, will issue a
proclamation calling for a vote at the
city election next month on the matter
of securing a system of water works and
electric or gas lights for the city. Three
times a vote has been secured for this
purpose, but either through the limita-
tions imposed by the special charter un-
der which Elk Point was organized, or
through some defect in the proceedings,
the project has failed. A Chicago firm,

which arranged for the purchase of
bonds voted two years ago, afterwards
declined to accept them without another
vote, on account of an alleged defect
in the proclamation calling the election.
Recently the firm announced its willing-

ness to again take the matter up, and of-
fered to send an attorney free of ex-
pense to the city to draft all necessary
and preliminary papers in a form satis-
factory to the Chicago men. As Elk
Point has had two disastrous fires dur-
ing the past two years, it was decided to
go ahead with the matter. During the
past week a committee of Elk Point cit-
izens has visited Mason City, Rockwell
and other lowa points to inspect the wa-
ter and lighting systems in order to de-
termine which would be best for Elk
Point.

NO CENSUS FOR. WINONA.

Mayor Tarbell Vetoes Ordinance

Providing for a City Count.

WINONA, Minn., March 11.—(Special.)—
As anticipated by the delay of Mayor

Tarbell in returning the ordinance pro-
viding fcr the taking of a census of Wi-
nona which should establish Lhe claim
of this city to rank ov.er 20.000 in se-
curing desired legislation from the state
legislature, that official has vetoed the
measure. Concerning the legislation to
be asked, he approves the proposition to
have assessments for local improvements

distributed over a number of years, but
thinks Mankato and Stillwater would be
willingto agree to such a measure, and
that no census is needed to secure this
legislation. He thinks there is room for
a difference of opinion regarding a board
of control for the waterworks, and re-
garding the construction of conduits to
compel wires to be placed underground.

LEADER OF WISCONSIN BAR.

J. W. Losey, of La Crosse, Dies L'n-
expeetedly of Heart Failure.

LA CROSSE, Wis., March 11.—J. W.
Losey, one of the most prominent law-
yers in Wisconsin, died at 8 o'clock this
morning, very suddenly of heart disease.
Mr. Losey was one of the early settlers
of La Crosse and was largely instrumen-
tal in many beneficial reforms while
mayor and while in the c"ommon council.

Mr. Losey was head counsel for this
division of the Burlington road and \fr.s
at the time of his death president of the
board of police and lire commissioners.
His firm was also counsel of the Mil-
waukee road here. He was connected
with several notable cases, the latest be-
ing the Clements bank case.

Deceased was about sixty-five years of
age and was a native of Pennsylvania.

SIOUX FALLS, S. D., March 11.—(Spe-
cial.)—George Wells and Henry Gates,
residents of Clear Lake township, this
(Minnehaha) county, as the result of
their preliminary examination before
Justice Fowler, of this city, have been
bound over for appearance at the next
term of the state circuit court to an-
swer to the charge of stealing a large
quantity of wheat and flax from a neigh-
bor and Belling it at Dell Rapids. Gates,
who is a brother-in-law of Wells, Is a
mere boy, and has been an inmate of
the Eldora, 10., reform school. Wells
has always stood high in the communi-
ty. He claims he had no knowledge of
the stealing, and that Gates, who lived
with him, was in the habit of taking
one of his teams and driving around the
country. . .

1A CHARGE OF FEW
PATRICK CUNNINGHAM AND ADA

111 BUEL WILL BE ARRAIGNED
TODAY

SOME DETAILS OF THE PLOT

How the Woman Persuaded tin*
Prison Guard to Connive at the

Attempted Escape of
Her Lover.

STJLLWAT.ER, Minn., March 11.—
After Miss Ada Hutebel, of St. Paul, had
been safely landed In the county jail in
this city today, Warden Wolfer consent-
ed to give out the names of the two
principal characters in the conspiracy ar-
ranged to enable Edward Leland to
escape from the Minnesota state prison.
They are Patrick F. Cunningham and
Miss Hubbel, and the details of the affair
prove conclusively that Miss Hubbel ar-
ranged the plot and secured Cunning-

ham's co-operation iii a very clever man-
ner. She laid her wires- in a way that
insured her a perfect working system,
which would probably have carried had
the first key that was made been perfect
in every detail. Cunningham and Miss
Hubbel are both confined in the county
jail and will have a formal charge of
felony lodged against .them tomorrow
morning. County Attorney NeJthaway
now being busy with the papers in the
case. Their preliminary hearing will
probably not occur until next Wednes-
day and it is generally believed they will
waive examination and be held to await
the action of the grand jury, which con-
venes in May.

As outlined in the Globe of this
morning the plan w.is first concocted in
December and when it was first broached
to Cunningham he refused to lend un
ear to the scheme and even informed Le-
land that he would report him to the
warden for even suggesting such a thing.

A few days later Leland asked Cunning-

ham to go to St. Paul to meet a woman
who desired to see him and Cunningham
did so. As he alighted from the car lie
met the woman who introduced htrself
as Miss Hubbel, and she informed him
that she had a sum of money in her pos-
session belonging to Leland, which had
been given her by Leland's attorney in
Minneapolis, and she asked Cunningham
to keep it for Leland. The sum amount-
ed to $135, and Cunningham consented
to accept the trust. After that he had
several meetings with the woman, who
roomed in the Arlington hotel, near
Seven corners, and she began to urge
him to assist in getting her lover out of
prison. He was offered various parts

of the money in his possession, but he
steadily refused and at last he was of-
fered the entire sum £nd decided to ac-
cept it and become a p.arty to the con-
spiracy. His work TJvas'io get a key for

Leland that would li'nlock the cell house
door and at the first opportunity he got

the key and took it to Leland. who
made a soap impression of the key, from
which the key now in possession of
Warden Wolfer vas made. The key was
made for Miss Hubrjfl at the solicitation
and under the diyectio/i of another
guard, who has since severed kls connec-
tion with the prisonT and it Is also be-
lieved that this fem>w !lwaa to provide
the rope ladder withr-which Leland was
to got over the wall. tHe^also carried on
clandestine meetings>iWitjh Miss Hubbel,
and as soon as he can toe apprehended,
which It is confidently expected will be
within a. short time, he >will be arrested
and lodged in .iail w'i^fh Wie remainder of
the conspirators.

Iceland's plan was to get out and then
leave for Alaska, where he would re-
main fpr a time until excitement over
his escape had died out and he would
then return to this country and reside in
the South.
