the payroll, only twenty-five were at
work at the time the fire started. All
of thorn escaped except Louis Ruel, who
v. as badly burned. The fire was caused
by an explosion Qf the large grinders,
from combustion, due to wet starch ani
iron nails. "

Milwaukee. Wls.—The Milwaukee Brew.
ins company went into bankruptcy on
an involuntary petition^signed by three
creditors of the company and an admis-
sion of bankruptcy signed by William
Gutknecht, its president. The books of
the company on March showed liabilities
of $105,000. The assets are said to equal
that amount and the company will, it is
claimed, pay its debts in full.

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SEIZED fll \u25a0 Mi
GAME WARDENS LOCATE MOOSE

HEADS AND HIDES IN
FREIGHT CARS

CONSIGNED TO ST. PAUL PARTY

Considerable Secrecy Maintained
and the Spoils Sent to Minneapo-

lis—Prosecutions Are
Likely.

Officers of the state game and fish com-
mission yesterday made an Important
capture In the seizure of twenty-one
moose heads and fully thirty deer hides,
the consignment being located in a
freight car in the union depot yards.

That the seizure was an important one,
and will in due time be aired In the
courts, with a view of bringing tho par-
ties Involved to time, was evident from
the secrecy observed by the state offi-
cials, they storing the find in the office
of the American Express company and
later forwarding it to Minneapolis, where
the trophies were placed In storage.

The moose heads and deer hea Is were
consigned to St. Paul parties, and were
intended evidently for mountm? pur-
poses. This is the second seizure of con-
traband game made at the depot in a few
days. The officers are on the alert, \u25a0 and,
every suspicious shipment is closely in-
spected.

REMER'S CASE IN COURT
SIX SEPARATE CHARGES OF INDE-

Hearing in the first of six cases against
Frederick P. Remer, charged with in-
decent exposure, was begun in police
court yesterday afternoon, before a jury,
the complaining witness being Mrs.
Henry Rodenkirchen, 720 Robert street.
.Mrs. Kodenkirchc-n and her daughter
testified that on the morning of March
1, they had witnessed R<mer's indecent
actions as he stood on Jackson street in
the rear of their house.

Lieut. Boerner, of Rondo station, tes-
tified that at about 10:45 on the morning
of March 1, he had received a telephone
call, asking that the wagon be sent to
Cedar and Sherburne streets, where a
man was acting indecentfc'. The call
was responded to and when the wagon
reached Cedar street the lieutenant saw
a crowd of men pursuing a man who
was running across a vacant lot near
University avenue and Cedar street. The
wagon followed as closely as possible
and the man who proved to be Remer,
was found hiding in a shed in the rear
of Twelfth and Robert streets. He was
placed under arrest by Driver Brady, of
the patrol wagon.

Brady testified that when he went into
the shed he found Remer with an ax in

his hand making a pretense at chopping
wood. He was perspiring freely and
much exhausted. After Brady's evidence
court was adjourned until 9:30 o'clock
this morning.

Humphrey Barton, attorney for the de-
fense, emphasized several times that
there would be no attempt to prove that
there was no intent on the part of the
prisoner, saying that if the alleged. ac^3
were proved, the intent could not be
questioned. It is thought an attempt to
prove an alibi will be made.

TAFT COMMISSION ORGANIZES GOV-
ERXMEXT EH TAYABASPROVINCE.
LUCENA, Tayabas Province, Southern

Luzon, March 12.—The United States
army transport with the American
Philippine commission and their party
on board, arrived off Lucena last even-
ing. This morning the commissioner's
party, consisting of fifty persons, cross-
ed the shallow bar in the ships boats
and were driven one mile to this town.
The commission then proceeded with the
first organization of a provincial govern-
ment in Southern Luzon.

The Province of Tayabas has long been
noted for the pacific conditions existing
there, in contrast to the neighboring
provinces which still pursue a rebellious
course. Col. Gardener, late of the Thir-
teenth volunteer infantry, was today ap-
pointed civil governor of this province.
Col. Gardener favors the maintenance
of friendly relations with the natives
and is opposed to pillage, seizures,
destruction of property and imprison-
ment, except under direct necessity.
Col. Gardener when in command of the
Thirteenth infantry was in control of
this distriot, and as a result of this
policy, a population of active insurgents
has been transformed into friendly
natives whose patriotism to the United
States was considered to be more firmly
established than tha-i of the natives of
any other province in Luzon. The first
organization of the Federal party out-
side of Manila was effected in Tayabas
province and practically all*the natives
joined.

The arrival of the commission with
Col. Gardener, whose regiment was re-
cently given a public farewell here, re-
turning as civil governor, was enthusi-
astically celebrated.

The commission will tomorrow visit
the town of Tayabas, which is vying

with Lucexta for the honor of entertain-
ing the commission. Th^ people of 3or-
sogon. a seaport on the extreme southern
end of Luzon island, have petitioned for
a provincial government.

The commistion will stop there later.

Comparative Statement Issued by

Tally Clerk Wnkeiield.
WASHINGTON, March 12.—F. H.

W'akefield, tally clerk of the house of
representatives, has prepared a detailed
statement of the work of that body dur-
ing the two sessions of the IFifty-sixth
congress.

The houses passed during the two ses-
sions 1.411 house bills and -resUiutions
and 793 seriate bills and resolutions, mciit-
ing a grand total of 2.204 bills and reso-
lutions acted upon. It left upon its cal-
tendar, unacted upon. 593 house bills and
resolutions and 8* senate bills and reso-
lutions. Included in the above, it passed
a total of 15S house bills and resolutions
which failed to become laws, and 17
senate bills and resolutions which also
failed to become laws. Twenty-nine of
these legislative acts failed of signature,
two were vetoed and a few recalled.

In the Fifty-fifth congress the house
passed 1.473 bills and resolutions, while
641 reported from committees remained
undisposed of. The house was in session
197 days during the Fifty-sixt?i congress,
while the average number of days In ses-
sion for the past eight congresses was
331.

SLIGHTLY WCIXDKD.
BERLIN, March 12.—The war office has

received the following dispatch from
Count yon Waldersee:

"Pekin. March 11.—In the fight west of
Suling Pass we had only one slightly
wounded. The Chinese left 250 dead en
the field^"Our cavalry, with four quick firers,
pursued the Chinese twenty miles. A
battalion remains at Fen Ching and will
guard the great wall In order to prevent
a return of Chinese troops."

Official circles in Berlin say It is im-
possible to judge here what leads to
Chinese activity around the great wall.
Russian papers are spreading reports
that the movement there is engineered
by Gen. Tung Fu Hsiang and Prince
Tuan for the reconquest of Manchuria.
It is to the Interest of Russia to cir-
culate this view. On the other hand it
is believed in Berlin that the Chinese
troops near the great wall have but
slight power of resistence, as the report
of Col. Ledbuer's expedition seems to in-
dicate. It is also believed that these
Chinese troops are inferior to those sent
against the allies before the capture of
Pekin.

The statement that Russia insists upon
China's signature to the Manchurian con-
vention rests upon Chinese authority:
but Germany has no reason to suppress
such information, and the fact remains
that the agreement has not yet been
signed.

Nothing is known here as to the pub-
lished report that German capitalists arc
negotiating with high Chinese Officials
for the erection of arsenals at Nanking
Woo Chang and other points, but the
rumor is not believed in Berlin.

FOREIGN NEWS NOTES.
Calcutta—Lady Curzon, wife of Lord

Curzon of Kedleston, viceroy of India,
will sail for England, March 23.

London—ln the divorce court' Eliza-
beth Ayers Dear, formerly Elizabeth
French, who was married in 1895 at Min-
neapolis, secured a judicial separation
from C. J. Dear on statutory grounds.

The Hague—A partial ministerial crisis
has arisen through an adverse vote in
the second chamber of the state's general.
The chamber ignored the recommenda-
tions of the minister of war, M. Leland.
in regard to the length of military serv-
ice for recruits, and in consequence, the
minister resigned. The opinion is gen-
erally expressed, however, that this ad-
verse vote will be disregarded by the
rest or: the cabinet.

Paris—The awards to the winners in
the international fire brigade display at
the exposition wore issued yesterday.
They include gold medals to Chief George
C. Hale, of Kansas City, and Commis-
sioner Benoit, of Canada.

Colon, Colombia —'^lie efforts of Con-
tractor John B. McDonald to obtain la-
borers from Barbados to work on the
Gtiayaciuil-Quito railroad have been un-
successful, owing to the recent official
announcement by the Jamaican govern-
ment discountenancing Jamaican immi-
gration to Ecuador.

Kingston. Jamaica—The Jamaican gov-
ernment empowered the British ambassa-
dor at Washington to enter into an
agreement with tbe American govern-
ment to extend to one year the time for
the ratification of the reciprocity con-
vention.

Bombay—The new census report shows
the population of the Bombay presiden-
cy, which, according to the last returns
of 1891, was ]S,S2t),SJO, to have declined
1,500,000.
