GETTING THE WEST IN LINE.

Specinl Commissioner for Charlesion
Exposition in St. Paul.

J. F. Knapp, special commissioner for
the South Carolina Interstate and West
Indian exposition, which is to be held at
Charleston from Deec. 31, 1901, to June 1,
1902, was in the city yesterday in the in-
terest of the big Southern show. For
several weeks past he has been travel-
ing in states West of the Mississippl
visiting the legislatures that are in ses-
sion and endeavoring to persuade them
th sanction the showing of state exhibits
at Charleston. The Southern exposition
commences ‘about the time of the Pan-
American closes, and his idea is that the
exhibits be removed to Charleston. As
an inducement he states that the railroad
cempanies will do this free of charge and
the only extra expense entailed would
be that of paying the commissioners for
the time they would be at Charleston.

Many states have received the proposal
favorably, among them Washington,
Idaho, Oregon, Mississippi and Kansas.
He found on reaching here that the loecal
legislature had already passed a bill pro-
viding an appropriation for a state ex-
hibit at Buffalo. He has talked with
many of the members of both houses
and the suggestion has been made that
a joint resolution be passed authorizing
the transferring of the Minnesota ex-
hibit at Buffalo to Charleston as soon
as the former is closed.

Although the date of the opening of
the Southern fair is still nearly a year
distant, many of the buildings are almost
completed and there is considerably over
$1,000,000 available for the others. The
site is about the best that could be se-
lected in Charleston and a prominent
feature of the display will be that of an
Immense exhibit showing the growth and
progress of the cotton industry in the
South. In the past few years modern
machinery has been introduced and the
South‘ is now exporting much less raw
material to Europe to be manufactured.
