$6,424.60. Disbursements were $2,803.49,
leaving a balance on hand of $,671.11. A
bill was presented which will be offered
to the legislature for the purpose of hav-
ing the department headquarters in the
new capitol building. It was recom-
mended by the committee on legislation
that no action be taken on the soldiers'
preferment bill; that the act providing
for the rehabilitation of the muster rolls
of Minnesota regiments in the Civil war
be approved and both recommendations
were adopted without discussion. The
matter of the removal of the battle flags
from the state house was postponed for
one year.

This committee will proceed with the
work of appointing subcommittees and
it is proposed to raise the sum of $20,-
000 to entertain the delegates to the con-
ventions which will meet in St. Paul dur-
ing the months of May and June. Part
ot the sum, about $5,(00, will be devoted to
placing the public baths on a firm finan-
cial basis.

From May 14 to June 18 there will be a
continual suceession of conventions, and
many thousands of people Will' visit the
city in addition to the delegates. It is
felt that the sum asked for, $20,000, is
quite modést, considering that the city
raised $40,000 for the entertainment of the
national encampment of the G. A. R.
some years ago. The army velerans were
in the city for a week only, whereas the
conventions that are coming will insure
the presence of thousands of strangers
in the city for over a month,

FOREIGN NEWS NOTES.

Lisbon—It is rumored that a crisis 1is
imminent in the Portuguese cabinet,

Berlin—The official laboratory at Ham-
burg has discovered that the sand which
fell during the recent sand -storm in
Northwestern Germany came from the
African Sahara.

Paris—The striking miners at Mont
Ceau les Mines, department of Saone et
Loire, met to examine the latest proposi-
tion made by the mining companies and
decided to continue the strike.

Brussels—The king of the Belgians has
convoked a generul chapter to meet at
Ghent June 25 1or a discussion of the
situation of the Dominicans in the Phil-
ippines, France and Scuth America,

Brest—A French torpedo boat which
has been sent to meet an incoming trans-
port sprang a leak and suddenly began
1o fill, sinking in a few minutes. The
crew narrowly escaped in the boats:

Kingston, Ja.—The British steamer
Texan, from Liverpool; via Colon, reports
that trade is totally paralyzed jin Colon
in consequence of rebel activity in. the
neighborkood. Fighting is going -on in
several quarters, but without important
results.

London—The Times says it believes
that in addition to the sugar tax and the
reimposition of the registration daty of
a shilling on corn, the income tax will
be increased by two pence or four pence
on the pound.

Lausanne, Switzerland—M. Andra Buf-
fet has arrived in Lausanne. M. Derou-
lede, in an iInterview regarding the po-
lice, said that if he and M. Buffet can-
not eiude them there is nothing to do
but to go elsewhere.

Marseilles—There were several slight
conflicts between the strikers and police
at the docks, but nothing scrious. 'Lhie
tearusters and bakers have decided to
make coiamon ea‘ise witnh the dockers
and a settlement is not likely to be
reached soon.

London —~Counsel for Miss  Portla
Knight have written a letter to the pa-
pers denying the statement purporting
to have been made by the Duke of Man-
chester to the effect that he considered
the action taken to be -quite unjustitled,
and he helieved it had been dropped. Ac-
cording to counsel, the breach of promise
suit is proceeding, and the courts will
decide whether it Is justified or not.

FOR STEALING §50,000.

South Damnvers, Mass.,, Bank Cashier
and Shareholder Indicted.

BOSTON, March 14.—The T'nited States
district court grand jury called in special
session to consider the cases of George
M. Foster, formerly cashier of the South
Danvers National bank, of Peabody, and
John W. Dickinson, of Boston, a share-
holder in the hank. charged with misap-
propriation of funds of the institution,
today returned a joint indictment in fif-
teen counts against the men. The indict-
ment places the tctal sum involved at
$49,000. .

The grand jury also returned a separate
indictment against Foster in three counts,
two alleging false entries and one the
willful misapplication of $1,000.
